A. Background

Based on the background of the problems above, when teaching
and learning english, especially in listening most of the students the
students have a very limited vocabulary, difficulty in identifying the
communicative purpose of the material, difficulty in finding the main
idea in the material being listened to, and students cannot understand
native speakers who speak at normal speed.

Significance of the Research

Responsive. Listening to a relatively short stretch of language (a
greeting, question, command, comprehension check, etc) in order
to make an equally short response.

Selective. Processing stretches of discourse such as short
monologue for certain information. The purpose not only looks for
global or general meanings, but also comprehend designated
information in a context of spoken language (classroom directions
from a teacher, TV or radio news items, or stories). Assessment
task in selective listening could ask students, for example, to listen
for names, numbers, a grammatical category, directions (in a map
exercise), or facts and events.

1) Receiving (Hearing)

Hearing refers to the response caused by sound waves stimulating the
sensory receptors of the ear; it is a physical response; hearing is the
perception of sound waves; you have to hear to listen, but you don't
need to hear to hear (the perception required for listening depends on
attention). The brain filters out stimuli and allows only a select few to
come into focus - this selective perception is known as attention, which

is an essential requirement for effective listening.

2) Comprehension (Learning)

Understanding this step helps to make sense of the symbols we have
seen and heard, we have to analyse the meaning of the stimuli we have
perceived; the meaning attached to the symbols is a function of our past
associations and the context in which the symbols occur. For

interpersonal communication to be successful, the listener must

3) Remembering (Recalling):

Recalling is an important part of the listening process because it
means that one is not only receiving and interpreting a message, but
also adding it to the storage bank of the mind. Listening our attention is
selective, and so is our memory - what is remembered may be very

different from what was originally seen or heard.

4) Evaluating (Judging)

Evaluating only active listeners participate at this stage in Listening.
At this stage, the active listener weighs the evidences, sorts out facts
from arguments, and determines whether there is a sense of bias or
prejudice in a message; the effective listener ensures that he or she does
not start this activity too soon; starting this stage of the process before
a message is complete requires us to stop listening and paying attention

to the incoming message, and as a result, the listening process stops.

5) Responding (Answering)

Responding stage requires the receiver to complete the process
through verbal and/or nonverbal feedback; since the speaker has no
other way of determining whether the response has been received, this
stage becomes the only overt way by which the sender can determine

the degree of success in transmitting the message.

) Bottom-up processing: Bottom-up processing helps students recognise
lexical and pronunciation features to comprehend texts. Due to the
direct focus on language forms at the word and sentence level, bottom-
up exercises are especially helpful for students who need to expand
their language vocabulary. As they become more aware of the
linguistic characteristics of the input, the speed and accuracy in
understanding and processing aural input will increase. To develop
bottom-up processing, students can be asked to: differentiate

individual sounds, word boundaries, and, stressed syllables, identify

Top-down
listening skills include: listening for the gist, main idea, topic, and

Reseach Design
This research used quantitative research. According to Creswell
(2014), a quantitative research is a method for testing theoretical
objectives by looking at the relationships between variables. These
variables were measured by using instruments that produce data in the
form of numbers, so that they can be analyzed using statistical

procedures.

The design of this research was a quasi-experimental design,
because it was conducted to find the effect of certain independent
variables on the dependent variable under controlled conditions
(Sugiono, 2014).

(2012) defined validity as obtaining data that is appropriate for the
measuring instruments’ intended use. Validity tests, which
determine whether the expressions in the scale make appropriate
measurements for the purpose of the research, come to the fore in
this case. The researcher concluded that this research belonged to
the content validity. To find out the content validity of instrument,
the researcher created a test blueprint.

According to Sabbahi & Dania (2020), test blueprint is the
important tools to conduct assessment based on a reliable plan, it
can also help in planning which student learning outcomes to
include in each of the course assessments to ensure a full coverage
of all student learning outcomes, which ultimately will provide a
well coverage for the whole course learning outcomes. Mark &
Joseph (2019) said that a test blueprint is also known as a test plan,
table of specifications, or test specifications. Creating a test
blueprint involves four steps: first, recognizing important areas of
knowledge and skills; second, explaining what students should
learn or achieve in each area; third, deciding how the test will be
structured; and finally, deciding how much each area of
knowledge and skill will count towards the overall score (Mark &

Joseph 2019).

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2. Reliability

According to Creswell (2012), reliability is the consistency
and stability of the score from an instrument. A test or instrument
with good reliability means that respondents will obtain the same
score on repeated testing, as long as no other factors affect the
score.

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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

A. Conclusion

This research was conducted in purpose to find out the students’

listening skill taught by using Text — to — Speech software in

experimental class, the students’ listening skill taught without using

Text — to — Speech software in control class, and the significant

difference of students’ listening skill taught by using and without Text

— to — Speech software at MA Muhammadiyah Pekanbaru. Reffering

to data analysis and data presentation in chapter IV, finally the

researcher provided the conclusion as follow:

1.

The students’ listening skill taught by using Text — to — Speech
software of the tenth grade students at MA Muhammadiyah
Pekanbaru is categorized into “a very good” level with the mean
score 81.00

The students’ listening skill taught without using Text — to —
Speech software of the tenth grade students at MA
Muhammadiyah Pekanbaru is categorized into “a good” level
with the mean score 69.00

There is a significant difference of using Text — to — Speech
software toward students’ listening skill at MA Muhammadiyah

Pekanbaru.
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Suggestion

Based on the research findings, it was evident that the use of
Text — to — Speech Software into the teaching methodology
significantly improved students' listening skill, particularly at the
tenth grade level at MA Muhammadiyah Pekanbaru.

For teachers, it is recommended to incorporate Text-to-Speech
software regularly into lessons to help teaching listening, while
continuously evaluating its impact on students' progress. In addition,
teachers should adjust their strategies based on this assessment to
ensure continuous refinement and improvement in teaching
methods.

For students, they are encouraged to actively improve their
listening skill both at school and at home, utilising Text-to-Speech
Software as a valuable resource. They should engage with this
technology during lessons and take the initiative to explore
additional resources that complement its use, thus improving their
listening proficiency.

As for other researchers, to learn more about the specific
mechanisms by which Text-to-Speech software improves listening
proficiency, as well as investigate its long-term effects on language
learning, especially in listening skill. In addition, further research
should compare the effectiveness of Text-to-Speech software with

other teaching methodologies or technologies.
