High School IT FIS Pekanbaru 

 

English lessons are one of the mandatory subjects at SMP IT FIS 

Pekanbaru. By using teaching materials that have been specially designed with the 

hope of achieving effective and quality learning. The aim of this research is to 

determine students' perceptions on English material at SMP IT FIS. Researcher 

obtained data was by using questionnaire and interview, with a total of 17 students 

as respondents to the questionnaire and 7 students were chosen for a interview. This 

research approach is a qualitative method and the research design is a case study. 

This research was conducted in January 2024 at SMP IT FIS Pekanbaru. Research 

findings from the questionnaire results show that students have a positive 

perception of English material, a perception that describes all the knowledge and 

responses contained in it in harmony with the perceived object. Apart from that, the 

findings from the interview were, students agree with the creative methods provided 

by the teacher to support English lessons in class. In conclusion, students gave more 

positive perceptions than negative perceptions of English material.

         Pelajaran bahasa Inggris merupakan salah satu mata pelajaran wajib di SMP 

IT FIS Pekanbaru. Dengan menggunakan bahan ajar yang telah didesain khusus 

dengan harapan dapat tercapai nya pembelajaran yang efektif dan berkualitas. 

Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui persepsi siswa terhadap materi 

bahasa inggris di SMP IT FIS. Peneliti memperoleh data dengan menggunakan 

kuesioner dan wawancara, dengan jumlah responden kuesioner sebanyak 17 siswa 

dan 7 siswa dipilih untuk wawancara. Pendekatan penelitian ini adalah metode 

kualitatif dan desain penelitiannya adalah studi kasus. Penelitian ini dilakukan pada 

bulan Januari 2024 di SMP IT FIS Pekanbaru. Temuan penelitian dari hasil angket 

menunjukkan bahwa siswa memiliki persepsi positif terhadap materi bahasa 

Inggris, persepsi yang menggambarkan segala pengetahuan dan tanggapan yang 

ada di dalamnya selaras dengan objek yang dirasakan. Selain itu temuan dari hasil 

wawancara yaitu, siswa setuju dengan metode kreatif yang diberikan guru untuk 

menunjang pelajaran bahasa inggris dikelas.  Kesimpulannya, lebih banyak persepsi 

positif yang diberikan siswa dibanding persepsi negatif terhadap materi bahasa 

inggris.

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CHAPTER 1 

INTRODUCTION 

 

A. Background of the Problem   

           Teaching materials have been observed as a powerful strategy to bring  

about effective teaching and learning. The importance of quality and adequate  

english material in teaching and learning can occur through their effective  

utilization during classroom teaching. Teaching material here include all the tools  

that the teacher can use to make the learning more interesting and memorable. The 

main part of teaching and learning activity is a good material for  students. One of 

the basic things in teaching material is a textbook. Textbook is a  manual of 

instruction in any branch of study. Textbook are produced according  to the demands 

of educational institutions.  

As the main things in english  lessons, textbook is used in every school and 

course. Nowadays, textbook is a  main device to deliver the material to students 

even at their homes. The students  can use textbook to practice their understanding 

about the material from the  teacher.  Teaching materials are considered important 

in teaching and learning in all levels of education because textbooks and other 

resource materials are basic tools.  

Textbook consists of teaching materials. It provides many information and 

knowledge. It is used by the teacher in the learning-teaching process as a main 

source. The teacher introduces new material from the textbook. However, in the fact 

some of students do not like to learn english using textbook. It can be seen that 
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many students are not enthusiastic about studying using textbooks completely, there 

must be variation.  

The following research wants to see students' perceptions of english 

materials. Hartanto (2012) said that perception is an individual's understanding of 

the surrounding environment by means of stimulation through the senses and then 

the individual processes it until it can be realized. In connection with the statement 

above, perception above is the process by which organisms interpret and organize 

sensations to produce meaningful experiences of the world (Lindsay & Norman 

1997).In other words, everyone has a different perception regarding the things they 

have faced.  

Including in physics,students perception vary about english material. FIS 

Pekanbaru Middle School is one of the formal school institutions in Pekanbaru that 

applies Curriculum 13 (K13) as a guideline in the teaching and learning process. As 

a formal school, this school also provides English language lessons to students and 

the minimum completion score for students is 75. Researcher examined class Vlll 

students in the second semester, so the students were learning about daily routine 

activities. And presented in class using English.       

