— The objectives of this research were to find out the average score of
stadents’ writing ability in descriptive text before and after being taught by using
Gatlery Walk Technique and to examine whether there is significant difference of
Gallery Walk Technique on students’ writing ability in descriptive text. This
regearch was a pre-experimental design in the form of one group pre-test and post-
test design on quantitative approach. The population of the research was the
stadlents of the tenth grade at SMAN 1 Tualang. By having the cluster sampling, it
hasgbeen selected 33 students from X 1 out of 383 students on population. To
callect the data, the researcher used writing test to find out the students’ writing
ab#ity in descriptive text. The data were analyzed by non-parametric test since the
assumption of normally distributed data was not markedly violated. However, the
data were interpreted by using Wilcoxon on the SPSS version 25.0 program. The
result of the data analyzed showed that the mean score of the students after being
taught by using Gallery Walk Technique (84.28) was higher than before being
taught by using Gallery Walk Technique (60.14). In conclusion, the use Gallery
Walk Technique shows a significant effect on the students’ writing ability in
descriptive text at SMAN 1 Tualang.

Hasil analisis data menunjukkan bahwa nilai rata-rata
siswa setelah diajar dengan menggunakan teknik Gallery Walk (84.28) lebih
tinggi dibandingkan dengan nilai rata-rata siswa sebelum diajar dengan
menggunakan teknik Gallery Walk (60.14). Kesimpulannya, penggunaan Gallery
Walk Technique menunjukkan pengaruh yang signifikan terhadap kemampuan
menulis siswa dalam teks deskriptif di SMAN 1 Tualang.

Gallery Walk Technique is a student-centered learning technique
that encourages students’ active participation in synthesizing important
science concepts, writing, and public speaking (Francek, 2006). In this
study, students were invited to get up from their chairs and physically
move around the classroom. This technique can be very engaging for
kinesthetics.

REVIEW OF THE LITERATURE

heoritical Framework

Writing Ability

As stated by Langan (2011), it is imperative to emphasize that
writing is a skill that can be cultivated and enhanced, rather than an innate
talent. Heargued that acquiring the skill of writing is akin to learning how to
drive, type,cook, and master various other practical abilities. Furthermore,
Raimes (1983), written communication is asserted as a necessary means
for human interaction and effective communication. In summary, they
acquire the skill of written communication, enabling them to convey their
thoughts and ideas to others in the absence of face-to-face interaction,
auditory cues, and visual gestures. This ability to communicate
complicated ideas in writing is a vital advantage in a variety of
professional and academic contexts, enabling effective information
exchange and communication

In the opinion of Brown (1993), the ability to write effectively is
considered a vital skill for securing employment in a diverse range of
fields. Furthermore, in a highly literate globalized society, writing serves
as a critical skill for conveying information in written form, securing
employment, and participating in literate societies. Also, written
communication ability not only improves knowledge distribution but also

allows individuals to participate effectively in numerous aspects of
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professional, academic, and social life, eventually contributing to personal
and societal development.

a. The Purpose of Writing
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In line with Grenville (2001), three goals to be achieved in
writing. They are:

First, to inform, offers readers with information, facts or
comprehension about an issue or topic. Second, to persuade, convince
the reader opinions or ideas of something. Third, to entertain, creates
emotional connection in the text and makes readers feel connected to
what they are read. In addition, Juzwiak (2009) in (Lestari, 2017) first,
to educate, to increase insight or skills. Second, to inspire, to have a
positive effect and motivate others.

Genres of Writing

Brown (2003), distinguishes three types genres of writing, they
are: Firstly, Academic Writing refers to the examples of papers and
general subject reports, essays, compositions academically, focused
journals, short-answer test responses, technical reports, theses,
dissertations, and so on.

Secondly, job-related writing that the examples of it are
letters/emails, reports, messages, memos, schedules, signs, labels,
advertisements, announcements manuals and so on. Thirdly, personal
writing, the examples are letters, emails, greeting cards, messages,
notes, calender entries, shopping lists, reminders, forms, financial
documents, diaries, immigration documents, report, personal journal,

fiction and so on.
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c. Component of Writing
To cultivate this skill, students must dedicate considerable time
and effort to study and practice diligently. In accordance with Hughes

(1983), there are five components needed in creating effective writing,

such us content organization, vocabulary, language use, and

mechanics. They are:

1. Content: refers to the capacity to think innovatively and articulate
ideas while eliminating any extraneous or unrelated information.

