. Speaking Ability

a. Definition of Speaking Ability

Speaking ability is defined as the ability to express English in
conversation fluently and efficiently, as well as to use the correct
language structure and vocabulary, as well as the correct pronunciation
and application (Torky, 2006). In this research, speaking ability means
that the ability of students to communicate effectively and confidently in
spoken English, which involves several aspects, including fluency,
vocabulary usage, grammatical structures, pronunciation, and
comprehension.

And individual’s ability to convey thoughts or information orally,
clearly, accurately, and effectively (Brown, 2004). This competence
includes things like vocabulary use, fluency, pronunciation, good
structure, and ability to have meaningfull discussions or deliver
presentation. To successfully communicate and interact in both personal
and profesional contexts, one need to have effective speaking abilities.

Speaking is active process of negotiating meaning and using social
knowledge of the situation, the topic and the other speaker, and the way
of making conversation (Burns and Joyce, 1999). Brown 1994 defined

that speaking is an interactive process of constructing meaning that

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involves producing, receiving and processing information. This is
dependent on the context which is participant themselves, their
experience, physical environment and the purpose of speaking Brown
(2001). Speaking is a productive ability that can be directly and
empirically observe, those observations are invariably colored by the
accuracy and fluency (Brown, 2000). Speaking is the activity for
expressing and feeling orally. Speaking the capability in pronouncing
sound or word to express or convey though, feeling, idea, opinion and

wish (Tarigan, 1990).

. Element of Speaking Ability

Speaking is a complex skill that has several components that
teachers need to pay more attention and to concern in teaching speaking
skill. Harmer said if learners need to talk English fluently, they have to
properly pronounce phonemes, use spare stress and intonation, and speak
in connected speech (Harmer 2007). It means each student has to strive
for some speaking aspects that need to be achieved, like pronunciation,
grammar, vocabulary, fluency, and comprehension. Those components
are:

1) Pronunciation
According to Hammer, if students want to be able to speak
fluently in English, they must be able to correctly pronounce
phonemes, use appropriate stress and intonation patterns, and speak

in connected speech. The speaker must be able to articulate the
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words as well as produce the physical sound that conveys meaning
(Harmer, 2007). Teaching pronunciation involves making students
aware of various sounds and sound features, but it also requires
students to significantly improve their speaking skills. Concentrating
on sounds and showing where they are made in the mouth, as well as
making learners aware of where words should be stressed, provide
them with more information about spoken English and aid in their
goal of improving comprehension and intelligibility.

However, teachers know that the key to learning and teaching
pronunciation to the students is to differentiate the features of the
sound and focus on helping the learners understand and overcome
the difficulties of pronouncing each of the words accurately and
systematically. Furthermore, articulation, rhythm, intonation,
phrasing, and gesture are all aspects of pronunciation. Because
speaking includes listening, correct pronunciation is required to
convey meaning and avoid misinterpretation of communicative

activities.

2) Grammar

To be able to speak a foreign language, you must first
understand grammar, which is a linguistic system for creating new
sentences. When teaching speaking, it is preferable to teach
grammar by context, for communication setting purposes, to avoid

confusion, as some learners find it difficult to understand specific
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grammar rules. However, some do not mind their grammar in their
communication as long as the intended idea can be conveyed.

However, grammar knowledge is vital for learning processes.

3) Vocabulary

Vocabulary is a fundamental component of language. It is s
ingle words, set phases, variable phrases, phrasal verbs, and idioms
comprise the vocabulary. Learners must deal with the meaning of
words and how to properly put words in sentences for learning the

target language. They must also be aware of the context.

