Reading is one of the skills that students must learn in teaching and learning 

activities to obtain information and knowledge. Guessing vocabulary is a common 

strategy that students often use when faced with words they do not know. This 

study aims to determine whether there is a significant influence and difference on 

students' reading comprehension by guessing vocabulary in grade 8 of SMP IT 

Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. This study uses a quantitative method with a quasi-

experimental design. This research was conducted in May 2024 - June 2024 at 

SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. The population in this study was the entire 8th 

grade with a sample size of 51 students and using census sampling. In data 

collection, the researcher used a test instrument, namely a pre-test and post-test 

consisting of multiple choice questions. In analyzing the data, the researcher used 

the independent sample t-test formula using SPSS version 25. The results of the 

data analysis showed that Ha was accepted because sig. (2-tailed) is 0.000 <0.05. 

It can be concluded that there is a significant influence and difference on students' 

reading comprehension of English texts by guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-

Fityah Pekanbaru.

Menebak kosakata merupakan strategi umum yang sering digunakan siswa ketika 

dihadapkan dengan kata-kata yang tidak mereka ketahui. Penelitian ini bertujuan 

untuk mengetahui apakah ada pengaruh dan perbedaan yang signifikan terhadap 

pemahaman membaca siswa dengan menebak kosa kata di kelas 8 SMP IT Al-

Fityah Pekanbaru. Penelitian ini menggunakan metode kuantitatif dengan desain 

quasi eksperimen. Penelitian ini dilaksanakan pada bulan Mei 2024 - Juni 2024 di 

SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah seluruh kelas 8 

dengan jumlah sampel sebanyak 51 siswa dan menggunakan teknik sensus 

sampling. Dalam pengumpulan data, peneliti menggunakan instrument tes yaitu 

pre-test dan post-test yang terdiri dari soal pilihan ganda. Dalam menganalisis 

data, peneliti menggunakan rumus uji t sampel independen dengan menggunakan 

SPSS versi 25. Hasil analisis data menunjukkan bahwa Ha diterima karena sig.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

A. Background of the Problem 

Reading is one of the most important skills for students in obtaining 

information and knowledge. Mastery of reading skills can help students 

achieve good achievements in the learning process at school and in life in 

general (Dechant, 1991). In learning English, reading skills have a 

significant role, because through reading activities, students can obtain 

information from various written sources, such as articles, books, or texts. 

In addition, Klingner et al. (2015) stated that reading comprehension is the 

process of building meaning by coordinating several complex processes 

which include word reading, word knowledge and fluency, and words. 

Understanding the various genres of texts taught in schools is an 

important part of improving students' reading skills. Text genres provide a 

framework for understanding various types of different written 

information, both in terms of structure and language use. Students at SMP 

IT Al-Fityah study various genres of texts according to the curriculum, 

such as descriptive text, recount text, and narrative text. Each text genre 

has different characteristics, purposes, and language usage, but all require 

a good understanding of vocabulary and text structure. This learning aims 

to develop students' abilities in understanding, analyzing, and producing 

texts with various structures and vocabularies used. Given the importance 

of vocabulary mastery in understanding texts, this study aims to identify 
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students' difficulties in understanding unfamiliar vocabulary. 

This research was conducted at SMP IT Al-Fityah, which applies the 

2013 Curriculum (K-13) as a learning guideline. This curriculum 

emphasizes the development of student competencies in aspects of 

attitude, knowledge, and skills. In English learning, K-13 focuses on 

communicative language skills, both orally and in writing. The number of 

students in class 8 of SMP IT Al-Fityah is 51 students, divided into two 

classes, namely class 8A and 8B. This study was conducted in both 

classes, with students studying various types of texts or genres according 

to the curriculum, such as descriptive text, recount text, and narrative text. 

The Minimum Completion Criteria (KKM) for English subjects at SMP IT 

Al-Fityah is 75, which is the minimum limit for students to be declared 

complete in achieving the expected competencies. 

Based on initial observations, there were problems in students' 

understanding of the texts taught, especially students had difficulty 

understanding the meaning of words they were not familiar with, so this 

affected their understanding of the text as a whole. This problem was 

stated in research by Hayati & Puspitaloka (2022) which stated that 

students experienced difficulties in reading comprehension due to students' 

lack of low mastery of English vocabulary, and lack of interest in learning. 

Assessment of student learning outcomes in this school is categorized 

based on the scores obtained. The Very Good category is given for a score 

of 80-100, Good for a score of 66-79, Enough for a score of 56-65, Less 
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for a score of 40-55, and Fail for a score below 54. This category is used to 

evaluate students' understanding of the material, including in learning text 

genres. Therefore, this study aims to identify and overcome these 

problems through a strategy of guessing the meaning of vocabulary, which 

is expected to help students improve their understanding of the text and 

achieve better grades. 

