—  The purpose of this study is to find the relationship between students' habit
ofistening to English songs and their vocabulary acquisition at English Education
Department. This study is a quantitative correlation research. The sample consist
of =55 students using purposive sampling. In collecting data, researchers
digfributed questionnaires to respondents to find out the habits of students in
listening to English songs, it consisted of 21 statement items arranged based on
inficators. To find out the mastery in student vocabulary, researchers gave a test
comsisting of 25 questions in the form of multiple choice and arranged according
tozindicators. The results of the significant correlation showed that the sig value
(2afailed) was 0.000 <0.05 which means there is a significant correlation between
thée= habit of listening to English songs and their vocabulary mastery. In
conclusion, the null hypothesis (Ho) or there is no significant difference between
the habit of listening to English songs and their vocabulary mastery, is rejected
and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) or there is a significant correlation between the
habit of listening to English songs and their vocabulary mastery, is accepted.

INTRODUCTION

. Background of the Problem

In language learning, vocabulary plays a fundamental role in
language learning as it forms the foundation for all four language skills:
listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Without sufficient vocabulary,
learners will struggle to comprehend texts, express ideas, and participate in
meaningful communication. Therefore, vocabulary mastery is considered a
critical component in acquiring a second or foreign language, particularly
English.

According to Nation (2001), vocabulary is central to language
learning because learners need to know a substantial number of words to
effectively use the language. He emphasizes that vocabulary knowledge
enables learners to understand input and produce output in
communication. Similarly, Schmitt (2000) argues that vocabulary learning
is a complex and ongoing process that requires systematic exposure and
reinforcement, as learners must not only learn the meaning of words but
also how to use them accurately in various contexts.

One effective way to improve vocabulary mastery is through
listening to English songs. Songs provide a natural and fun context, so
learners are more motivated to listen and understand the content of the
song, which indirectly helps in enriching their vocabulary. According to
Murphey (1992), songs have a rhythmic, repetitive and memorable

language structure, which makes them very suitable as aids in language
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learning, including for vocabulary development. In addition, Medina
(1993) states that songs provide meaningful and contextualized linguistic
input, thus reinforcing the process of natural vocabulary acquisition.

Listening habit to English songs provides learners with authentic
and meaningful language input. Songs contain vocabulary presented in
natural, communicative contexts, which helps learners not only recognize
words but also understand their meanings and usage. When students listen
to songs regularly, they repeatedly encounter the same words and phrases.
This repetition supports long-term memory retention and helps transfer
vocabulary from receptive knowledge (recognition) to productive
knowledge (active use). According to Krashen (1985), Language
acquisition occurs when learners receive comprehensible input that is
slightly above their current level. English songs provide such input,
making them an effective tool for vocabulary learning. Students listen,
infer meanings, and gradually internalize new vocabulary without explicit
instruction.

Several previous studies have demonstrated a positive correlation
between students’ habits of listening to English songs and their vocabulary
mastery. For instance, Wardiansyah et al. (2019) found a significant
relationship between the frequency of listening to English songs and
vocabulary improvement among junior high school students. Similar
studies by Fitri et al. (2024) and Abudi et al. (2023) reported that students
who regularly listen to English songs tend to have better vocabulary skills

compared to those who do not. However, most of these studies were
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conducted with different populations and in contexts that are not specific.
Therefore, there is a lack of research that specifically examines the
correlation between the habit of listening to English songs and vocabulary
mastery among fourth-semester students in the English Education Study
Program at UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. The unique academic and
cultural context of UIN Suska Riau may influence students’ listening
habits and the impact of these habits on their vocabulary mastery, making
focused research on this population necessary to provide more accurate
and relevant insights..

Based on preliminary, many students from the English Education
Department are exposed to English songs on a daily routine. Some
students have developed a habit of listening to English songs for
approximately 20 minutes each day. This habit is often practiced during
leisure activities, commuting, or while studying.

While consistent exposure to English through music can serve as a
valuable source of input, the effect of this habit on vocabulary acquisition
varies among students. Some report improvements in vocabulary,
especially when they focus on the lyrics and try to understand unfamiliar
words. Others, however, listen passively without attempting to grasp the
meaning of the words or expressions used in the songs. This variation
highlights an interesting phenomenon, even though students are regularly
exposed to English songs for about 20 minutes per day, their level of
vocabulary mastery is not always proportional to their listening habits.

