Understanding Students’ Perspective on 

Reading Comprehension of Report Text in 

The Third Grade at SMPN 3 Tebing 

This study aims to investigate students' perspectives on their 

understanding of the report text at SMPN 3 Tebing. This study used a qualitative 

research approach. In collecting data, the researcher used interviews with 5 

student participants, which were conducted using a purposive sampling 

technique. The results showed that the majority of students had a diverse 

understanding of report texts. Some students admitted to having difficulties 

understanding the structure and academic vocabulary used in report texts, 

especially if the topic is unfamiliar. Nonetheless, students showed efforts to 

understand the text through strategies such as repeated reading, translating 

difficult words, and discussing the content of the text with friends. Evaluations, 

such as assignments and questions after reading, were also considered to help 

them understand the content of the text better. The findings indicate that 

students' reading comprehension is influenced by internal factors such as interest 

and learning strategies, and external factors such as text complexity and 

evaluation methods used by teachers.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk Untuk menyelidiki perspektif siswa 

tentang pemahaman mereka terhadap teks laporan di SMPN 3 Tebing. Penelitian 

ini menggunakan pendekatan penelitian kualitatif. Dalam mengumpulkan data, 

peneliti menggunakan wawancara dengan jumlah partisipan 5 orang siswa dan 

diambil menggunakan teknik pengambilan sampel purposif. Hasil penelitian 

menunjukkan bahwa mayoritas siswa memiliki pemahaman yang beragam 

terhadap teks laporan. Beberapa siswa mengaku mengalami kesulitan dalam 

memahami struktur dan kosakata akademik yang digunakan dalam teks laporan, 

terutama jika topiknya tidak familiar. Meskipun demikian, siswa menunjukkan 

upaya untuk memahami teks melalui strategi seperti membaca berulang, 

menerjemahkan kata sulit, dan mendiskusikan isi teks dengan teman. Evaluasi 

seperti tugas dan pertanyaan setelah membaca juga dinilai membantu mereka 

memahami isi teks dengan lebih baik. Temuan ini mengindikasikan bahwa 

pemahaman membaca siswa dipengaruhi oleh faktor internal seperti minat dan 

strategi belajar, serta faktor eksternal seperti kompleksitas teks dan metode 

evaluasi yang digunakan guru.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

A. Background of the Research 

Reading is regarded as a key fundamental skill in language learning. 

Reading is the process of acquiring and comprehending the content of a text. 

Tarigan, (2008) states that reading involves a cycle in which a reader uses 

words to understand the message conveyed by the author. These words are 

visible and comprehensible to the reader(Nisa & Mawar Helmanda, n.d.). The 

text provides information, and readers interpret what they understand from it. 

Reading can be described as the transformation of the information in the text 

into meaning (Hasibuan, 2020). Similarly, according to Gilakjani (2016), 

reading involves the reader's interactive response to extract meaning from the 

text using efficient reading techniques. This implies that students should 

acquire diverse new information and knowledge through reading.  

The main way to achieve understanding is through reading, as stated 

by Grabe (2009, p. 14). Comprehension is crucial in the reading process 

because reading itself is pointless without understanding the content. Laura 

(2004, p. 272) explains, comprehension involves readers interacting with 

texts to construct meaning through a combination of information from the 

text, information from previous knowledge and experience, and the reader's 

perspective on the text. Students now have difficulty developing the meaning 

of the text because they are unable to draw on prior information, comprehend 
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language, connect essential concepts, and make inferences. 

Students' Perspective on Reading Comprehension, like other traits, 

must always start from a clear understanding of what reading comprehension 

is. Therefore, reading comprehension needs to receive more attention, 

especially among third-grade students at SMPN 3 Tebing. Teaching and 

learning reading comprehension for third-grade students at SMPN 3 Tebing is 

required to understand texts to obtain information. Students are not required 

to understand every part of a sentence or paragraph, but they must understand 

the message that the writer wants to convey. All these objectives require 

reading comprehension, which will help students develop their skills in 

English. The perspective of students in reading comprehension is very 

important for enhancing learning abilities. Students must be active in reading, 

not just passively receiving information. students must be more critical in 

evaluating the validity of information and distinguishing between facts and 

opinions. In addition, students must be selective in choosing relevant 

information and creative in connecting information with prior knowledge and 

personal experiences. 