The English teacher at FIS Middle School was interviewed, he stated that 

there were still students who were less enthusiastic about learning English. Teacher 

use several teaching materials to support students in learning such as textbooks, 

pictures, posters, video shows, audio in class. Based on a preliminary study at FIS 

Pekanbaru Middle School, researcher found that students tend to be passive in 
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learning english. Thus, from the explanation above, the researcher concluded the 

following phenomena faced by students are, some of the students had difficulties to 

understand the material and some of the students were not active in learning english.  

Previous researcher that related to english material in the classroom just 

focused on five topics including “investigate about Development of english 

Materials (e.g., Chang, K.-E., Sung, Y.-T., & Hou, H.-T, Okobia, Prosper, Supriyadi 

2006).” “The influence of english material (Taiwo, 2009)”, “Teachers’ Perception 

of english material (e.g. Siti, Mewcha, 2015) in Juliana (2020)”. “Teachers 

Perceptions Towards The Use Of English Textbook In Efl Classrooms (Siti 

Nurhayati Diniyah,2013).” “Perception of teachers on availability of instructional 

materials and physical facilities (Naisujaki S, Lyimo and Kirui J., 2017).” 

Based on some previous researcher mentioned above, they just aim to  find 

out about the development of english material, the influence of english  material, 

and teachers’ perception of english material. Unfortunately, not many  have looked 

at it from the students’ perspective in response to what they think about english 

teaching. So, researcher took the opportunity to look at "Students’ Perception on 

English Material at Junior High School IT FIS Pekanbaru"  
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B. Problem of the Research  

1. Identification of the Problem 

     Based on the background above, researcher found several students 

perception about english material in class. First, some of the students had 

difficulties to understand the material and some of the students were not active in 

learning english. 

2. Limitation of the Problem   

After explaining the Problem identification above,it is necessary to limit 

and focus on this research problem. This research focuses on Students’ Perception 

on English Material, class Vlll which consist of 17 students.  

3. Formulation of the Problem 

Based on the problem limitations above,the researcher formulated the 

research problem as follows:  

a. How is the students’ perception on english material? 

b. To what extent the students’ perceive english material? 

C. Objective and Significance of the Research  

1. Objective of the Research  

a. To find out students’ perception on english material  

b. To find out the extent to which students’ perceive english material 
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2. Significance of the Research 

Theoretically,this research contributes to understanding the teaching and 

learning carried out by english teacher in the classroom. Practically,this research 

makes a contribution to prospective teacher,especially in english subjects,in 

assisting the teaching and learning process.  

D. Definition of the Term 

1. Students Perception  

According to Robbins in Savitra (2017) perception is a process taken by 

each individual to organize and interpret the impressions of the senses that you have 

in order to give meaning to the surrounding environment. Through perception, 

students can assess how far they understand the lesson. Through perception, students 

can assess how far they understand the lesson. In this research, perception is used to 

interpret impressions from the senses to provide meaning to the surrounding environment 

which students use in assessing their English lessons in class.  

2. English Material  

         The development of English language materials is very important to support 

classroom learning. Material developers may write textbooks, bring placing 

advertisements in class, conveying opinions, giving examples use of language, or 

reading poetry aloud (Tomlinson, 1998). In this research, English lessons can take 

the form of conveying opinions and giving examples of the use of language that

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CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

A. Theoritical Framework 

1.The Nature of Perception 

a. Definition of Perception  

  According to Robbins in Savitra (2017) perception is a process taken by 

each individual to organize and interpret the impressions of the senses that you have 

in order to give meaning to the surrounding environment. Koentjaningrat in 

Aprianto (2017) said that perception is the relialization of human brain process and 

it appears as a view about phenomenon. Another definition of perception by Slamet 

in Hariyanto (2015) is a process that involves the entry of massages or information 

into the human brain, through human perception continuously in contact with the 

environment.  