2. Organization: this entails smooth and coherent expression, with
ideas presented clearly, structured effectively, logically ordered,
and holding together cohesively.

3. Vocabulary: the writer should have a command of using the right
words, making appropriate word choices, and employing idiomatic
expressions.

4. Language use: when writing, it's crucial for the writer to have a
good understanding of grammar because it's essential. Grammar or
language rules describe how people speak and write. Language use
or grammar is vital because without them, a writer won't be able to
write effectively.

5. Mechanics: additionally, the writer needs to have a good grasp of
mechanical aspects.

d. The Writing Process
Mentioned by Oshlma and Hogue (2007), the writing process is

divided into four steps. Create ideas in the first step, then organize
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them in the second. Write an initial draft in the third step. Finally,

polish your initial draft by modifying it and revising it. In fact, writing

is not an activity that can be completed in one simple step. As one of

the productive skills, writing necessitates a structured process. This

process requires the writer to compose their work in a series of

sequential stages. In addition, Harmer (2004) said that there are four

elements of the writing process. They are:

1. Planning

There are three important things to consider before starting

to write or type. First, determine the purpose of the writing, suchas
the type of text to be written, how the language is used, and the
information selected. Second, consider the intended target
audience. By understanding the audience, the writer can adjust the
writing style, word choice, and level of formality used in the
writing. Third, the structure of the writing content is also very
important. When writing, writers need to think about the best way
to organize the facts, ideas, or arguments they want to include in
their writing. By organizing the writing, the writer can help the
reader follow the train of thought better, avoid confusion, and
produce structured and effective writing.

2. Drafting

An early version of a piece of writing is called a draft. The

writer creates several drafts, organizes them, and goes through an

editing process. The goal is to produce a final version that isready
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to be published or used.
Editing

In this stage, there are various activities carried out. The
writers go through a process of rereading the writing they have
created. The purpose of this rereading is to evaluate the quality of
their writing, identifying the parts that work and the parts that don't
work. In addition, they also check the clarity and irregularity of the
information contained in the writing. After that, the writer can
make improvements, remove ambiguities, and ensure that the
writing becomes clearer, more consistent, and less confusing for
the reader. At this stage, the writer is often assisted by other readers
or editors who provide suggestions or comments.
Final Version

The final version of a piece of writing will change
compared to the initial plan and first draft. This is because there are
many changes that occur during the editing process. The editing
process involves revising, deleting, or adding content, improving
writing structure and style, and clarifying ambiguous information.
The final result of the editing process will differ from the initial
plan and the initial draft because of the changes and improvements
made to produce a better final version. Once completed, the writer

is ready to send the written text to theintended reader.
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Descriptive Text

At Senior High School, one type of text is taught, and one of them
is descriptive text . A generic text that can be incorporated into another
text is called a descriptive text. According to Ushchapovska (2020) in
Purnamasari (2021), animals, people, objects, locations, and other details
are all described in descriptive texts. In line with Indah (2022), the term
“describe” itself, indicating that to present the qualities of an object,
person, place, and experience that the learner is experiencing, is the root of
descriptive texts.

Subsequently, Kane (2000), states that description is a sensory
experience that describes how something appears, sounds, and feels. Also,
Wardiman (2008) in Zetira (2014) defined a descriptive text is one that
explains the characteristics of someone, something, or a place. In addition,
Boardman and Frydenberg (2002) define descriptive writing as text that
describes the appearance of something.

To sum up, descriptive texts are very helpful in helping readers
imagine or understand things that they might not be able to experience
firsthand. They depict a broad variety of topics, such as people, things,
places, or natural occurrences. In addition to physical characteristics like
size, color, texture, and shape. Giving readers a thorough and in-depth
picture of the thing being described is the aim of descriptive texts.

a. Generic Structure of Descriptive Text

According to Butt et. al. (2000), Derewianka, (1990) Gerot &
Wignel (1994), Knapp & Watkins (2005) in Noprianto (2017),

descriptivetext can be organized into two generic structures, they are:
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Firstly, identification namely, presenting and identifying a

particular participant, such as a person, object, location, animal, or

event. Secondly, description namely, describe the participant based on

their characteristics,attributes, personality, and habits.