4) Fluency

Fluency is the ability to speak freely without pausing or
hesitating. Meanwhile, speaking fluency can be defined as the
ability to keep going when speaking spontaneously. Fluency,
according to Brown, is the ability to speak spontaneously and flow
well without having to stop and pause frequently to channel the
speech on a more purposeful course. People know fluency is the fast
well on speaking, but it also focuses on correcting the placement of
doing stop and pause. Brown stated that fluency is the ability to
communicate plainly, run smoothly, and maintain contact while
having insufficient communicative skills to comprehend. When
speaking fluently, students should be able to convey their message
using whatever resources and abilities they have available,

regardless of grammatical and other limitations. The ability to speak
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fluently is not enough because the speaker need to consider the
accuracy as well. Furthermore, fluency and accuracy is the goal in
communication language teaching. Accuracy focuses on
articulation, phonology, and syntax right for understudies, while
fluency is the fundamental objective in language education.
5) Comprehension
Comprehension is defined as the ability to understand
something to a reasonable level of comprehension or knowledge of
what a situation is really like. Because the goal of speaking is to
deliver a message or information, comprehension is an important
factor to consider. The speaker must produce clear and acceptable
speech for the interlocutor or people who are intended to receive the
messages. According to the description above, these five elements,
such as pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary, fluency, and
comprehension, are required for measuring spoken production.
c. Purposes of Speaking Ability
Speaking serves several purposes, each involving a different set of
skills. Regarding our role in social interactions, Richard adds that when
we speak, it is actually used for a variety of purposes (Richards &
Renandya 2002). The purpose of speaking is to regularly inform the
listener so that they can gain information or knowledge from the speaker.
Then, if the purpose of speaking is to persuade, it means that the speaker

uses speaking to get the audience's attention so that they will think or do
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what the speaker says. Leraners who speak a lot, even participation, high

motivation, and language at an acceptable level are characteristics of

successful speakers: (Ur, 1995).

The students are
worried to make mistakes such as pronunciation and English
grammatical, the teacher gives correctness in front of his or her
friends, thus, they get down or losing face about the feedback, and

sometimes the students are shy to explore their English.

2) Nothing to say

Students often complain that they cannot think of anything to

say, in other words they cannot express themselves. They have less

motivation to speak or express themselves. It is because they do not

Students cannot participate well because they only get very
little time to talk. It is caused in particular group discussion, there is
the tendency of some students to dominate, while others speak very
little or not at all. In foreign language classroom context, the
differentiation of background knowledge and input among students
of the topic is significant.
Mother tongue use

In foreign language learner setting, it is quite difficult to
create speaking in target language as a habit. In addition, some
students in the class sometimes reluctant speaking English in the
class because lack of encouragement (Nation & Newton 2009). The
less disciplined and motivated to keep in touch with the target
language makes the students feel easy to use native language to
comprehend the content, and the teacher do not give any rules to the
students. When the students share the same mother tongue, they may
tend to use it because it is easier and does not make them feel

unnatural to speak to one another.

a. The Definition of Small Group Discussion

Technique to practice the language they have learned, all
English learners must have a lot of practice using their English freely
in the classroom. Learning English activities such as group
discussions and answering questions in class allow students to
practice speaking English fluently. However, only confident students
are sometimes invited to participate. Many more students feel more
confident in their communication skills when they work in pairs or in
a small group discussion during the lesson. The goal of using small
group discussions is to promote learners' fluency in English without
immediate assistance from the teacher, so both the teacher and the
learners must be well prepared.

A small-group discussion, which divides the large classroom
into small groups of students to achieve specific goals, allows
students to take more responsibility for their own learning, develop
social and leadership skills, and participate in an alternative
instructional approach (Argawati, 2014).

We can conclude from the explanation above that small
group discussion is a method in which two or more people in a small
group exchange thoughts orally in order to achieve a result in team
work, and they can assume more responsibility for their own

learning, develop social and leadership skills, and become involved
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in an alternative instructional approach. As a result, this method is

better suited to the learning process.

d. Procedure of Small Group Discusiion

According to Aswan (2016), he steps or procedure of the

learning strategy Small Group Discussion are as follows:

1.

Teachers divide the class into small groups (maximum 5
students) by appointing the chairman and the secretary.

Teacher provides a case study or lesson material (prepared by
the teacher) in accordance with the Standards of Competence
(SK) & Basic Competency (KD).