Guessing vocabulary is a strategy used to understand the meaning of 

unknown words by utilizing the context around the word. Students try to 

understand the meaning of words they do not know by looking at clues in 

the sentence or text as a whole, such as word choice, sentence structure, 

and the situation. This strategy is very important in reading skills, because 

students often encounter texts that contain new vocabulary. As stated by 

Nation (1984:98-104) there are three strategies that students can use, 

namely guessing vocabulary from context, using a dictionary, and 

paraphrasing.  

Guessing vocabulary from context is the most common strategy and 

is often preferred by students, because it gives them the opportunity to 

understand the text even though some words may not be familiar to them. 

However, in this study, the researcher used a strategy of guessing words 

from a text. Therefore, based on the statement above, researchers need to 

conduct research with the title “The Effect of Students' Reading 

Comprehension in English Texts by Guessing Vocabulary Strategy at 

Eight Grade of Islamic Junior High School Al-Fityah Pekanbaru”. 
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B. Problem of the Research 

1. Identification of the Problem 

  Based on the background of the Research, the problem can be 

analyzed as follows:  

a. Students have difficulty understanding the text when reading. 

b. Students have difficulty finding main ideas, vocabulary and 

conclusions. 

c. Students have difficulty processing information in reading. 

d. Students are less interested in reading. 

2. Limitation of the Problem 

 Based on the identification of the problems above, researchers need 

to limit and focus the problem on significant things. Researchers focus 

this study only on the influence of vocabulary guessing strategies on 

students' reading comprehension in English texts. Because previous 

studies have shown that this method is very effective in improving 

students' reading comprehension, schools have not used it. 

3. Formulation of the Problem 

 The problem of this research can be formulated in the following 

question:  

a. Is there a significant effect in student reading comprehension in 

English text by using guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-Fityah? 
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b. Is there a significant effect in student reading comprehension in 

English text by using guessing vocabulary and without using 

guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-Fityah? 

c. Is there a significant difference between student reading 

comprehension in English text by guessing vocabulary and without 

using guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-Fityah? 

C. Objective and Significance of the Research 

1. Objective of the Research 

 The objectives of this research are as follow: 

a. To test whether there is a significant effect on students' reading 

comprehension in English texts using guessing vocabulary at SMP 

IT Al-Fityah.. 

b. To test whether there is a significant influence on students' reading 

comprehension in English texts using guessing vocabulary and 

without using guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-Fityah. 

c. To test whether there is a significant difference between students' 

reading comprehension of English texts that use guessing 

vocabulary and without using guessing vocabulary at SMP IT Al-

Fityah. 

2. Significance of the Research 

a. To the Teachers of English  

 It is hoped that the results of this research will provide 

English teachers with new information and creations to develop 
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more interesting material and improve the quality of English 

teaching to make it more creative. 

b. To the Students 

 For the students, Hopefully the results of this research can 

help English students to improve their reading comprehension and 

this strategy can be applied to improve their English vocabulary in 

reading comprehension. 

c. To other Researchers 

 It is hoped that the results of this research can provide 

additional information for other researchers who wish to conduct 

further research in their research field. 

D. Definition of the Terms  

 Related to the title of the Research, there are many terms involved. 

Therefore, each word must be defined deliberately to avoid 

misunderstandings and misperceptions of the dish. The definition is as 

follows: 

1. Reading Comprehension 

 Reading comprehension is the process of constructing meaning by 

coordinating several complex processes, such as reading words, 

understanding the meaning of words, and applying knowledge and 

fluency in reading. In this study, reading comprehension is the ability 

to understand, interpret, and analyze the meaning of written text. In the 

context of English language learning, this skill includes understanding 
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main ideas, detailed information, relationships between ideas, and the 

meaning of words or phrases in the text.  

2. Guessing Vocabulary Strategy  

 Guessing vocabulary strategy is an important component of 

language skills that influences the extent to which students can listen, 

speak, read, and write well. In this research, Guessing vocabulary 

strategy is a strategy used to determine the meaning of an unknown 

word by utilizing the context around the word. In this process, 

language learners use clues contained in the sentence or text, such as 

other related words, sentence structure, punctuation.
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CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

 

A. Theoretical Framework 

1. Reading  

 Reading is a cognitive process where individuals interpret written 

symbols, like letters and words, to understand their meaning. It 

involves multiple skills, including decoding, comprehension, and 

critical thinking. According to Klingner (2007), reading 

comprehension is the process of building meaning by coordinating 

complex processes, such as understanding word meanings, vocabulary 

knowledge, and fluency. Grabe and Stoller (2002) define reading as 

the ability to extract meaning from written text and interpret 

information accurately, suggesting that it's not just about recognizing 

words but also understanding the intended message.  