Therefore, it is necessary to explore whether there is a significant
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correlation between the habit of listening to English songs and students’
vocabulary mastery at English Education Department, especially
considering the regular yet informal nature of their listening practice.
Based on the problem described above, the researcher was
interested in conducting research about “THE CORRELATION
BETWEEN STUDENTS' HABIT IN LISTENING TO ENGLISH
SONGS AND THEIR VOCABULARY MASTERY AT UIN SULTAN

SYARIF KASIM RIAU”.

. Research of the Problem

1. Identification of the Problem

a. Students have a regular habit of listening to English songs, but
their levels of vocabulary mastery vary.

b. Students’ habit in listening to songs does not always
correspond directly with the ability to understand and master
the vocabulary within the songs.

c. Itis unclear how strong the correlation is between the duration
and frequency of listening to English songs and students’
vocabulary improvement.

2. Limitation of the Problem
This study is limited to fourth semester of English Education
Department of UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. It focused to examining
the correlation between students habit in listening to English songs and

their vocabulary mastery.

D. The Definition of Key Terms

Correlation

According to Sarwono (2011), correlation is a statistical
method employed to assess the relationship or connection between
two variables. This research aims to evaluate the correlation
between students’ listening habits to English songs and their
vocabulary mastery.
Listening habit

In this study, listening habit refers to the students’
consistent and repeated behavior of listening to English songs as
part of their daily or weekly routine. It includes the frequency,
duration, and consistency of their listening activity. Listening habit
is considered an informal exposure to English input that may
influence language learning, particularly vocabulary acquisition.

The concept is based on Sandua (2023) explanation of habits as

“ingrained patterns of behavior” formed through repetition and
routine.
English Songs

In this study, an English song refers to any song that is
predominantly performed and written in the English language,
regardless of musical genre (e.g., pop, country, ballad, indie, etc.).
Students in this study are reported to listen to English songs for
approximately 20 minutes per day, either actively (by paying
attention to lyrics and meanings) or passively (as background
music). Moreover, Murphey (1992) emphasizes that "Songs can
serve as valuable tools for learning vocabulary, sentence structures,
and patterns, while also reflecting the culture of the mother
tongue."
Vocabulary Mastery

In this study, vocabulary mastery refers to the students’
ability to understand and use English words accurately and
appropriately in various contexts. It involves knowing the meaning
of words, how they are used in sentences, and how they relate to
other words in the language. Vocabulary mastery is essential in
developing overall language proficiency, as it directly supports
skills such as listening, speaking, reading, and writing. According
to Nation (2001), having a strong vocabulary base is a key factor in

successful language learning because vocabulary knowledge
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influences learners’ ability to comprehend input and express ideas

clearly.

CHAPTER I

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

. Theoretical Framework
1) Vocabulary Mastery

a. Definition of Vocabulary Mastery

Vocabulary mastery is a crucial component of second language
acquisition, as it enables learners to understand input, express
ideas, and engage in meaningful communication. Vocabulary
development can occur through different learning strategies and
processes, particularly through explicit and implicit learning.
According to Schmitt (2000), vocabulary learning strategies are
defined as “the conscious and unconscious mental processes used
by learners to learn and retain vocabulary.” These strategies are
typically categorized into two major types: explicit learning and
implicit learning.

Explicit vocabulary learning involves intentional efforts to
acquire vocabulary, such as through direct instruction, using
dictionaries, vocabulary lists, or rote memorization. Learners are
consciously aware that they are trying to learn new words. This
method is often used in formal education settings and is effective
for quickly acquiring specific vocabulary items (Nation, 2001).

On the other hand, implicit vocabulary learning occurs
naturally and unconsciously through exposure to the language in

meaningful contexts, such as listening to songs, watching movies,

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or reading texts. Learners are not necessarily focused on learning
vocabulary but acquire it as a by-product of understanding the
overall message. As Krashen (1985) explains in his Input
Hypothesis, language acquisition happens most effectively when
learners are exposed to comprehensible input—Ilanguage that is
slightly above their current proficiency level but still
understandable through context.

In the context of this study, vocabulary mastery is primarily
explored through the lens of implicit learning, where students
develop vocabulary knowledge incidentally by listening to English
songs. Regular exposure to such input allows learners to repeatedly
encounter new words in context, helping them internalize
meanings and usage patterns without formal instruction.

Type of Vocabulary Mastery

Susanto (2017), distinguished the two types of vocabulary. The
first type of vocabulary refers to the one that the students had been
taught and that they were expected to be able to use. Meanwhile,
the second one referred to the words which the students would
recognize when they met them, but they would probably not be
able to pronounce.