several studies have been conducted previously that also discuss the 

Students' perspective. The next gap conducted this study was researched 

regarding the Students' Perspective of report text by Sepmi Risanda et al., 

(2022); Fatin Nadifa Tarigan (2021); Magdalena Harita 2024; Anisa Sapitri et 

al., (2022); Cut Widia Tari et al., (2024). In previous research, the difficulties 

students face in reading comprehension have been discussed. The next gap is 
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that the researcher will research at SMPN 3 Tebing at the selected location 

which has never been studied regarding Reading comprehension of report 

text and this research will focus on Students' Perspective of report text, which 

can provide insights into how students view or feel about the report text, 

including factors that influence their understanding, such as interest, 

motivation, or their experiences in reading the text from the Students the third 

grade SMPN 3 Tebing 

Based on the researcher's preliminary study of the third grade of SMPN 3 

Tebing,  

1. students experienced difficulties in understanding report texts due to 

unfamiliar vocabulary and complex sentence structures, making it hard to 

grasp the main ideas; and  

2. most students lacked effective reading strategies, as they tended to translate 

word by word rather than using comprehension techniques like 

summarizing or rereading.   

As a result, reading comprehension is one of the essential skills in 

English language learning. However, many students face various obstacles, 

such as difficulties in identifying the main idea, finding factual information, 

referring to relevant references, drawing conclusions, and limited vocabulary. 

This problem suggests an urgent need to understand more deeply students' 

perspectives on the barriers they experience in reading and comprehending 

texts. Research focusing on students' perspectives provides important insights 

into the underlying causes of learning difficulties that may not be fully 
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identified by teachers, interest and motivational factors that influence students' 

engagement with texts, and the effectiveness of teaching methods used. By 

understanding students' perspective, this research has the potential to provide 

empirical data that can be used to develop more effective teaching strategies, 

improve student needs-based learning approaches, and help students overcome 

reading barriers. The results of this research will not only enrich the 

understanding of students' difficulties but also encourage the creation of 

practical and relevant solutions to improve students' literacy skills in academic 

contexts and everyday life. 

Besides, teaching reading becomes challenging when a teacher lacks 

prepared instructional methods. Instructors at high schools usually have the 

freedom to choose their preferred approach for teaching reading, making 

activities for teaching and learning essential. In a captivating reading session, 

educators can for the method that will have the most impact on the students. 

When students attempt to read a challenging book, they might feel 

uncomfortable and are more likely to make mistakes. Their difficulty in 

comprehending the material stems from their lack of engagement with the 

topic. 

Based on the facts, from the students' perspective, there are several 

factors that hinder their comprehension in reading, including limited 

vocabulary mastery, complex sentence structure, and limited background 

knowledge of certain topics. For example, unfamiliar vocabulary can hinder 

comprehension, especially when students read texts with technical or field-
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specific terms. In addition, long and convoluted sentence structures often make 

it difficult for them to understand the implied meaning. Focus and motivation 

also become obstacles, especially when the text feels irrelevant or too dense to 

read. To overcome this, students can apply several strategies, such as active 

reading by noting important points, using contextual clues to understand new 

words, and creating graphs or mind maps to summarize information. With the 

right strategies, students improve their critical thinking skills and strengthen 

their communication skills, both orally and in writing. Therefore, mastering 

reading comprehension is one of the main keys in students' learning processes. 

Based on the Merdeka Curriculum, the teaching of report texts aims to 

help students understand and present factual information clearly and 

systematically. Report text is one of the factual genres introduced at the junior 

high school level, particularly in English subjects, to enable students to 

identify, comprehend, and evaluate information based on observations of an 

object or phenomenon. However, in practice, these objectives have not been 

fully achieved by third-grade students. Many students still struggle to 

understand the content of report texts, especially in identifying main ideas, 

interpreting detailed information, and analyzing the structure of the text. 

Furthermore, students often find it difficult to connect the information in the 

text with their prior knowledge or personal experiences. This indicates that 

although the Merdeka Curriculum emphasizes comprehension, critical 

thinking, and reflection over memorization, these competencies remain 

challenging to develop effectively within the classroom learning process. 
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Based on the phenomena above, the researcher is interested in 

conducting this research to explore and understand students' perspectives on 

their reading comprehension of report texts. By investigating the specific 

challenges, they face such as unfamiliar vocabulary, complex sentence 

structures, and ineffective reading strategies this study aims to gain deeper 

insights into their experiences and approaches in reading report texts. 

Furthermore, the findings are expected to contribute to the development of 

more effective teaching strategies that support students in improving their 

reading comprehension skills, especially in understanding informational texts 

like report texts. The researcher is interested in conducting research entitled: 

“UNDERSTANDING STUDENTS PERSPECTIVES ON READING 

COMPREHENSION OF REPORT TEXT AT THE THIRD GRADE OF 

SMPN 3 TEBING”. 

B. Research Problem

on the Students' perspectives on reading comprehension at the third grade 

of SMP N 3 Tebing.

For students, especially English students, researchers 

Hopefully, this research will be useful for students in reading 

understanding. It is also hoped that it can improve students' reading skills 

and comprehension in reading English texts. For other researchers, 

researchers hope that this research can be carried out to benefit students in 

reading comprehension. And also expect it to improve students' reading 

comprehension. 