So, perception is the process of individual treatment that is giving 

responses, meanings, images, or interpretations of what  is seen, heard, or felt by 

the senses in the form of attitudes, opinions, and behaviour or referred to as 

individual behavior. According to Samuel (2016) there are many things that can 

influence the formation of perception of a thing. The factors forming the perception 

are devided into two categories, those are as follows: 

1. Internal Factors 

Internal factors forming perception are things in each individual that 

influence them in forming a perception. 
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Every person is created differently, so the perceptions that it forms of a thing will 

also vary according to physical, psychological conditions, to their interests and 

experience during life. 

2. External Factors 

External factors forming perception are thing found in an object and a 

person’s environment that can influence the perception of the object. These 

elements can change a person’s perspective of the environment in which it is and 

influence the perception of the objects contained in it. 

Counter-perception is the process by which people manage and interpret 

their sensory impressions tp give meaning to their environment. Positive and 

negative perceptions can be felt by someone in seeing objects according to their 

point of view. Humans can create relationships with the environment through 

perception. This relationship is done through their five senses. Those are sight, 

hearing, taste, smell, and touch. King (2010. p.283) said that perception is process 

organize and interpret sensory information to be meaningful context. Whereas, 

(Walgito 2010, p.99) states that perception is a process of sensory, through humans 

sense.  

In line with those opinions, Hartanto (2012, p.4) defined perception is 

individual understanding to vicinity environment by the way of stimulus through 

tools of sense and then the individual processes it until it can be realized.Based on 

the definition above, it can be concluded that perception is a process of how a person 

is selecting, organizing and interpreting information inputs and the existing 
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experiences and then interpreting them to create the whole description means. In 

other words, the perception is the way to change our physical energy of the 

environment into a meaningful experience. 

b. The Process of Perception 

Walgito explore the perception through a process as follows: 

1)  An object that causes a target stimulus, then the stimulus captured by the sense 

organs. This process occurs naturally, related to physical aspects.  

2) The stimulus from an object is received by the sensory organs, then distributed 

to the brain via sensory nerves. The process of transferring stimulus to The 

brain is called a psychological process, which functions normally sensory 

organs.  

3) Stimulation of the brain for further processing so that the individual realizes that 

he is objects received by the senses. This process is also called a psychological 

processes. In this case, there is a perception process involved Individuals learn 

and recognize an object based on their sensory instruments stimulation. 

In addition, Sobur (2011) classified three main components in the process 

of perception, they are: 

1) Selection is a process carried out by the sensory organs towards incoming stimuli 

from outside the individual.  
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2) Interpretation is a process of organizing information for someone. The 

interpretation is influenced by several factors, for example, previous 

experience, motivation, personality, and intelligence  

3) Interpretation and Perception are interpreted into a person's actions. Therefore, 

the perception process is selection and interpretation information received by 

the sense organs. 

Walgito showed that there are three indicators of perception: 

1) Absorption, stimuli that come out of a person are absorbed by the five senses and    

enter the brain. In the analysis there, classify and organize by the individual's 

previous experiences.  

2) Understand, indicators of the existence of a perception as a result of 

classification and organization processes. This step in the psychic process.  

3) Assessment or evaluation, after understanding is formed, it occurs individual   

assessment. Therefore, perception is individual. 

Based on indicators from Walgito above, there are three indicators in 

perception). so that researcher used them the indicators to develop the 

researchinstrument because the indicators are more measurable. They are 

absorption and understand and assessment (evaluation). 

2. Students Perception on English Material 

Sidhu’s (2019) in Vattoy book opinion is that student perception is the 

student’s point of view on something that happens in the learning process in class 
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and produces suggestions or arguments to the teacher or classmates to improve 

their language process. The observation process can be challenging and 

interesting experiences for students’ perceptions that can increase their overall 

awareness their own teaching and learning processes. According to the definition 

above, Student perception is the student’s response to what he has done or about 

what they learned. An effective learning plan starts with clearly and precisely 

written objectives. Goals are a description of a learning outcome. Clear and well-

written objectives are the first step in planning daily learning.  

These goals help students learn, help guide the selection of appropriate 

activities, and help provide overall lesson focus and direction. They also give 

teachers a way to evaluate what their students have learned at the end of the 

lesson. For English lessons indicated that effective objectives describe what 

students can do in terms of observable behavior and when to use the foreign 

language. Suwandi and Sukma (2015, p.35) state that "Students perception as a 

kind of evaluation of the teaching material is badly needed in order to see 

whether the material fulfills the needs of the students as well as the teachers".  