Linguistic Features of Descriptive Text

Based on its linguistic features, Derewianka (1990) Emilia and

Christie (2013), Gerot and Wignell (1994), Knapp and Watkins (2005)

inNoprianto (2017), highlighted that several linguistic feature are used

in descriptive text, as follows:

1.

Focus on precise participants as the primary figures.

Using the present tense.

Using linking verbs or relational processes frequently (is, are, has,
have, belongs to) to classify and describe the appearance, qualities,
and parts or functions of the participant.

Using action verbs, material processes, and behavioral processes in
giving additional description regarding action and behavior done
bythe participants in text.

Using mental (intellectual) verbs or mental processes when
describing feelings.

Using adjectives and adverbs to add information to nouns
(participants) and verbs (actions) to provide a more detailed
description of the topic.

Using adverbial phrases to give additional information about
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manner, place, or time is sometimes realized in embedded clauses,
which function as circumstances.
Example of Descriptive Text
Cristiano Ronaldo

Cristiano Ronaldo has very strong determination. He used to
train very hard since his childhood. He knew that a footballer requires
good stamina because a football match requires a player to run at least
10 kilometers in a single match. Sometimes, he even trained himself
continuously from morning until evening. He also challenged himself
by playing along with older players.

He becomes so skillful and conident that his opponents cannot
figure out how to stop Ronaldo from making a goal. Normal football
players willuse their single leg of their dominant side body, i.e. players
of righthanded or lefthanded use their respective legs to score goals but
Ronaldo can easily use both of his legs eiciently to make goals. In
addition to that, he can usehis head to score goals as well.

He is also one of the fastest football players in football history.
Ronaldo can run very fast, he can run with a speed of 33.6 kilometers
per hour. That is why he is also known as a rocket man. This helps
Ronaldo to do his famous freekick. Ronaldo's freekick speed is
approximately 130 kilometers per hour.

While jumping, Ronaldo's G-force is five times higher than that
of acheetah. He can jump up to 78 cm in the air; this jumping height is

much more compared to any basketball player. All of these have
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helped him achieve his success. In his young age, he has won many
trophies and broken records including winning the prestigious FIFA
Ballon d’Or awardfive times and created a world record by scoring the
most goals ininternational football in September 2021. Currently his net
worth is around $500 million and this makes him one of the richest
athletes.

Gallery Walk Technique

According to Harton (2019) as cited in Cruz and Lopez (2022)
stated that, a discussion technique called Gallery Walk enables students to
collaborate in small groups and actively participate as they move around
the classroom. Also, Hosseinali (2011) in Cruz and Lopez (2022),
described Gallery Walk as an approach that emphasizes cooperative
learning through the use of teacher-created questions, challenges, and
activities.

In conclusion, a technique called Gallery Walk encourages small
group collaboration and active student participation as they travel around
the classroom. To encourage discussion and cooperative learning, the
teacher assigns homework and poses questions. This method, which
incorporates movement, peer interaction, and instructor leadership,
improves engagement among students, teamwork, and the study of other

perspectives.
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. The Procedure of Using Gallery Walk Technique

According to Believes (2012) in Adiany and Tambusai (2021), here
are the steps in doing Galley Walk Technique:

1. Teacher provides stimuli for students to respond to.
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Stimuli are provided to foster student motivation and influence
their responses in the learning language process. According to Silawati
(2012) in Cahyani and Zulkarnaen (2023) the importance of this
stimulus in language learninginvolves motivating children to employ
language for communication, allowing them to convey their thoughts
and emotions.

Teacher displays posters or pictures of different areas in the room.

According to Wright (2005) in Ekarista (2018) in the realm of
academic writing, pictures serve five distinct functions. First, pictures
can motivate students, capturing their attention and encouraging active
participation. Second, in the context of language use, pictures
contribute to the situation or circumstances in which the language is
being used. Third, pictures can objectively convey information or
respond subjectively. Fourth, pictures can indicate responses to
questions or serve as signals or signs through controlled practice.
Lastly, pictures can stimulate and provide information when used in
storytelling.

Divide students into small groups.
Based on Blumenfeld et al (1996), Brown (1995), Vye et al

(1997) in Hmelo-Silver (2004) small-group discussions anddebates in
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Problem-Based Learning sessions not only improve problem-solving
skills and higher-order thinking but also fostercollaborative knowledge
construction. Moreover, learning in small group can help one another
to understand , and encourageeach other to work hard.

Provide students with cues or questions to be answered at each station.