 Smith (2011) adds that reading comprehension is about connecting 

new information with prior knowledge to gain new insights, 

illustrating how reading helps build upon what we already know. 

Therefore, reading is not only about recognizing words but also about 

actively engaging with the text to construct meaning and connect it to 

our existing knowledge and experiences. Reading is more than just a 

mechanical process of recognizing words; it's an active engagement 

with the text. It requires the reader to think critically, make inferences, 

and evaluate the information presented. Through reading, individuals 
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not only absorb information but also refine their understanding by 

questioning, analyzing, and reflecting on what they read. 

 From the explanation above, it can be concluded that reading is a 

very important process and involves many things, not just recognizing 

letters or words. Reading requires understanding, critical thinking, and 

connecting new information with the knowledge we already have. 

a. Reading Comprehension 

 Reading comprehension is a person's ability to understand 

the meaning and information from text. To be able to interpret and 

absorb information from reading material, students must have good 

comprehension skills. According to Snow (2002:11) reading 

comprehension is the process of simultaneously extracting and 

constructing meaning through interaction and involvement with 

written language. The comprehension process involves decoding 

the author's words and then using background knowledge to 

construct an approximate understanding of the author's message.  

 Harris and Sipay (1980:179) say that reading 

comprehension skills are studied as a set of general knowledge 

acquisition skills that enable people to obtain and display 

information obtained as a consequence of reading printed language. 

According to Doyle (2004), comprehension is a progressive skill in 

attaching meaning that starts at the same level and continues to 

attach meaning to the entire reading selection. Reading 
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comprehension is influenced by the reader's knowledge, 

experiences, and intent, as well as the substance and parts of the 

text and the Circumstance on the other hand setting of reading 

(Fadilah et al., 2021). 

 King and Stanley (1989, p. 330) suggest that there are five 

components of reading that can help students read carefully. Those 

are: 

a. Finding factual information 

 This requires students to scan certain details of the text. 

Usually appears by guessing the question word. 

b. Finding main ideas 

 The main topic discussed in a paragraph helps students 

guess the content of the paragraph. The main idea can be found 

in the first sentence, middle or end of the paragraph. 

c. Finding the meaning of vocabulary 

 Students can guess the meaning unfamiliar word with 

him/her by relating them to the surrounding words or the words 

that appear around them.  

d. Finding reference 

 The same word or phrase is found several times in a 

paragraph. They are usually short and very frequent pronouns, 

such as he, she, it, they, him, her, and many others. 
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e. Making inference of reading text 

 Students are expected to be able to make accurate 

predictions. Predictions can be made by correctly interpreting 

the indicators given by the author. 

 Based on the explanation of the experts above, it can be 

concluded that reading comprehension is an important process that 

involves more than just reading words. To understand the text well, 

we need to connect the information in it with the knowledge we 

already have. 

b. Reading Comprehension of Narrative Text 

 Reading comprehension of narrative text is the process of 

understanding the meaning behind a narrative text, which involves 

not only recognizing words but also interpreting the events, 

characters, and messages conveyed through the story. According to 

Grabe and Stoller (2002), reading comprehension involves the 

ability to extract meaning from the text, understand the plot, and 

interpret the narrative structure accurately. They emphasize that 

reading comprehension is a dynamic process, requiring readers to 

make inferences and draw on background knowledge.  

 Additionally, Klingner (2007) states that reading 

comprehension of narrative texts involves integrating various 

cognitive processes, including word meaning, fluency, and the 

ability to make connections with prior knowledge. This allows 
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readers to fully grasp the story‟s themes and underlying messages. 

Furthermore, Smith (2011) adds that understanding narrative texts 

also requires linking new information from the text to one‟s 

existing knowledge, which helps readers comprehend the story‟s 

deeper meaning and lessons. 

 Reading text consists of recount, descriptive, narrative, 

procedure, report, review, spoof, announcement, advertisement, 

anecdote, new item, explanation. These texts are useful for students 

to achieve learning goals, especially narrative texts. 

 Narrative text is a type of text that tells a story or describes 

a series of events with the aim of entertaining and informing the 

reader. Narrative texts present a series of interesting events and 

instruct or inform the reader by telling a story. Narrative texts can 

be fictional or imaginative, such as fairy tales, novels, science 

fiction, horror or adventure stories, fables, myths, legends, and 

non-fiction such as articles, newspaper reports, and historical 

writings. The generic structure of narrative text consists of 

Orientation, Complication, Resolution (Depdiknas, 2006). 