Active Vocabulary
The words that learners are able to understand, pronounce
correctly, and apply efficiently in both speaking and writing.

Manda et al (2022) further explains that active vocabulary refers to
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words that students have been taught or learned, and are expected
to be able to use. Active vocabulary is a form of productive
learning, particularly in speaking and writing.

Passive vocabulary

Words that students can recognize and understand when
encountered in context, but are unable to produce accurately
themselves. Manda et al (2022) also notes that passive vocabulary
refers to words students can recognize when they come across
them, although they are unlikely to be able to produce them.
Passive vocabulary involves receptive learning, particularly related
to reading and listening.

Learners are expected to acquire these vocabularies in order
to become proficient in the English language. As we know, English
encompasses four skills: speaking, reading, listening, and writing.
Many believe that a strong vocabulary helps individuals perform
well in reading and listening comprehension tasks. It also allows
them to write anything they wish to express. Conversely, a person
may feel hesitant to speak English if they lack a solid vocabulary,
and they might struggle with reading and listening comprehension
tasks.

The Indicators of Vocabulary Mastery
1) Lexical Recognition
Lexical recognition refers to the ability to recognize and

understand the relationships between words, such as synonyms
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(words with similar meanings) and antonyms (words with
opposite meanings). This skill is essential for learners to
expand their vocabulary and use word variations effectively in
communication. According to Nation (2001), vocabulary
mastery involves the ability to recognize the meaning of words
and the relationships among them, which supports effective

learning of new vocabulary.

2) Morphological Awareness

Morphological awareness is the ability to recognize and
understand the structure of words, including distinguishing root
words from those with prefixes and suffixes. This awareness
helps learners identify patterns in word formation and enrich
their vocabulary. According Carlisle (2000), morphological
awareness is a crucial aspect of language learning because it
enables learners to break down complex words into simpler

parts to understand their meaning.

3) Contextual Understanding

Contextual understanding is the ability to grasp a word's
meaning based on the context of a sentence or conversation,
including how a word's meaning can change depending on the
situation. This skill is important so learners do not just
memorize literal meanings but understand appropriate usage.
According to Krashen’s Input Hypothesis (1985), language

acquisition is most effective when learners receive
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comprehensible input language input that they can understand
within meaningful context.
Comprehension and Response

This aspect involves learners’ ability to respond or answer
questions appropriately based on the context of a text or
conversation. It shows that learners not only understand
vocabulary passively but can also actively use it in
communication. According to Nation (2001), productive
vocabulary knowledge, the ability to use vocabulary actively in

speaking or writing is a crucial part of vocabulary mastery.

a. Description of Habit
Habit is something that is not conducted drastically but it is
conducted slowly, repeatedly, and continuously. In addition,
Longman (2010), defines habit as a pattern behavior that is

regular and which has become almost automatic as a result of
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repetition. Meanwhile, Carter (1973) said that Habit is an action
practice has become familiar and easy. According to Jack
Richard et al. (1990) a habit is a behavior pattern that occurs
regularly and becomes almost automatic due to repeated
practice. Sandua (2023), state that “Habit are ingrained pattern
of behavior that usually reflect an individual’s automatic
responses to various stimuli.”
Based on the definitions above, it can be concluded that
a habit is a repetitive action or activity that, through frequent
repetition, develops into a tendency to perform it automatically,
regularly, and without conscious awareness. Over time, this
behavior becomes ingrained, requiring little or no intentional
thought to carry out. Moreover, habits are often linked to
activities related to one's hobbies, talents, preferred activities, or
personal inclinations, and they are performed regularly, often
without conscious awareness. These behaviors become deeply
ingrained over time, as individuals engage in them naturally and
routinely.
Definition of Listening Skill
Buck (2001) explains that “listening is not a passive
activity, but rather an active process of constructing meaning”.
This process involves using prior knowledge and experiences to
interpret and make sense of the incoming sounds. As individuals

listen, they actively engage with the information by applying
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their understanding of language, context, and personal
experiences to decode and interpret the spoken words, ultimately
creating meaning from what they hear.

Listening plays a crucial role for students in the classroom
because it helps enhance their speaking abilities, with listening
being a fundamental component of speaking skills. Much of our
time is spent listening to various sources of information, such as
lectures, radio, television, movies, videos, music, and platforms
like YouTube. In order to communicate effectively, it is vital to
be able to understand and process what others are saying on a
daily basis, as this enables meaningful and coherent interaction.