D. Definition of the key term 

There are several terms in this study, to avoid misunderstanding the terms 

used in this study, it is necessary to define these terms. The definitions are as 

follows: 

1. Perspectives 

Shahiro (2006) states that perspective is the way of seeing or 

understanding a phenomenon or situation, influenced by personal 
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experiences, knowledge, and beliefs. This definition highlights that 

perspective is not a fixed viewpoint but rather a dynamic process shaped by 

individual factors and contexts. 

2. Reading Comprehension 

According to Bulut (2017), reading comprehension involves 

assessing students' grasp of vocabulary, ability to comprehend the text, and 

strategies to understand its meaning. This suggests that reading 

comprehension is not solely about reading a text, but also understanding its 

content and significance. 

3. Report Text 

Report text is the kind of text that presents information about 

something in general. It is a result of systematic observation and analysis. 

Sometimes, students have difficulty understanding report text because the 

language used in this kind of text is not always at the elementary level. 

Thus, students should have a good ability to comprehend text. Therefore, 

teaching reading is not only providing the text and then asking students to 

translate word by word but also asking students to understand the content 

of the text. 
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CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

A. Theoretical Framework 

1. The Concept of Perspectives 

a. Definition of Perspectives 

Perspective refers to our perception of something based on our 

senses and experiences. According to Nguyen & Filipi (2018), 

understanding a student's perspective involves gathering input from 

teachers and peers. According to Nguyen & Filipi (2018), feedback from 

teachers, whether direct or indirect, is highly valued by language learners. 

This feedback helps students understand their mistakes in assignments 

(Chandler, 2003). 

Martono (2010) states that perspective as the approach to viewing a 

problem or a specific standpoint for observing a phenomenon. Perspective 

Study involves more than just observing a situation; it provides students 

with an opportunity to learn, expand their perspectives, and equip 

themselves for the future on a new level. In perspective, students can 

provide opportunities for them to broaden their horizons and perspectives 

on the world of work based on the experiences of students. Perspective 

Study is not just looking at the situation, but here students learn, broaden 

their horizons, and become a new platform to prepare themselves in the 

future. In perspective, students can provide opportunities for them to 

broaden their horizons and perspectives on the world of work based on the 
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experiences of students. 

Perry (1995), states that the concept of the internal point of view, 

emphasizing that truly understanding a practice such as law equires 

considering how it is experienced and interpreted by those who 

participate in it from within. However, this multifaceted concept is not 

fixed; it is dynamic, continuously evolving with each new experience 

and insight. It shapes perception, enabling individuals to find meaning 

and significance within the complexities of life. 

Perspective can be understood as the unique way individuals see 

and interpret the world. It is shaped by a combination of beliefs, values, 

experiences, and assumptions that influence how people understand 

events and situations. These perspectives are also affected by one’s 

cultural background, social environment, and personal history. As a 

result, perspective is not just a personal opinion, but a framework that 

helps individuals make sense of reality and respond to what they 

experience in daily life. 

   Moreover, perspective plays a crucial role in shaping how 

individuals process information, make decisions, and interact with others. 

It influences how problems are understood and how solutions are 

approached. Since each person’s perspective is influenced by different 

factors, such as family upbringing, education, and social interactions, 

there can be a wide variety of interpretations and reactions to the same 

situation. Understanding this diversity of perspectives is important, 
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especially in  

ion, communication, and social research, as it helps promote empathy, 

critical thinking, and more inclusive decision-making 

According to Sardjono (1992), perspective conveys the author's 

point of view through characters, actions, backgrounds, and events in the 

story. Perspective refers to a person's point of view on an issue. As a 

result, perspective refers to a person's assessment of an observed 

phenomenon. In the context of research, perspective frequently refers to 

the study subject's viewpoint on a certain occurrence being observed or 

investigated. This perspective is important in research because it 

influences how people observe, appraise, and interpret the phenomenon 

under study (Smith & Osborne, 2015). Any of these perspectives stem 

from human experience in living a life. As a result of this encounter, an 

idea emerged that has the potential to change people's perspectives or 

opinions. Perspective is commonly defined as a view of an event. 

According to the current Indonesian Dictionary, perspective is a human 

point of view in selecting ideas and beliefs about a topic. Based on the 

etymology of the word, the meaning of a global perspective is a 

comprehensive and worldwide perspective or insight. Scientifically, a 

global perspective is described as a comprehensive perspective. 