The use of teaching materials in the classroom has the potential to help the 

teacher explain new concepts clearly, resulting in better student understanding 

of the concepts being taught. With material from the teacher, the teacher will be 

able to create activities or an atmosphere that allows students to learn so that the 

teaching objectives are expected to be achieved. Therefore, adequate teaching 

materials are needed. Considering the importance of its role in the teaching and 

learning process, provision is provided Teaching materials for teachers are a 
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necessity to achieve educational goals. In conclusion, student perception of 

english materials means a kind of student assessment of the english materials 

used by their teacher in class. 

 3.  The Nature of Teaching Material  

a. Definition of Teaching Material 

Tomlinson (2010) states “Interprets the material as a tool in the learning 

process that makes it easier student learning”. Teaching materials are something 

used by teachers or students to facilitate the learning of a language. In other 

words, they can be anything which teachers deliberately use to increase 

students’ knowledge and/or their experience of the language.  

This means that the learning material is not only a textbook, but it covers 

everything that can be used in teaching and learning process. Materials mean 

everything that is used to support English language teaching. Materials can 

include textbooks, workbooks, tapes, CD-ROMs, videos, photocopied 

handouts, newspapers, single paragraphs written on a blackboard or anything 

that presents or informs about language studied (Tomlinson, 1998.p.xi). 

Mathew (2015) states that the use of teaching materials creates Effective 

teaching because it allows students to participate actively in class instructions. 

All these views show that the use of teaching materials is possible improve 

student performance. 
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b. Classification of Teaching Materials 

There are basically two types of teaching/learning materials, namely; 

textual and non-textual. Textual materials such as printed materials, for example 

textbooks, syllabi modules and manuals, reference books, charts and maps, 

newspapers, journals and encyclopedias, texts in braille, posters, brochures, 

photographs, booklets and brochures. And non-textual material includes 

laboratory equipment, prototypes, braille machines, whiteboards, weather 

stations, and examples of actual materials, ICT resources such as computers, 

internet connectivity, photocopiers, printers and scanner. Teaching materials can 

be the best Classification into three forms: audio, visual and audiovisual aids. 

That the first is Audio, this includes things like Radio, Cassette record players 

gramophone etc. This helps teaching through the sense of hearing.  

That secondly Visual, the category consists of maps, film steps, 

specimens, pictures, charts, Whiteboards, posters etc., and lastly, Audio- 

Visual, this group consists of a combination of audio and visual material. 

Therefore, these objects such as television films and projectors etc. In general, 

teaching materials can be shared into three groups:  

a) Traditional materials,  

b) Audio and visual materials, and  

c) Information communication technology (ICT) based material. 

Traditional ingredients that could be considered classic or ancient are 

usually included boards, textbooks, worksheets, charts, flashcards, teacher-
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made materials, etc. regarding audio and visual materials, which are considered 

new to many people teacher, is a video player, audio material, video camera, 

computer, projection devices, and so on. The third category is for teaching 

materials, broadly speaking The newest thing that is recognized is ICT-based 

materials such as interactive White Boards (IWB), materials that provide 

mobile-assisted language learning (MALL) such as web 2.0, tablet computers, 

internet, podcasts, smartphones, Web 3.0, etc. 

c. Aspects for Developing Instructional Materials 

Teachers, as innovative professionals, have the potential to explore their 

creativity by designing materials for their classes. As an innovative teacher, 

you must develop materials that motivate students. With this, it will create 

different student perceptions of teaching materials. The following are Aspects 

for Developing Instructional Materials according to (Astrid Nunez et al 2015):  

1) Prerequisites  For Material Design  

The material designed by the teacher must be includes the indispensable 

prerequisites for promoting an adequate learning atmosphere. An important 

aspect here is the activation of prior knowledge. This helps students to feel 

confident when dealing with the information to be studied. This activation can 

begin through rich activities before the main topic is confronted. Examples 

such as vocabulary exercises, visual aids, mental mapping strategies, and 

graphs are useful tools for exploring prior knowledge.  
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In addition to the activation of prior knowledge, we must also keep in 

mind the types of interactions our material fosters. In addition to individual 

exercises, there should be opportunities for pair and group work that can 

maximize their opportunities to exchange information.  