Raymond (1980) in Hariyanto (2018) said that questioning can
serve as a way of exploring material before determining howto shape it.
Nevertheless, students can generate ideas and detailsby asking question
about the subject.

Each group is given time to discuss and answer the questions given on
the sticky notes.

The group moves to another station but continues to follow the
same procedure within the pre-set time. Each group must reviewevery
station.

After finishing the gallery walk, the teacher discusses with the entire
class of students to know their understanding.

Bowman (2005) in Batubara (2017) argued the general instructions

for teaching using the Gallery Walk can be summarized as follows:

1. The teacher sticks several large sheets of paper on the classroom wall.

Arrange the chart pages with enough distance so that learners can move

from one chart to another.

2. In each chart, add questions, statements, or issues that are relevant to

the topic.
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3. Students walk around the room, and writing down theirresponses on the
charts.

4. Specify the direction to move or allow them to move freely. The activity
can be done individually orin groups.

5. After the students write on each chart and record their observations,
they then discuss the findings within their groups.

6. They discuss the activity with the whole group.

Another step for doing gallery walk came from Francek (2006), he

said that there are several steps in using gallery walk. They are:

1. Create and post question.

The teacher prepares questions related to subject. The number
of questions depends on the class size. The questions are written on
large sheets of chart paper, flip charts, whiteboards, or even loose-leaf
paper placed on walls or desks throughout the classroom

2. Hand out groups, assign roles, stress team building.

After providing an overview of the fundamental steps for
conducting a Gallery Walk, organize students into five teams. Each
team receives a marker or pen of a distinct color. Subsequently, each
team chooses a recorder tasked with documenting group comments.
The recorder role should rotate at each station.

3. Set up stations and give comments.

Guide teams to various discussion stations. To maintain clarity

and prevent excessive chart clutter and comments, advise the recorder

to use a concise bulleted format, starting from the top of the sheet.
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Do rotation.

After three to five minutes, say "Rotate!”. The group moves
clockwise from the starting station to the next one. At this station, the
team includes new comments and addresses notes from the previous
group. The instructor as facilitator, moving around the classroom to
answer questions and assess students' understanding. Additionally, the
instructor notes any misunderstandings or mistakes for later discussion
during the groups' final presentation.

Begin oral presentation.

After going to each station, students go back to their starting
point. They spend 5-10 minutes putting together all the comments on
the sheet there. The chosen reporter then talks about and writes down
the main points on the blackboard or projector. The speaker shouldn't
be more than five minutes. While talking, the teacher emphasizes
important ideas and fixes any mistakes or misunderstandings.

Based on the steps that explained by the experts above, the writer

in this research will integrate and modify several steps recommended by

various experts in using gallery walk technique inteaching writing:

1.

Teacher provides stimuli for students to respond to.

Teacher displays posters or pictures of different areas in theroom.
Provide students with cues or questions to be answered at each station.
The teacher assigns students to small groups

In a learning technique, there must be advantages and

disadvantages. According to Sari in Safitri and Maisaroh (2022), There are
some advantages and disadvantages to the gallery walk technique, as
follows:

1) Advantages

First, students are used to fostering a cooperative learning
environment when they solve learning challenges. Second, there is
collaboration to improve mutual comprehension of learning goals.
Third, encourage students to value the educational achievements of
their peers. Fourth, engage students both mentally and physically
throughout the learning process. Fifth, teach children how to offer and
accept criticism. Last, students can build confidence in their own
thinking abilities, locate information from a variety of sources, and
pick up knowledge from other students without being dependent on the
teacher.

Disadvantages

First, some students could be more dependent on their friends
and less active, the teacher must maintain control to ensure that
everyone is involved in the group. Second, some students would rather
work alone than in groups when they become passive. However, the
teacher must also discuss the advantages of group work in the future,

including the workplace. Third, students get envious when they receive

Nevertheless, students can
generate ideas and details by asking question about the
subject.

Learning in small group can help one another to
understand , and encourage each other to work hard. Based
on Blumenfeld et al (1996), Brown (1995), Vye et al
(1997) in Hmelo- Silver (2004) small-group discussions
and debates in Problem-Based Learning sessions not only
improve problem-solving skills and higher-order thinking
but also foster collaborative knowledge construction.

Through discussion, students can enhance their learning.
Mentioned by Rabow et al. (1994, p.1) said that when
students engage in learning through discussion groups,
they are compelled to actively participate in acquiring