However, the coda is optional because sometimes it is at the end of 

the story but sometimes not.  

1) Orientation 

 Orientation is considered as the beginning of the story. This 

beginning usually introduces the main characters, time, and 
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places. It means that orientation generally gives the answer of 

where the action is located, who is involved, and when the 

story happened.  

2) Complication  

 After that the story is going on by series of events which 

involve the main characters to some sort of problems. It called 

complication. The events in complication make the story more 

attractive.  

3) Resolution  

 At the end of the story the reader will find a solution to the 

problem. The resolution given in the story can be better or 

worse. Sometimes the coda comes after the resolution for the 

changes that occur in the characters and the lessons that can be 

taken from the story or what we sometimes call the moral value 

of the story. 

  From the definition above, it can be concluded that a 

narrative story is a story that tells about something interesting with 

the aim of amusing the readers. According to (Knapp & Watkins, 

2005) linguistic characteristics in narrative texts are used for noun 

phrases, use of linking words, use of adverbial phrases, use of 

simple past tense, use of action verbs, use of linking verbs, and use 

of speech verbs. Knapp and Watkins (2005) also reveal that the

linguistic characteristics of narrative texts consist of the following 

characteristics. 

1) Using nouns and pronouns to identify people, animals, or things 

involved. For example, king, princess, she, she, etc. 

2) Specific participant or specific characteristic object. For 

example, Malin Kundang‟s story, Cinderella‟s story.  

3) Using adjectives are useful to shape the noun phrase. For 

example, a beautiful, white-skinned lady, etc.  

4) Using time connective and conjunction words or phrases to 

sequence the events. For example, suddenly, then, when, etc.  

5) Using adverbs and adverbial phrases to indicate places and 

time. For example: here, there, at home, etc. 

2. Guessing Vocabulary Strategy 

a. The Nature of Guessing Vocabulary Strategy 

 Guessing vocabulary strategy is a technique that 

emphasizes inferring the meaning of unfamiliar words by utilizing 

contextual clues, structural analysis, and background knowledge. 

This approach allows readers to derive word meanings without 

disrupting their reading flow, making it an efficient method for 

processing and understanding texts. In accordance with Klippel, F. 

(1994) in Zahara & Fatimah (2018), the basic rules of the guessing 

game are actually simple; someone finds out something someone 

else wants to know by using random pictures or words as clues.

Contextual clues, such as surrounding words, sentences, or 

paragraphs, provide readers with hints to make educated guesses 

about a word‟s meaning. Additionally, analyzing the 

morphological structure of words prefixes, suffixes, and root words 

enables readers to uncover definitions in a systematic manner. 

 According to Gu, Y. (2015), this strategy involves planned 

procedures used by individuals to infer word meanings within 

context while reading or listening, with the ultimate goal of 

understanding the overall content. This highlights that guessing 

vocabulary strategy is not merely a spontaneous act but a deliberate 

cognitive process that requires active engagement. Furthermore, 

Sari & Pandiangan (2021) found that this strategy significantly 

improves students‟ mastery of English phrasal verbs, indicating its 

effectiveness in language learning. 

 This strategy also supports the development of critical 

thinking skills by encouraging readers to synthesize various pieces 

of information from the text to form logical interpretations. It 

fosters autonomy by reducing reliance on dictionaries and building 

confidence when encountering unfamiliar texts. However, as 

emphasized in various studies, its effectiveness depends on factors 

such as the richness of the context, the reader‟s language 

proficiency, and their familiarity with the topic. Ambiguous 
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contexts or technical texts may pose challenges, and readers might 

occasionally misinterpret word meanings. 

b. Teaching Reading Comprehension of Narrative Text by Using 

Guessing Vocabulary Strategy  

 Teaching reading comprehension of narrative texts using 

vocabulary guessing strategies is an approach that actively involves 

students in the process of understanding the text. This strategy 

helps students guess the meaning of new understanding through 

contextual clues, word structures, or prior knowledge. As stated by 

Sadoski (2005), mathematical math strategies can provide verbal 

labels for new concepts, making it easier for students to understand 

the ideas in the text.  

 In practice, teachers can start by providing guidance for 

students to recognize contextual clues, such as synonyms, 

antonyms, or examples in sentences. For example, if students read 

a sentence like, "The character trudged through the dense forest," 

they can guess the meaning of the word "trudged" by connecting it 

to the context of difficult actions. This is in line with Sadoski 

(2005) opinion that this strategy can lead students to a better 

understanding of the meaning of words in the story. Pratiwi & 

Kartikasari (2020) state that there are 10 strategies for guessing, 

there are:

1. Definition 

 Direct information given in the text to explain the word. 