According to Brown & Yule (1983), listening is the
process of focusing attention on and attempting to understand
the meaning of the sounds or words we hear. The more we
engage with listening, the better we become at understanding the
information being conveyed. Similarly, Rost et al (2002) offers a
comprehensive definition of listening, describing it as a process
with multiple dimensions. First, it involves receiving the spoken
message (receptive orientation), then constructing and
interpreting its meaning (constructive orientation). Listening
also requires negotiating meaning with the speaker and
providing responses (collaborative orientation). Finally, it
involves creating meaning through personal involvement,

imagination, and empathy (transformative orientation).
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From the description above, it can be concluded that
listening is a complex and active process of interpretation,
where learners connect new information they hear with their
existing knowledge. This process engages the mind, requiring
focused attention to understand the message. By actively
listening and processing the information, learners are able to
integrate and make sense of what they hear, which in turn
facilitates the development of other skills. When listening is
approached with attention and engagement, it becomes easier to
improve in other areas, such as speaking, reading, and writing,
since understanding spoken language forms the foundation for

these abilities.

3) English Song

According to Tovmasyan & Ghazaryan (2021), songs are
compositions of music that include lyrics or words. They
combine melody and rhythm with verbal expression, where the
music serves as a framework for the words, allowing them to be
sung and often conveying a message or emotion through both
the sound and the lyrics. The fundamental components of a song
are the music and the lyrics. The music is primarily associated
with rhythm, which provides the tempo and flow, while the
lyrics consist of the words that are sung. Together, these two
elements combine to create the full structure of a song, with the

rhythm helping to shape the pace and mood, and the words
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conveying meaning or emotion. Songs can be categorized into
various genres, with common types including art songs, pop
songs, and folk songs, each distinguished by its unique
characteristics and style. There are art songs, pop songs, and

folk songs.

a. Art Song

Art songs are compositions crafted specifically for
performance as independent pieces of music, usually
accompanied by piano, though other forms of accompaniment
such as orchestras or string quartets may also be utilized. These
songs are meticulously written down in musical notation. The
lyrics of art songs are typically written by a poet or lyricist,
while the music itself is composed by a composer. For an
optimal performance, singers typically require formal voice
training, as the performance demands a high level of vocal
technique and expressiveness. The combination of music and
lyrics in art songs is designed to present a cohesive work,
emphasizing the close connection between the two elements.

Furthermore, Koops (2004) states that "The role of the
singer in art songs is not only to perform the music but to bring
the poetry to life, thus creating a deeper connection with the
audience.” These insights emphasize the importance of both the
technical and interpretive aspects involved in performing art

songs, reflecting their unique place in musical history.
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b. Folk Song

Folk songs are typically songs with origins that are either
unknown or in the public domain, and they are traditionally
passed down through oral transmission. These songs are an
integral part of national or cultural identity, as noted by Lomax
(1968), who emphasizes that "folk songs are an essential means

of transmitting and preserving cultural traditions."

c. Popular Song

According to Brackett (2011), "Popular music is a key
cultural force in modern society, shaping and reflecting the
values of its time" and plays an integral role in global cultural
exchange. Moreover, Cohen (2007) have noted that modern
popular music, including pop songs, becomes ingrained in
culture when it transcends its original context and is shared
across different generations and social groups. These songs,
often starting as recordings, find new life as they are passed on
in a more informal, personalized manner, solidifying their place
in the cultural landscape.

We can conclude that singing and listening to English
songs involve engaging with English words and music using
one's voice, which is typically distinguished from speaking.
Singing is an act of vocalizing English words in a musical

context, while listening to these songs involves focusing on and
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attempting to understand the meanings of the English words
presented in the lyrics.
a. Listening Habit to English Song
According to Murphey (1992), there are three key
indicators that define the habit of listening to English songs:

1) Repetitive Action

Students should engage in the regular practice of listening
to English songs, making it a frequent activity they repeat over

time.

2) Attention
Students should focus their attention while listening to
English songs, ensuring they are actively engaged in listening

process.

3) Get the meaning

Students learn to derive meaning from lyrics, improving

their overall understanding of the language

b. The Correlation between Listening Habit to English Song and
Vocabulary Mastery

Many students struggle with understanding English because they

are not familiar with the meanings of the words. However, learning

vocabulary can be challenging. Students must not only memorize the

words but also actively practice using them in various contexts to
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fully grasp their meanings and applications. This process requires
consistent effort and repetition.