According to Bandura (1997), an individual's perspective is mostly 

determined by the interplay between their experience and their 

surroundings, which includes the educational system and the digital tools 
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they utilize. Furthermore, a person's perspective might be influenced by 

the social and cultural standards that apply in their context. According to 

Umam, A. & Handini, H. (2021) demonstrate that learning Students' 

perspective, perspective in asking students' ideas about Teacher 

comments and peer perceptions are crucial variables in It is critical to 

consider. According to Bloemert et. al (2019)The students' perspectives 

refer to their dispositions toward something, a mental framework, other 

people, and social situations, based on personal experience or 

observation. We have the freedom to communicate whatever. That is in 

our brains, because it is founded on what the individual feels and 

observes. No one has control over another students’ perspective. 

b. Indicators of Students' Perspective 

According to Bimo Walgito (2010), perspective involves organizing 

and interpreting sensory experiences to create meaning for individuals. 

some indicators of the student perspective are as follows: 

1. Absorption 

Absorption is an indicator of perception in the physiological stage, 

involving the five senses and their ability to grasp external stimuli. This 

is the foundational level where students become aware of what they read 

or observe. 

2. Understanding  

Understanding involves a subjective analysis that is unique to each 

individual. At this stage, students begin to interpret the information they 
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have perceived, drawing on personal experiences, prior knowledge, and 

cognitive frameworks. 

3. Evaluation 

Individuals interpret external stimuli based on their sensory 

perceptions. This judgment is highly subjective. Each individual will 

perceive the environment differently. Some people find certain stimuli 

challenging and boring, while others find them enjoyable. 

c. General Characteristics of Perspective 

According to Shaleh (2004), the general qualities of perception 

include modality, dimensional place, dimensional time, contextual 

structure, and word meaning. The explanations for the general traits are: 

1. Modality 

      Stimuli should be appropriate for each sensory modality, including 

light for vision, odor for olfaction, temperature for flavorings, sound 

for hearing, and characteristics for touch surfaces. 

2. Dimensional Space 

The perception of space encompasses top-down, high-low, wide-

narrow, foreground-background, and other perspectives. 

3. Dimensional Time 

The perception that the world has various time dimensions, 

including slow, quick, young, and elderly. 

4. Contextual Structure 

Objects and phenomena in the world have a structure that combines 

observation and context. The structure and context of a coherent 

whole. 

5. The Meaning of the Word 

The word "world perception" is meaningful. We tend to observe 
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and perceive symptoms that are relevant to us. 

 

d. Factors that Influence Students' Perspective 

According to Sobur (2011), identified key factors that influence 

stimulation selection and perspective of people and situations. 

Perspectives are influenced by both internal and external forces. Internal 

Factors: Among the internal factors are: 

1. Needs and Desires 

Students' perceptive of satisfaction differs greatly from that of 

frustration. Individuals view things differently based on their wants and 

desires. Student perspective of others and their surroundings is 

influenced by their expectations, motivations, and desires. 

2. Personality 

Personal characteristics have a significant impact on how others 

perceive them. Optimistic people tend to see things positively, while 

pessimistic people see them negatively. Some students can accurately 

and objectively perceive others, between optimists and pessimists. They 

summarize the issue as follows: Secure individuals perceive others as 

warm rather than cold. Thoughtful persons do not expose themselves by 

expressing excessive judgment of others. Persons who accept 

themselves and have faith in their individuality perceive things 

pleasantly. Self-accepting individuals perceive themselves as liked, 

wanted, and accepted by others. 
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3. Experience 

Combined with knowledge, experience has a perpetual impact on 

the perception of an individual. Successful experiences enhance and 

boost the perspective ability and lead to accuracy in the perspective of a 

person whereas failure erodes self-confidence. 

Meanwhile, external factors: Those listed below are as follows: 

1. Intensity, Intensive stimulation can increase attention compared to 

less stimulation. 

2. Size, Larger objects attract more attention compared to those that are 

more visible. 

3. Contrast, adding unique objects to a shared set might increase 

attention. Many people, whether aware of it or not, engage in 

unusual behavior to gain attention. Exceptional behavior garnered 

attention due to the notion of difference. 

4. Movement, there are things more interesting than quiet. 

5. Repetitive, repetitive actions might attract attention. Excessive 

repetition can lead to saturation and loss of sensory meaning. The 

replay value has gained popularity; however, it should be used with 

caution. 

6. Familiarity, Things that are familiar or well-known tend to attract 

more attention. 

e. Types of Students' Perspective  

Considering the justification derived from perspective, Robbins (2003) 

divides Perspective into three types as follows: 
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1. Person Perspective 

Person perspective refers to those processes by which we come to 

know and think about others. Their characteristics, qualities, and inner 

state. We construct images of others in ways that serve to stabilize, make 

predictions, and render our manageable view of the social world extend to 

which we attribute stable straits and enduring disposition to the other 

people. We feel that we are better able to understand their behavior and 

predict their future actions and we use these nations to guide our 

interaction which them. 