2) Material Design and Motivation 

For learning design, teachers must be guided by the applicable curriculum, 

and must also be good at designing materials that are appropriate to current 

developments. In the classroom the teacher must motivate students to be more 

active. Students like innovative and up-to-date material. Challenging methods 

will be very fun for students. Teachers must design in such a way that they can 

take advantage of students’ feelings and backgrounds. 

3) Contextualization of Content  

Vocabulary and grammar exercises for students should be embedded in the 

topic being studied. Students will be interested in new words. For example, it 

can be presented in the form of a fun crossword puzzle. Then, students use them 

to complete sentences while working on word transformations. Finally, they can 

create their own sentences and put them together in a story or use the vocabulary 

learned in the game. There are many options that can be taken so that new forms 

can be acquired and practiced. These include cartoon stories, matching 

exercises, memory games, board games such as taboo, stop and real 

conversation simulations, games, etc.  
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4) Visual Layout 

Lastly, an important aspect of material design has to do with visual layout. 

Although this aspect requires constant practice and introduction to some 

computer programs such as Word and Paint Work, there are basic tips that keep 

students interested and help in the elaboration of interesting material.  

a) Students like clear, concise instructions using simple, everyday language. Also 

include the name or title for each activity planned in the material  

b) Students will enjoy reading general titles that are concise and straightforward  

c) Students like information and images in a visually attractive layout so that 

viewing and reading the material is not tiring  

d) Students like varied activities. Examples are: Memory games, lottery, bingo, 

puzzles, stops and so on.  

e) Students like lots of colors that attract attention. 

d. Types of Perception 

             Irwanto (2020) stated that “if viewed from the perspective of individuals after 

perceiving interactions with existing objects perception then the results of that 

perception can be divided into two”.  

1. Positive perception is a perception that describes everything knowledge and responses 

that are in harmony with the object perceived.  

2. Negative perception is a perception that describes everything knowledge and 

responses that are not in harmony with the object he noticed 
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B. Relevant Research 

Because students’ perceptions on teaching material are very high because 

there are differences of opinion between students. The focus on generating this 

additional inspiration is how to create a motivating classroom environment. The 

characteristics of learning contexts can be studied from a number of different 

points of view. In educational psychology, a series of studies have focused on a 

multidimensional concept that describes the psychological climate of the 

learning context, called the classroom environment (cf. Fraser and Walberg 

1991). Educational researcher have also focused on aspects of classroom 

management as antecedents of overall classroom climate. By adopting different 

perspectives to describe classroom realities, social psychologists have viewed 

the dynamics of groups of learners in the dynamic disciplinary context of group 

dynamics (e.g., Schmuck 2001). The following are some of the experts’ findings 

regarding students’ perceptions of English teaching materials:  

First,research by Naisujaki Sephania Lyimo Jackson and Kirui Joseph King 

etich, 2017 entitled “Perception of teachers on availability of instructional 

materials and physical facilities in secondary schools of Arusha District, 

Tanzania”. This study investigated on teachers perception on availability of 

instructional materials and physical facilities in secondary schools of Arusha 

district, Tanzania. It utilized descriptive case study design and data was 

collected through questionnaire, interview Schedules and documents.  
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The study concludes that there is inadequate number of textbooks, 

reference books, maps and globes in schools under investigat ion due to increase 

of students in Community Schools. Further, schools have inadequate physical 

facilities such as classrooms, desks, chairs and the available classrooms are 

poorly constructed with Inadequate spacing. Researchers recommend that 

Curriculum developers at Tanzania Institute of educat ion together with policy 

makers should come up with a policy guideline that will enhance provision of 

instructional materials and phy sical facilities. 

Second, (Norman A Peart, Frances A Campbell 1999) researcher entitled 

Perceptions of Students at Risk on Teacher Effectiveness. Examines the 

reflections of African American youth regarding the characteristics that lead 

certain educators to be identified as effective teachers by 47 former students 

(with a wide range of educational attainments). Influential teachers have good 

interpersonal skills, the ability to communicate subject matter well, the ability 

to motivate students, and high expectations for students. 