Words are often explained using is, refer to, or mean. 

2. Restatement 

 Another word or phrase used to repeat or explain the target 

word that has a similar meaning. For example: Arboreal 

animals, which are animals that live in trees. 

3. Punctuation 

 The use of marks such as commas, brackets, or quotation 

marks that help identify the explanation or meaning of the 

word. 

4. Example 

 The meaning of a word is explained by providing relevant 

examples in the text. These examples often help readers 

understand an unknown word through real or specific context. 

5. Contrast 

 The meaning of the word is guessed through the contrast or 

opposite words mentioned and are usually called (antonyms). 

6. Similarity 

 Words that have similar meanings (synonyms) in the text, 

to help understand the meaning of an unfamiliar word and 

show the relationship between the new word and a more 

familiar word. 
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7. Surrounding Words 

 Understand the meaning of a new word by paying attention 

to other words that are around the word. 

8. Pictures 

 Using pictures or illustrations accompanied by text to 

provide visual clues to understanding the meaning of words. 

9. Experiences 

 Imagining personal experiences or something already 

known can help understand new words. 

10. Imagination. 

 Use your thinking and creativity to imagine situations, 

objects or concepts related to the words. 

c. Advantages and Disadvantages of Using Guessing Vocabulary 

Strategy 

1. Advantages 

a) Enhancing Contextual Understanding 

 Grabe & Stoller (2002) stated that the vocabulary 

guessing strategy helps readers to better understand the 

meaning of words through context, allowing them to 

continue reading without stopping just because of an 

unfamiliar word. This helps readers understand the entire 

text better without having to look at the dictionary often. 
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b) Accelerating Vocabulary Learning 

 Gu, Y. (2015) emphasized that vocabulary guessing 

can accelerate vocabulary learning because students can 

expand their understanding of new words by connecting 

them to the context around them, rather than just 

memorizing the words separately. 

c) Enhancing Critical Thinking Skills 

 Sadoski (2005) showed that this strategy not only 

helps students identify the meaning of words but also 

develops critical thinking skills. Readers must analyze the 

context and choose the meaning of the word that best fits 

the situation of the text. 

2. Disadvantages 

a) Difficulty with Ambiguous Contexts 

 Sadoski (2005) notes that in some contexts, words 

may have meanings that are highly nuanced and difficult to 

understand based on clues from the surrounding text. In this 

case, readers may have difficulty guessing the meaning of 

words accurately. 

b) Limitations in Technical or Complex Texts 

 Swan (2001) argues that in texts with technical or 

highly complex vocabulary, guessing the meaning of words 
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becomes more difficult because readers do not have 

sufficient knowledge or context to make an informed guess. 

c) Depends on Reader‟s Background Knowledge 

 Grabe & Stoller (2002) emphasize that the 

effectiveness of guessing strategies depends largely on how 

well readers can relate new information to their existing 

knowledge. If readers do not have sufficient background 

knowledge, they may not be able to guess the meaning of 

words correctly. 

3. The Significant Difference Between Student Reading 

Comprehension in English Text by Guessing Vocabulary Strategy 

The use of guessing vocabulary strategy can make a significant 

difference in students' reading comprehension of English texts. 

According to Sari & Pandiangan (2021), this strategy improves 

students' reading skills by training them to guess the meaning of words 

they do not know based on contextual clues in the text. This not only 

reduces students' dependence on dictionaries but also improves their 

reading fluency. Gu, Y. (2015) explains that by guessing vocabulary 

from context, students can gain a deeper understanding of the text, 

because they not only understand words separately, but also relate 

them to a broader context.  

In addition, Swan (2001) emphasizes that this strategy encourages 

students to think critically and analyze the text more deeply, which 
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helps them understand the structure and messages contained in the 

text. Thus, students learn to understand not only the meaning of words, 

but also the meaning contained in the story. Smith (2011) also adds 

that this strategy reduces dependence on direct translation, allowing 

students to focus more on understanding the text as a whole. Overall, 

the use of guessing vocabulary strategy increases students' confidence 

in reading English texts, as they feel more able to cope with unfamiliar 

words and continue to develop their reading skills. 