According to Rahmadaniati & Widiastuty (2024), Listening to
English-language music, in particular, has shown to have a
significant impact on students' ability to acquire new words.
Listening to English songs is an effective way to motivate students in
their English learning journey, particularly in enhancing their
vocabulary skills. According to Murphey (1992) cited on Millington
(2011), songs serve as valuable tools in learning vocabulary,
sentence structures, and sentence patterns. Additionally, songs often
reflect the cultural aspects of the native language, making them a
rich resource for language learners.

When students develop an interest in English songs, it
encourages them to listen to these songs more frequently. The more
they engage in this activity, the more it becomes a habit. Students
who enjoy listening to English songs often play the same songs
repeatedly, which helps reinforce their familiarity with the language.
Listening to English songs becomes a regular practice for them. This
activity is simple and enjoyable, making it an accessible way for
students to immerse themselves in the language.

Based on this explanation, the researcher concludes that the habit
of listening to English songs is linked to vocabulary mastery. When
students regularly listen to English songs, this habit can significantly

motivate them in their learning process, particularly in expanding
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their vocabulary. The frequent exposure to the language through
music encourages them to engage with English in a more natural and

consistent manner.

B. Relevant of the research

According to Syafi'i (2007), it is essential to conduct relevant
research that reviews and analyzes previous studies conducted by other
researchers, particularly those that are closely related to the topic of our
own research. This helps in understanding the context and background of
the issue being investigated and ensures that the new research builds upon
existing knowledge. In other words, the researcher must provide a detailed
overview of the designs, results, and conclusions from prior studies. This
includes explaining the methodologies used, the key findings, and the
interpretations or conclusions drawn by previous researchers, which are
relevant to the current study.

The first relevant study is conducted by Wardiansyah et al, (2019),
this study aimed to determine “the correlation between students' listening
habits to English songs and their vocabulary mastery”. A quantitative
correlational design was used. The research subjects were 60 third-grade
students at SMPN 06 Bengkulu City. Data were collected through two
instruments: a questionnaire to assess students’ English song listening
habits and a vocabulary test (VLT). The Pearson Product Moment formula
processed through SPSS IBM Statistics version 20 showed that rxy was
greater than the r table (0.835 > 0.254). This means the alternative

hypothesis was accepted, and the null hypothesis was rejected. It can be

concluded that there is a significant positive correlation between the habit
of listening to English songs and vocabulary mastery.

The second relevant study is conducted by Fitri et al. (2024), this
study investigates “the correlation between the habit of listening to English
songs and vocabulary mastery among first-year students in the English
Study Program at FKIP Universitas Riau”. English songs are increasingly
popular and serve as an engaging medium for language learning, offering
repeated exposure to new vocabulary, improved pronunciation, and
contextual word understanding. Students who frequently listen to English
songs tend to become more familiar with new words. The study employed
a quantitative correlational method using questionnaires and vocabulary
tests. Using the Pearson Product-Moment correlation processed through
SPSS, the study found a correlation coefficient of 0.714, indicating a
strong correlation. The null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected, confirming a
significant relationship between the two variables..

The last relevant study is conducted by Abudi et al. (2023), this
study aims to find out “the correlation between students’ habits of
listening to English songs via YouTube and their vocabulary mastery”. A
quantitative correlational approach was used with 24 tenth-grade students
from SMA N 1 Suwawa. Data were collected using a questionnaire on
song-listening habits and a vocabulary test. Data analysis using the
Pearson Product Moment formula showed a moderate positive correlation
(r = 0.529), meaning that the more frequently students listen to English

songs, the better their vocabulary mastery. Listening habits contributed
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27.98% to vocabulary mastery. In conclusion, there is a moderate
correlation between students’ English song-listening habits and their
vocabulary skills.

Several previous studies have demonstrated a positive correlation
between students’ habits of listening to English songs and their vocabulary
mastery. For instance, Wardiansyah et al. (2019) found a significant
relationship between the frequency of listening to English songs and
vocabulary improvement among junior high school students. Similar
studies by Fitri et al. (2024) & Abudi et al. (2023) reported that students
who regularly listen to English songs tend to have better vocabulary skills
compared to those who do not. However, most of these studies were
conducted with different populations and in contexts that are not specific.
Therefore, there is a lack of research that specifically examines the
correlation between the habit of listening to English songs and vocabulary
mastery among fourth-semester students in the English Education Study
Program at UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. The unique academic and
cultural context of UIN Suska Riau may influence students’ listening
habits and the impact of these habits on their vocabulary mastery, making
focused research on this population necessary to provide more accurate
and relevant insights.