2. Social Perspective 

Understanding individuals, whether elite athletes, political leaders, 

criminals, entertainers, or loved ones, is a challenging undertaking. 

Perception is not a one-time event; we use existing knowledge to process 

new information about people. Our social lives need us to act beyond our 

immediate surroundings. Sustained social interactions necessitate the 

retention of knowledge based on the circumstances. Without memory, we 

should react to each occurrence as if it were unique. If we don't remember 

the facts, we should still be able to think or reason. 

3. Situation Perspective  

  Social psycholinguistics defines a scenario as the social elements 

that shape a person's experience or behavior at a given time and 

location. Our actions are influenced by how time and space intersect. 

Stimuli might be interpreted differently depending on their context. 

Any one of several words may emerge. Depending on the stimulus we 
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register. Our understanding of stimuli is influenced by the connections 

we form between them. 

2. The Concept of Reading Comprehension 

a. Definition of Reading Comprehension 

According to Caldwel (2002), reading comprehension is as the 

process of simultaneously extracting and constructing meaning through 

interaction and involvement with written language Lumbantobing & 

Pardede, n.d. (2020). In short, reading comprehension is the interaction 

between the readers with the written text to get meaning and message or 

information from the text. Where to get the meaning and information, the 

students do not only read but also comprehend the text in order to catch 

some ideas from the text. That is why, this ability (reading 

comprehension) or skill of comprehending a message in the text is so 

valuable and necessary in students’ goal to learn English in school. 

According to Nuttal in Qurniawan (2020), reading is a result of the 

interaction between the writer’s mind and the reader’s mind. It is the way 

how the reader tries to get the message or the intended meaning from the 

writer. In this process, the reader tries to create the meaning intended by 

the writer, they can get the message and the writer's meaning sense.  

According to Snow (2002), reading comprehension involves 

combining two reading processes. These behaviors include quoting and 

searching for meaning. Using interactions that involve written language. 

Conducting reading comprehension activities results in two ongoing 
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activities. Reading is meaningless without comprehension, hence 

understanding is crucial. The reader will read a piece if they can 

understand it. Background knowledge of the text by the reader is a 

crucial concept for reading comprehension. As a result, the passages will 

be easily understood and understood by the readers, and the authors will 

be able to gather information from the text to draw conclusions. Reading 

is meaningless without comprehension, hence understanding is crucial. 

The reader will read a piece if they can understand it. Background 

knowledge of the text by the reader is a crucial concept for reading 

comprehension. As a result, the passages will be easily understood and 

understood by the readers, and the authors will be able to gather 

information from the text to draw conclusions.  

b. The Components of Reading Comprehension 

Comprehension is essential for all skills, including reading. Reading 

success relies on comprehension of the text. Students who struggle with 

comprehension sometimes struggle with limited or complex vocabulary, 

causing them to halt in the middle of sentences and misunderstand the 

entire sentence. The components of reading comprehension were outlined 

by King & Stanley (1999) and further discussed by Yulianda (2014). 

These components provide a framework for understanding reading 

comprehension. 

1. Finding Factual Information: According to Tarigan (1980), one of 

the elements of understanding a text that is appropriate for Junior High 
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School is the ability to identify specific factual information, such as 

individuals, locations, occurrences, and time. During reading, the reader 

should be able to distinguish these details. 

2. Finding Main Idea: Identifying the main idea when reading text is 

crucial because it allows us to understand the topic being discussed. 

The main idea can be found in the opening paragraph as well as in 

the middle and concluding paragraphs, so it's important to carefully 

locate and identify it within the text. 

3. Finding the meaning of vocabulary: The students need to 

comprehend the meaning of difficult vocabulary in the text to 

understand the vocabulary. They can achieve this by understanding 

the meaning of the sentences in the text. 

4. Identifying References:  After using a word or phrase multiple 

times, students can often use reference words rather than repeating it 

to comprehend the reading material. 

5. Making inferences: The students are required to understand the text 

to make conclusions about the statements in the text. 

In this research, the researcher took 5 (five) indicators. These 

indicators are divided into reading comprehension indicators, such as finding 

the main idea, factual information, vocabulary, references, and inferences.

c. The Purpose of Reading Comprehension 

According to Nunan (2003), the main purpose of reading there are 

first to obtain information because the reader is curious about some topic, 

the second to obtain instructions on how to perform some task for daily life, 

the third to act in playing a game, do a puzzle, fourth to keep with friends 

by correspondence or to understand the business letter, fourth to know what 

is happening, and the last to know where something will take place or what 

is available. 

3. The Concept of Report Text 

a. Definition of Report Text 

According to Moss & Lapp (2010), report text involves students 

analyzing facts and constructing a format for conveying information. 