Third, research entitled Students’ perceptions of teachers’ feedback 

practice in teaching English as a foreign language was conducted by Kim-

Daniel Vattøy, Kari Smith in 2019. This researcher focuses on the relationship 

between students’ perceptions of teachers’ feedback practices and students’ 

perceptions of goal orientation. External, self-regulation, self-efficacy, and 

teaching English as a foreign language (EFL). Data were collected from a 

student survey (n = 1137) administered to students in junior high schools in 

Norway. Multiple regression and path analysis were performed. The results 
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showed that students who were aware of the learning objectives found teacher 

feedback to be more useful. Path analysis showed that students’ perceived self-

efficacy and EFL teaching positively predicted their perceptions of teacher 

feedback practices when mediated by perceived external goal orientation and 

self-regulation.  

Fourth,Another research done by Siti Nurhayati Diniah, 2013 entitled 

“Teachers Perceptions Towards The Use Of English Textbook In Efl 

Classrooms (A Descriptive Study of EFL Teachers at One Islamic Senior High 

School in  Cirebon)”. This paper addresses the study of investigating the 

teachers Perceptions towards the use of textbook, their strategies and difficulties 

in using the textbook in the classroom. The participants of the study were two 

English teachers at an Islamic senior high school in Cirebon. This was 

Descriptive study using qualitative method as the approach. This study 

employed three techniques in collecting data: questionnaire, observation and 

interview. The findings revealed that the teachers perceived positively towards 

the textbook. The teachers considered that the Textbook suited the students 

need, teachers need, syllabus and Examination.  

Last, Sudirman, entitled “Developing Teaching Material of Writing 

Scientific Paper Using Constructivism Approach”. The aim of this study was to 

develop teaching material with constructivism approach to improve student 

Skill in writing scientific paper. This study also aim to test effectiveness of 

product in learning process of writing scientific paper in classroom. R2D2 

development model was used in this research to achieve these research 
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objective. Design and development focus were done by designing teaching 

material and development process. Results of development research was 

teaching material of writing scientific paper with constuctivism approach. 

Teaching material development product has specific characteristic that different 

with conventional teaching material.  

Uniqueness was reflected in using of constructivism approach in learning 

with four activities, namely, orientation, exploration of Concept, 

interpretation/concept inquiry,and concept application. Result of effectiveness 

test of product showed that learning process with teaching material of 

development product improve learning outcomes in writing scientific paper. 

The increase can be seen from difference significant between pretest score and 

posttest score on learning scientific paper with constructivism approach. The 

conclusion from previous researcher mentioned above, they just aim to find out 

about the development of teaching material, the influence of teaching material, 

and teachers perception of teaching material. So, the researcher took the 

opportunity to look at it from the students perspective in response to what they 

think about their teachers use teaching material.

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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

A. Research Design 

      The design of this research is qualitative research. Creswell (2018) 

said “Qualitative research is concerned in describing that the researcher is 

interested in processing and understanding the meaning increased through 

words or pictures. This study is a qualitative research”. Bogdan and Biklen 

(1992,p.28) cited on (Gerungan et al., 2022), pointed another relation opinion: 

Qualitative researcher is descriptive. The data collected are in the form of words 

of or a picture rather than number. The written results of the researcher contain 

quotation from the data to illustrate and substantinate the presentation. 

Creswell (2018) stated then qualitative researcher is best used when the 

researcher does not know the exact variables to explore. The literature review 

does not play an essential role, but they help yield information about the 

phenomenon. What matters the most in qualitative researcher was the view of 

the participants about the study. Case study “as an empirical inquiry that 

investigates a contemporary phenomenon within its real-life context; when the 

boundaries between phenomenon and context are not evident; and in which 

multiple sources of evidence are used”. Also, Case study design relies on 

multiple data sources for evidence because the perimeters between a 

phenomenon and its context are not often clear (Yin 2018, p.15). 
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This researcher used an intrinsic case study, which in this study only 

focuses on a problem that interests researcher, and researcher try to explore it. 

It involves studying a particular case for its own sake, without intending to 

generalize the findings to a larger population or theory. Intrinsic case studies 

are often conducted when the case itself holds intrinsic value or is of particular 

interest to the researcher (Stake, 1995).  