B. Relevant Research 

 Some researchers have conducted the Research by discovering the 

Improving Reading Comprehension in English Texts With Vocabulary 

Guessing. First study, Sitompul et al. (2019) discussed improving 

students‟ reading comprehension through guessing strategy with the aim 

of describing students' reading comprehension through guessing strategies 

and identifying factors that influence students' reading comprehension 

through guessing strategies. This research used classroom action research 

consisted of two cycles. Participants in this research were class XI (19 

students) and collaborated with an English teacher. Meanwhile, the data 

was derived from reading comprehension tests, observation, and interview. 

Students‟ score in cycle 1 was 62.24 (4%) and students‟ score in cycle 2 

was 78.68 (79%). Based on the research result in cycle 1 and cycle 2, it 

showed the improvement of students‟ mean score and students‟ 
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percentage. So, students‟ improvement in reading comprehension through 

guessing strategy was good and high category. 

 The second study, Pratiwi & Kartikasari (2020) about improving 

students‟ reading comprehension by using guessing meaning from context 

which aims of this research was investigated is there a significant 

difference in students' reading comprehension achievement before and 

after being taught using the Guessing Meaning from Context strategy. The 

population of this research was second grade students of SMA PGRI 2 

Palembang academic years 2019/2020. This research is a quantitative 

research with one group Pre-test Post-test Design, involving one class as 

an experimental class. The instrument in this research is a reading test. The 

data analysis showed there was a significant difference on students‟ 

reading comprehension achievement after being taught by using Guessing 

Meaning from Context strategy. Then, surrounding words, pictures, 

experience, and imagination as the strategies increased the most than the 

other strategies. Hypothesis test showed that the significance value (2- 

tailed) was 0.000 (p<0.05). It could be concluded that null-hypothesis was 

rejected. So, the results of this research are that Guessing the Meaning 

from Context can improve students' reading comprehension in all aspects. 

 And the third study, Hartati (2019) about Using Guessing Words in 

Teaching Narrative Text to Improve Reading Comprehension of The 

Eleventh-Grade Students. This study helped to identify whether or not it is 

effective to improve students‟ reading comprehension using Guessing 
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Words from the Context to the eleventh-grade students of SMA Negeri 9 

Palembang. This research used the design of the quasi-experimental 

method. Researchers collected data using written tests. The result of the 

research was the students‟ score in the experimental and the control group 

(value of obtained) using independent sample test was 4.341, it was higher 

than the critical value 2.000, at the significant level p<0.05. So, this is 

effective for improving students' reading comprehension using Guessing 

Words from Context for eleventh grade students at SMA Negeri 9 

Palembang. 

 Based on all previous Research, it can be concluded that there is no 

research that only focuses on the improving students‟ reading 

comprehension through guessing strategy. Furthermore, there are several 

differences between this research and previous research such as; level of 

research subject, research location, type of instrument, research design, 

materials to be used in the research and so on. So, this research will be 

different from previous studies, where researchers will examine students' 

reading comprehension in narrative texts by vocabulary guessing of eighth 

grade students at SMP IT Al-Fityah. 

C. Conceptual Framework 

 To avoid misunderstandings and misinterpretations, this study uses 

operational concepts. There are two variables in this research: X and Y. 

Variable X is the independent variable and variable Y is the dependent 

variable. In this study there are two variables, namely: variable X refers to

the use of guessing vocabulary and variable Y refers to students' reading 

comprehension. 

1) Variable X (Guessing Vocabulary) 

 The vocabulary guessing procedure (variable x) in Pratiwi & 

Kartikasari (2020) is as follows: 

1. Definition 

Direct information given in the text to explain the word. Words 

are often explained using is, refer to, or mean. 

2. Restatement 

Another word or phrase used to repeat or explain the target 

word that has a similar meaning. For example: Arboreal animals, 

which are animals that live in trees. 

3. Punctuation 

The use of marks such as commas, brackets, or quotation marks 

that help identify the explanation or meaning of the word. 

4. Example 

The meaning of a word is explained by providing relevant 

examples in the text. These examples often help readers understand 

an unknown word through real or specific context. 

5. Contrast 

The meaning of the word is guessed through the contrast or 

opposite words mentioned and are usually called (antonyms). 
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6. Similarity 

Words that have similar meanings (synonyms) in the text, to 

help understand the meaning of an unfamiliar word and show the 

relationship between the new word and a more familiar word. 

7. Surrounding Words 

Understand the meaning of a new word by paying attention to 

other words that are around the word. 

8. Pictures 

Using pictures or illustrations accompanied by text to provide 

visual clues to understanding the meaning of words. 

9. Experiences 

Imagining personal experiences or something already known 

can help understand new words. 

10. Imagination. 

Use your thinking and creativity to imagine situations, objects 

or concepts related to the words. 