However, there are also differences from the previous research.
The several studies used a cluster random sampling technique. However,
the researcher only focus on the correlation between habit in listening to

English songs and vocabulary mastery, the researcher used purposive
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sampling in this study and there are no previous researchers who have
examined this title at the English Education Department of UIN Sultan
Syarif Kasim Riau. So, the researcher was interested to conducting this

research.

. Operational Concept

Operational concepts are based on theoretical concepts that are
relevant to the variables involved in a study. These concepts must be
clearly defined and measurable in both practical and empirical terms for
use in academic writing (Syafi’i, 2013). In other words, when conducting
research, the abstract ideas and theories related to a study must be
transformed into specific, measurable terms that can be applied in real-
world situations and tested through empirical methods.

This study is a correlational research, employing a quantitative
approach with a correlation method. In this type of research, if there is a
strong relationship between two variables, the scores or values of one
variable can be used to predict the scores or values of the other variable. In
other words, the researcher examines how changes or patterns in one
variable are associated with changes or patterns in another, and uses this
relationship to make predictions or understand the nature of the connection
between the two variables.

This study adopts the quantitative correlational method due to its
emphasis on analyzing numerical data through statistical processes. The
use of this method is specifically chosen because it allows for the

examination of the relationship between variables and their potential

. Research Design

The research design used in this study was correlational research
and focus on listening habit to English song and vocabulary mastery.
According to Green & Celkan (2011), to establish relationships between
variables and to explain the causes of such relationships, quantitative data
analysis is inevitable. Moreover, Fraenkel & Wallen (2008), correlational
research was a study to determine the relationship and level of
relationship between two or more variables without any attempt to
influence these variables so that there were no variable manipulations.
Correlational research is occasionally called a type of descriptive research
because it outlines the current relationship between two variables. In other
words, correlational research can also be considered a form of descriptive
research. The reason of choosing this method is the researcher wants to
know the strength of the relation of two or more variables based on
correlation coefficient.

So, the researcher used a quantitative approach in this study.
Creswell (2014) defines “quantitative research is an interrelated set of
constructs (or variables) formed into propositions, or hypotheses, that
specify the relationship among variables (typically in terms of magnitude
or direction)”.

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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

. Conclusion

This study aimed to examine the significance correlation between
students’ habit in listening English song and their vocabulary mastery of
fourth semester at English education department UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim
Riau. The participant of this study was the fourth semester English
education department UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. Based on the
findings, the researcher concludes that the answers to the stated research
questions are as follows:

The students’ habit in listening to English song at fourth semester in
English education department UIN Sultan Syarif Riau was at “Low”
category with a mean score 57,45.

The students’ VVocabulary Mastery at fourth semester in English education
department UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau was at “Very High” category
with a mean score 85,16.

There is a significant negative correlation of moderate to strong level
between students’ habit in listening to English songs and their vocabulary
mastery, as indicated by a Pearson correlation coefficient of -0.567 (p <
0.01). This means that among fourth-semester students in the English
Education Study Program at UIN Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau, an increase in
the habit in listening to English songs tends to be associated with a
decrease in vocabulary mastery scores, or vice versa. The significance

value (p-value) of 0.000< 0.05 indicates that the alternative hypothesis

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(Ha) is accepted, and the null hypothesis (Ho) is rejected. Therefore, it can
be concluded that there is a significant correlation between students’ habit

in listening to English songs and students’ vocabulary mastery

. Suggestion

Based on the findings, the researcher would like to offer several

suggestions, as follows:

1. Students are advised not to rely solely on listening to English songs as
a strategy to improve their vocabulary. While music can be an
enjoyable exposure to the language, passive listening without
conscious effort to understand the lyrics may not contribute positively
to vocabulary acquisition. It is recommended that students actively
engage with the content such as by reading the lyrics, noting
unfamiliar words, and practicing their usage in sentences. This aligns
with Krashen’s (1985) Input Hypothesis, which suggests that input
must be meaningful and understood to facilitate language learning.

2. Lecturers should guide students in transforming entertainment-based
activities like listening to music into structured learning opportunities.
By incorporating lyric analysis or vocabulary-based tasks using
popular songs into the classroom, teachers can ensure that the language
input from music becomes more comprehensible and purposeful. As
Gilakjani & Ahmadi (2011) argue, music is most effective in language
learning when learners engage with it actively rather than passively.

3. Considering the unexpected negative correlation found in this study,

future researchers are encouraged to explore potential variables that
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may influence this relationship. These may include students’ listening