Report text typically offers factual information about a certain subject, 

such as social phenomena (riots, demonstrations, and unemployment) or 

natural phenomena (quakes, floods, storms, animals, and plants). 

Priyan (2008), states that a report text as a type of text that 

presents information about a subject. Typically, they cover a whole class 

of objects, both natural and artificial, such as mammals, planets, rocks, 
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plants, early computers, transportation, and so on. However, contend that 

reports give accurate information about certain topics, such as man-made 

objects, social phenomena (such as riots, demonstrations, and 

unemployment), and natural phenomena (such as earthquakes, floods, 

and storms). Hidayati, n.d.(2019).There are many references to define 

what a report is, such as; definition, social function, generic structure, 

and significant lexico and grammatical features or language features. 

b. Generic Structure of Report Text 

1. Title: A report text shows the topic of the text, which is something 

quite generic 

2. General Classification: A general Classification classifies items based 

on their general characteristics, such as animals, public areas, and 

plants. It will be covered in general. 

3. Description: This section provides a description of the topics that will 

be thoroughly covered, including components (and their purpose), 

attributes, traits, and actions. 

A Report Text includes an introduction of a group or general aspect and a 

focus on general nouns, like "Platypus" and "Bees." 

1. Relating verbs and action verbs are used in a report text. For example, 

relating verb: "Reptiles are scaly animals," action verb: "Birds fly in the 

sky." 

2. A report text utilizes simple present tense, for instance: "Platypus lives 

in streams," "male platypus does not need any burrow," etc. 

3. The language used in a report text is scientific, for example: "Water 
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contains oxygen and hydrogen," etc. 

4. Conditionals and logical connectives, like "but," "on the other hand," 

are used in a report text. 

B.  Relevant Research 

These studies have been resulted in finding out the students’ 

perspectives on reading comprehension of the text: 

First, Risanda, et. al (2022), it was conducted this study aimed to find 

out the students’ difficulties in answering reading comprehension 

questions of report text and the causes of the student’s difficulties in 

answering reading comprehension questions of report text. This research used 

descriptive quantitative as research design. The result of this research showed 

that students faced some difficulties in answering reading comprehension 

questions of report text and there were some causes of their difficulties in 

answering reading comprehension questions of report text. The data were 

obtained through the reading comprehension test and interview section. 

The second research by Nadifa (2024), This study is aimed to find out 

the students’ difficulties in reading comprehension on report text. This study 

was conducted at Universitas Pembinaan Masyarakat Indonesia by using 

qualitative design. The findings revealed that the most of students in 

academic year of 2020/20121 had some difficulties when reading 

comprehension and the most difficulty in reading is finding inference 

meaning. Test and interview were used in collecting the data. 

The third research by Magdalena (2024), The objectives of this research 
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were to find out what difficulties are faced by class XI students at SMK 

Negeri 2 Toma in reading comprehension of factual report text and to explain 

the factors that contribute to students’ difficulties in reading comprehension 

of factual report texts in class at SMK Negeri 2 Toma. This research was 

qualitative research design and data were obtained through reading tests and 

interviews. he results of this research were eleventh grade students at SMK 

Negeri 2 Toma experience difficulties in reading comprehension. It was 

found that five difficulties experienced by students in reading comprehension 

they are finding factual information, finding the main idea, finding the 

meaning of vocabulary, identifying references and making inferences. 

The fourth research by Anisa, et. al (2022), The objective of this 

research is to identify the difficulties faced by the eleventh-grade students of 

SMA Swasta Islam Terpadu Daar Al Uluum Kisaran, to identify factors of 

causing the students difficulties in reading comprehension at the eleventh-

grade students SMA Swasta Islam Terpadu Daar Al Uluum Kisaran 

2020/2021 Academic Year. This research is a qualitative research. the 

researcher used the technique of analyzing the data from Miles and 

Huberman. The factor of causing the students difficulties found in difficulties 

reading comprehension there are difficulty in understanding vocabulary, 

house environment, school environment and the lack of students in learning 

English. 

And the last research by Tari et.al (2024), This research aims to analyze 

the most dominant difficulties faced by the class. This research is qualitative 
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research, and the subject is class. The data collection techniques are 

observation and tests. Researchers used data analysis techniques developed 

by Miles and Huberman. factors causing these difficulties were problems 

understanding vocabulary, challenges at home and school., and the lack of 

students learning English. 

C. Conceptual Framework

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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

A. Research Design  

This research was conducted using qualitative research methods. 

According to Cresswel (2012), qualitative research is the process of 

collecting, analyzing, interpreting, and writing the results of a study. The 

investigator in quantitative research identifies a research problem based on 

trends in the field or the need to explain why something occurs. 