B. Time and Location of the Research  

This research was conducted in January 2024 at Junior High School IT FIS 

Pekanbaru. 

C. Subject and Object of the Research 

1. Subject of the Research 

The subjects of this research are class VIII students of Junior High school 

IT FIS Pekanbaru. 

2. Object of the Research 

Students’ perceptions of the english materials used are the object of this 

research. 

D. Research Informants 

Informants is a person who gives the information about the situation and 

background condition of the research. Informants taken in class VIII students of 

SMP IT FIS Pekanbaru 2023/2024. In this school, class VIII only has one room 

with 17 students, the researcher took all of them for the questionnaire. 
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Meanwhile, for interview, researcher used purposive sampling. Purposive 

sampling as a population sample selection technique because the researcher set 

certain criteria in selecting participants. Purposive sampling is a sampling 

technique that is based on consideration of certain objectives and criteria or 

characteristics that have been previously determined. Bryman (2012) as cited in 

Ateloye (2016) states that purposive sampling techniques are used to select 

people, organizations, documents, departments, etc. with direct reference to the 

researcher questions asked. Additionally, in purposeful sampling, researcher 

intentionally select individuals and locations to study or understand a central 

phenomenon (Creswell, 2018).  

E. Technique of Collecting Data 

 1 . Questionnaire  

In this research,the researcher used a questionnaire to collect data about 

student perception on teaching english material. According to Zoltan Dorn 

Yei (2002), a questionnaire is a data collection method in which respondents 

are asked a series of questions. The aim of a questionnaire is to gain insight 

into a particular person’s set of experiences, beliefs, perceptions and feelings. 

A questionnaire is a data collection method in which respondents are given 

written questions by researchers and asked for answers. There are three 

different types of questionnaires (Creswell, 2018). 

a. A closed-ended inquiry is one in which the participant is given a list of preset 

response possibilities to select from by the researcher. 
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b. Open-ended questions allow participants to provide their own answers by not 

providing a list of possible answers.  

c. Questions that are semi-closed-ended combine the advantages of open-ended and 

closed-ended formats. The methodology is posing a closed-ended query and then 

seeking more information in an open-ended manner.  

According to the aforementioned categories of questions, a closed-ended 

question is one in which the participant is given a list of prepared response 

possibilities to select from when the researcher poses a question. Researcher used 

closed-ended inquiry.

F. Technique of Data Analysis

Data reduction aims to obtain clear 

data and will make it easier for researcher to analyze the data.  

2.Data Display  

Displaying data is displaying data in narrative form. It is designed to 

be semantic and easy to understand. This is because in this researcher the 

data presentation is descriptive. 

3.Conclusion or Verification  

Getting conclusions is the last step of qualitative researcher, the writer 

has a conclusion after getting agreement with the researcher subject. 

Therefore, in this study after transcribing the data into written transcripts, 

the researcher identifies, selects, and classifies them based on the needs of 

analysis related to the researcher topic. 
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  In this research, researcher used triangulation. According to Noble 

and Heale (in Bans 2021) triangulation refers to a process that helps 

increase the credibility and validity of researcher. The process of verifying 

information from multiple sources (such as a principal and a students), data 

kinds (such as observational fieldnotes and interview) or data collection 

technique (such as documents and interview) in qualitative research 

descriptions.In this research, the researcher used source (data) triangulation 

and method triangulation to test the validity of the data relating to the 

researcher problem being investigated by the researcher. 
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTION 

A. Conclusion  

For the first research question regarding students' perception on english 

material, and for the second research question regarding students' perceive 

English material.  

1. The findings show that students have a positive perception of English material, 

a perception that describes everything knowledge and responses that are in 

harmony with the object perceived 

2. The findings show, students need creative methods, students agree with the 

games held by the teacher, students are still afraid to appear in front of the class 

using English because of the lack of vocabulary. 

B. Suggestion  

1. Teacher must be role models for their students. Because it can be a motivation     

for them to study. Teacher must also be able to create a comfortable 

atmosphere in the learning process, so that students have an interest in 

learning. Apart from that, what is no less important is teaching using varied 

methods and covering current topics.  

2. Students should have a large positive perception of the teaching material in 

class so that they can feel that English is something fun. Then, students 

should pay more attention to the lessons explained by the teacher.