2) Variable Y (Reading Comprehension) 

 King and Stanley (1989, p. 330) suggest that there are five 

components of reading that can help students read carefully. Those are: 

a. Finding factual information 

This requires students to scan certain details of the text. 

Usually appears by guessing the question word. 
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b. Finding main ideas  

The main topic discussed in a paragraph helps students 

guess the content of the paragraph. The main idea can be found in 

the first sentence, middle or end of the paragraph. 

c. Finding the meaning of vocabulary 

Students can guess the meaning unfamiliar word with 

him/her by relating them to the surrounding words or the words 

that appear around them.  

d. Finding reference 

The same word or phrase is found several times in a 

paragraph. They are usually short and very frequent pronouns, such 

as he, she, it, they, him, her, and many others. 

e. Making inference of reading text 

Students are expected to be able to make accurate 

predictions. Predictions can be made by correctly interpreting the 

indicators given by the author. 
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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

A. Research Design 

 This research uses quantitative research. According to Sugiyono 

(2016) quantitative research is research by obtaining data in the form of 

numbers or qualitative data in the form of numbers. The type of research 

used in this research is experimental research. Experimental research is a 

type of quantitative research that is very strong in measuring cause and 

effect relationships. The experimental research design used was Quasi 

Experimental. A quasi-experiment is an experimental design that does not 

use random assignment but still involves groups to compare the effects of 

an intervention (Creswell, 2012, p. 298).  

 This research design tests the independent variable with the 

dependent variable carried out on samples from the experimental group or 

control group. Then both groups were given a post test. The design form 

used is Nonequavalent posttest-Only Control Group Designs. This 

research is a quasi-experimental research that tests the independent 

variable with the dependent variable carried out on a sample of the 

experimental group or control group. The nonequivalent group design will 

take or assign research subjects to be placed in the control class and the 

experimental class. class. Where the group that was not given treatment 

was the control group but the group that was given treatment was the 

experimental group.

B. Time and Location of the Research 

 This research was conducted from May to June 2024. The research 

was conducted at SMP IT Al-Fityah. Pekanbaru, Riau. This location was 

chosen because it makes it easier for researchers to conduct research. This 

was supported after researchers later made observations and discovered 

research problems at SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. 

C. Subject and Object of the Research 

 The subject of this research is the eight grade students of SMP IT 

Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. The object of this research is the effect of guessing 

vocabulary toward reading comprehension.  

D. Population and Sample of the Research 

1. Population 

 According to Creswell (2012, p. 142), "Population is a group of 

individuals who have the same characteristics". Population is not just 

the number of objects studied, but also includes all the characteristics 

and traits of the subject or object. The population in this study were all 

8th grade students at SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru consisting of two 

classes, namely classes 8A and 8B with a total of 51 people.

2. Sample  

 This research is experimental research involving only one group. In 

this research, the sample used is the census technique. It is a method 

where every member of the population is used as a sample. Census 

sampling is a sampling technique in which all elements in a population 

are sampled (Sugiyono 2016). Because in this study, the researcher 

chooses samples from all populations without any particular 

considerations, the appropriate sampling technique to obtain clear data 

is the census technique.

1. Test  

 Test is an objective and standardized measurement (Sugiyono 

2016). In this research, the writer uses narrative text as a test that will 

be given to students to test students' reading comprehension by 

guessing vocabulary in class VIII students at SMP IT Al-Fityah. The 

test is carried out by asking students questions about narrative texts. In 

this study, researchers used multiple choice, where Brown (2003) said 

that multiple choice is easy to do and can be assessed quickly. This test 

uses two tests, namely pretest and post-test. 

a. Pre-test 

 A pre-test was given before treatment. This pre-test aims to 

determine students' reading comprehension achievements before 

being given treatment. In the pre-test, students are asked to answer 
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a reading comprehension test in the form of 14 multiple choice 

questions about narrative text. 

b. Post-test  

 A post-test was given to students after the treatment to find 

out whether there was progress in students' reading comprehension 

by guessing vocabulary. The post test questions will be in the form 

of multiple choices and relate to the narrative text lessons that 

students have studied.

2. Treatment  

 Treatment will be given after the pre-test to the experimental 

group. After carrying out the pretest, students are taught vocabulary 

guessing strategies to improve reading comprehension. 

3. Validity Test  

 According to Heaton (1988), the validity of a test refers to the 

suitability of a given test or its component parts as a measure of what it 

is intended to measure. Hughes (2003) suggests that there are four 

types of validity. These are content validity, criterion-related validity, 

construct validity, and face validity. A measurement instrument is said 
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to be valid if the instrument can measure something precisely 

regarding what it wants to measure.  