Based on the explanation above, the researcher concluded that 

descriptive qualitative research is to gather information about the present 

existing condition. So, in this research, only one variable is students' 

perspective on reading comprehension of report text at Third grade SMPN 3 

Tebing 

B. Research Site and Time  

This research was conducted on 15 February 2025 and at SMPN 3 

Tebing. The research was located on Jl. Penerbangan, Sei Bati, Tanjung Balai 

Karimun,29665. This site was selected for the research due to its excellent 

accessibility, making it convenient for both the researchers and participants to 

reach. Furthermore, the environment at this location is conducive to the 

objectives of the study, enabling the collection of pertinent data related to the 

research topic. The chosen timeline also provides ample opportunity for a 

comprehensive data collection process, allowing for an in-depth analysis of 

the findings. This period will encompass various stages, 
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including preparatory research, data gathering, analysis, and the 

finalization of the research report. 

C. Source Data  

Source data for qualitative research can come from many sources, 

including documentation, interviews, observations, audiovisual recordings, 

and physical artifacts (Creswell, 2012). The primary data will consist of 

interview results with participants. The interviews will be transcribed, and 

the data will be extracted from the transcriptions for analysis. Additionally, 

the data obtained from the questionnaires will be analyzed to provide 

supplementary insights into the research topic. On the other hand, secondary 

data refers to information that has already been collected, analyzed, and 

interpreted by others for purposes other than the current research (Creswell, 

2012). This type of data is not directly gathered by the researcher but is used 

to support or inform the research. For this study, secondary data will be 

sourced from journal articles and books relevant to the research topic. 

D. Participant  

The participants in this study are third grade at SMPN 3 Tebing. 

According to Creswell (2014), purposive sampling is a sampling technique 

that is carried out by selecting samples based on certain objectives or 

criteria the researcher sets. The researcher used Purposive sampling in this 

investigation.  

The researcher chose Third grade since it is relevant to this study of 

students' perspective on reading comprehension of the Report text.  In this 
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study, one class of 32 students is identified as having the highest grades 

among all classes and would the primary focus of data collection using 

questionnaires. Meanwhile, detailed information will be gathered through 

interviews with 5 selected students; this strategy ensures a thorough 

understanding of the students' perspective on reading comprehension of 

the report text.  

E. Techniques of Collecting Data 

      In this research, the researcher used interviews to collect the data, as 

follows: 

1. Interview 

According to Fraenkel & Wallen (2009), the researcher asks 

relevant questions during the interview to ensure the data obtained is 

accurate. The researcher asked relevant questions during the interview 

to ensure the data obtained was accurate. This study used in-depth 

interview techniques. This type of interview allows the interviewer to 

obtain more detailed information according to their needs. Therefore, 

the researcher interviewed the students involved to obtain the 

information necessary for this study. The interview discusses 

students’ perspectives on reading comprehension of report texts and 

how students respond. So that researchers get more details about the 

existing problems. The interview will then be recorded using a 

smartphone. To prepare for the interview, the researcher developed a 

structured interview protocol. This protocol consisted of a set of 

questions directed at the participants. In addition, the researcher 
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administered a survey in which participants responded to questions 

related to the factors influencing their reading of English textbooks 

and the difficulties they encountered in understanding the content. The 

researcher also used a mobile phone to record the interviews. 

Additionally, a notebook and a pen were utilized to take notes on key 

points during the interviews. 

According to Creswell (2012), interviewing is a method of 

collecting data by asking a series of focused questions. In this study, 

the researcher employed an interview guide as the primary data 

collection tool. The questions were designed by the researcher and 

organized from general topics to more specific issues. To enhance the 

depth of the responses, the researcher also prepared several follow-up 

or probing questions. These supplementary questions were especially 

helpful when participants provided responses that were unclear or not 

directly relevant to the main questions.

F. Trustworthiness 

Validity checks are an important part of research since they help to 

establish the legitimacy and dependability of the obtained data. To verify data 

validity in qualitative approaches, numerous procedures are available, 

including member checks, triangulation, and audits. Triangulation is the use of 

various data sources, methodologies, or researchers to verify and corroborate 

conclusions, which improves the reliability and validity of the obtained data. 

This study uses triangulation to improve the credibility and robustness of the 

collected data. (Cresswell, 2012). The practice of verifying the accuracy of data 

by analyzing evidence from multiple data sources is known as triangulation. 
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There are four different kinds of validity triangulation: observer, method, 

source, and theory research. There are four different kinds of validity 

triangulation: observer, method, source, and theory research. The researchers 

will employ source triangulation to get information on students' satisfaction 

with their writing instruction. They will collect student documentation, 

administer questionnaires, and conduct interviews with students. 