 Of the several types of validity, in this study the researcher used the 

content validity type. Content validity measures whether the material 

being tested is relevant to the background, experience, knowledge, 

lessons, or measures students' reading comprehension abilities. To 

measure the validity related to the criteria of the test, the researcher 

calculated it using SPSS version 23. The results obtained must be 

compared with the R table to determine whether the test is valid or not. 

If the r obtained > r table value = valid. If the r obtained < r table value 

= invalid. The table below shows the validity calculation result:

Based on the table above, the trial results show that there are 6 

invalid items out of 20 items. In the validity trial, the researcher gave 

20 question items. Thus, the researcher took 14 valid question items to 

be tested as an instrument, which represents each indicator in the study 

and then distributed them to the sample as a pretest. 

4. Reliability Test 

 The reliability test measures the research instrument to determine 

whether the pre-test and post-test are reliable or not. Brown (2003) 

states that a reliable test is a test that is consistent and reliable so that 

the test can be measured through the scores given. Cohen et al., (2007, 

p. 146) claim that a reliable instrument for a research paper will 

produce similar respondents over time. 

 Additionally Frankle and. al., (2012, p. 154) state that reliability 

refers to the consistency of the scores obtained - how consistent they 

are for each individual from one administration of one instrument to 

another and from one set of items to another. As a measuring 

instrument, a test must be reliable, because reliability is the level of 

consistency of the test in measuring what it measures.

F. Technique of Data Analysis 

 The researcher used a pre-test and post-test to collect data and 

compare the results of the average pre-test and post-test scores. After that, 

the scores were analyzed and processed statistically using SPSS version 

25. In this study, the researcher used the following formula: 

1. Normality Test 

 The normality test is used to determine whether the data in a 

sample follows a normal distribution or not. The normality test is 

important to ensure that the data is normally distributed so that the 

analysis results are accurate. 

2. Independent Sample T-Test 

 Statistical test used to compare the average between two groups 

that are not related to each other. Using SPSS 25, the researcher tested 

the independent sample t-test. To determine whether there is a

significant difference between the average scores of the experimental 

class and the control class. 

If Probabilities > 0.05, Ho is accepted 

If Probabilities < 0.05, Ha is accepted 

a. Hₒ is accepted, there is no significant difference of using 

vocabulary guessing strategies on the reading comprehension of 

students at  SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru.  

b. Hₐ is accepted, there is a significant difference of using vocabulary 

guessing strategies on the reading comprehension of students at  

SMP IT Al-Fityah Pekanbaru. 
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

A. Conclusion  

Based on the description and presentation of data in chapter IV, the 

researcher draws the following conclusions: 

1. Students' reading comprehension ability in English texts before being 

taught using the vocabulary guessing strategy at SMP IT Al-Fityah is 

included in the "Good" category with an average value of 73.04. 

2. Students' reading comprehension ability in English texts after being 

taught using the vocabulary guessing strategy at SMP IT Al-Fityah is 

included in the "Very Good" category with an average value of 82.48. 

3. There is a significant difference in the reading comprehension ability 

of students who are taught without using and using the vocabulary 

guessing strategy at SMP IT Al-Fityah. The Independent Sample T-

Test clearly shows that the sig value (2-tailed) is 0.000. It can be said 

that (Ha) 0.00 < 0.05. This indicates that the null hypothesis (Ho) is 

rejected, while the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted. This means 

that the use of the vocabulary guessing strategy has a significant 

difference in students' reading comprehension in English texts. 

B. Suggestion 

Based on the conclusion of the study above, it is known that students' 

ability to understand reading after being taught using the vocabulary 
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guessing strategy in class can improve students' reading comprehension. 

Some suggestions have been made for others: 

1. Suggestion for Teachers 

The author suggests that teachers use different teaching methods, 

namely by using the vocabulary guessing strategy. The vocabulary 

guessing strategy can be an interesting and informative strategy in the 

learning process, in order to attract students' attention in improving 

reading comprehension. 

2. Suggestion for Students 

Students must be motivated and more interested in learning 

English, especially in reading skills. One method that can encourage 

students to improve reading comprehension is by using the vocabulary 

guessing strategy. 

3. Suggestion for Readers 

This thesis is suggested to readers to use as a reference to learn 

more about the effect of reading comprehension using the vocabulary 

guessing strategy. 

4. Suggestion for Researchers 

This study provides an example for further researchers on how to 

use the strategy to help students improve reading comprehension. The 

next writer can also use this strategy to improve other students' skills, 

such as writing, listening and speaking skills. Researchers can also 

look for other strategies to improve students' reading comprehension.