G. Technique of Data Analysis 

The most complex aspect of data analysis is combining information 

from several sources to provide a narrative of findings. Sugiyono (2013) 

states that data analysis as the methodical collection of information from 

various sources, including interviews and field notes, to improve 

comprehension and facilitate discussion of results with others. The researcher 

used Miles & Huberman's data analysis for this inquiry. Miles & Huberman 

(2014) define data analysis as three simultaneous activities: 

a. Data Reduction 

Data reduction refers to the process of simplifying, organizing, and 

focusing the collected information by identifying key points, essential 

elements, themes, and patterns. This step helps refine the data, making it 

more manageable and meaningful. By reducing the data, the researcher 

gains a clearer understanding of the study, which supports the formulation 

and validation of conclusions. 
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b. Data Display 

In qualitative research, data display involves presenting the 

processed information in a structured format. This is typically done using 

brief narratives, diagrams, category relationships, flowcharts, or similar 

visual aids. Among these, narrative descriptions are the most common. 

Such presentations help clarify what has occurred during the study, assist 

in planning next steps, and allow for verification or reevaluation of the 

data presented. 

c. Conclusions or Verification 

This stage involves deriving conclusions and confirming their 

validity. In qualitative research, conclusions often emerge as new insights 

or discoveries that were not previously known. These findings may clarify 

previously obscure phenomena, reveal causal or interactive relationships, 

or lead to the development of hypotheses or theoretical frameworks. This 

study's text data will be analyzed using thematic analysis, which allows for 

the discovery of unexpected responses to questions because it focuses on 

detecting relevant patterns in the data set without assigning priority. 

Rather, themes develop from qualitative data as a result of the researcher's 

investigations.  

Thematic analysis is a qualitative research method that identifies, 

analyzes, and interprets main patterns or themes from qualitative data. This 

analysis technique entails classifying data, organizing codes into bigger 

themes, and identifying patterns or meanings that arise from the data. 
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Thematic analysis entails introducing data, coding, developing initial 

themes, reviewing themes, defining and labelling new themes, and writing 

(Braun & Clarke, 2006).  

H. Research Procedures 

The following are research procedures, which are divided into 

preparation stages and implementation stages:  

Preparation Stage, first of all, the preparation stage begins by 

conducting preliminary research related to the research topic at SMPN 3 

Tebing. The next step is to submit an application for a research permit to the 

authorities or related parties at the school. After that, the step taken was to 

develop research instruments such as an interview about the Students’ 

perspective on reading comprehension. The final stage in preparation is 

validating the instruments that have been prepared.  

Implementation Stage: After preparations are complete, the 

implementation phase begins by determining the class that will be the 

research subject and the research schedule. Then, research subjects were 

selected, for example, as many as Third-grade students of Reading 

comprehension based on certain criteria relevant to the research topic to be 

interviewed, followed by conducting in-depth interviews with research 

subjects, namely, 5 students. Data was collected from the results of filling out 

recorded interviews. After that, data analysis was carried out on all the 

collected data. The results of data analysis are interpreted and then 

summarized to be written in a research report. Finally, a request for a letter of 

proof of research implementation is submitted to the school.  
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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

A. Conclusion 

Based on the findings and discussions, the researcher concluded that the 

students’ perspective on reading comprehension of report text is influenced 

by several aspects, such as students often find it difficult if the reading topic 

is unfamiliar to them, if the sentences are too long or complicated, and if 

there are many difficult or academic words. This makes it difficult for them to 

understand the content of the text. Even so, students still try to overcome 

these difficulties in ways such as rereading, translating words they do not 

understand, and noting important things from the reading. This shows that 

they have the desire to understand the reading better. 

 In addition, students also use various strategies to help them understand 

the report text better. Some of them start by reading the title to guess the 

topic, use translation tools such as Google Translate, or try to recognize the 

structure of the text. Most students believe that evaluation-such as answering 

questions or doing tasks after reading-is useful because it helps them know 

which parts they have understood and which parts still need improvement. 

Overall, students showed positive attitudes and motivation to improve their 

reading comprehension of report texts through personal effort and learning 

support. 
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B. Suggestion 

Based on the research that has been conducted, the researcher would 

like to suggest several suggestions as stated below: 

  For English Teachers, Teachers are expected to provide more 

direction and assistance when teaching report texts. For example, by choosing 

topics that are interesting and familiar to students, and explaining difficult 

sentences and vocabulary that students have not understood. Pre-reading 

activities, such as guessing the content of the title and discussing important 

vocabulary, can also help students understand the text more easily. 

For students, Students should continue to try reading strategies 

such as rereading, noting important things, and using a dictionary or translator 

app. By getting used to recognizing the parts of the report text and finding the 

main idea, students can more easily understand the reading. A positive 

attitude and enthusiasm for learning are very important to improve reading 

skills.
