The Correlation Between Self-Confidence
and Speaking Skill of English Education

The purpose of this research is to find out whether there is a significant
relationship between self-confidence and speaking skill among students of the
English Education Department at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim
Rigy. From the 130 students of the population, the researcher selected 33 students
usglg a simple random sampling technique. The instruments used in this research
were a questionnaire on self-confidence consisting of 25 items and a
dotumentation on students’ speaking skill. The data were analyzed using the
Peatson Product Moment correlation through SPSS version 23.0. The result
shﬁwed that the significance value (2-tailed) was 0.045, which is lower than 0.05
(0.045 < 0.05), indicating a significant relationship between self-confidence and
students’ speaking skills. Therefore, the findings support the alternative
hypothesis (Ha), confirming that there is a significant correlation between self-
confidence and speaking skill among English Education Department Students at
State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau.

B. Research Problem

1. ldentification of the Problems

Self-confidence plays an important role in language acquisition,
influencing students' ability to express themselves effectively. Low self-
confidence can prevent students from actively engaging in oral
communication, thereby impacting their overall speaking performance.
Based on the description of the background, Self-confidence, as a personal
trait, likely plays an important role in shaping one's speaking skill, while
willingness to communicate indicates a tendency to engage in verbal
expression.

For students learning English, speaking proficiency is crucial,
particularly as it will be utilized in their future careers as communicators
and teachers. However, a number of internal and external factors make it

difficult for many pupils to achieve their best speaking performance.
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Among these, self-confidence is widely recognized as a significant internal

factor influencing speaking abilities.

Limitations of the Problems
Based on the identification of the problem, the researcher focused
to the correlation between self-confidence and students’ speaking skill
among English Education Department at State Islamic University of
Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau. This is because self-confidence plays an
essential factors and affects students’ speaking skill.
Formulation of the Problems
Based on the focus of the research problem above, the researcher
formulated the problem into the research questions as follows:
a. How is the students’ self-confidence in English Education Department
at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau?
b. How is the students’ speaking skill of English Education Department
at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau?
c. Is there any significant correlation between students’ self-confidence
and their speaking skill in English Education Department at State
Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau?

bjective and Significance of the Research

1. Objective of the Research

The objectives of the study are formulated as follows:
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a. To describe the students’ self-confidence of English Education
Department at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau.

b. To find out the student’s speaking skill of English Education
Department at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau.

c. To determine whether there is a significant correlation between self-
confidence and the speaking skill of English Education Department at

State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif Kasim Riau.

2. Significance of the Research

Based on the objectives stated above, this study attempts to explore
the correlation between self-confidence and students’ speaking skill of
English Education Department at State Islamic University of Sultan Syarif
Kasim Riau. Basically, the significance of this study is divided into two

categories, namely theoretically and practically significance.

Theoretically, the findings of this research intended to help future
research, especially research on the correlation between students' self-
confidence and their speaking skill. Practically, this research will aid
educators and academic institutions in understanding students' self-
confidence and developing effective techniques to assist students in

increasing their self-confidence.

Self-confidence, defined as belief in one's own talents, is a
necessary component of effective communication. According to Oney and
Oksuzoglu-Guven (2015), “A defining characteristic capable of
influencing individuals’ behavior is self-confidence.” And based on
Clément and Kruidenier (1985), L2 communication self-confidence is
characterized by a combination of perceived L2 communication
competence and a lack of anxiety regarding language learning or usage. In
this research, self-confidence refers to students’ belief in their own ability
to perform speaking tasks effectively in English. It includes their
optimism, responsibility, rational thinking, and objectivity when facing
speaking situations. This definition is based on Lauster’s theory (2008),
which identifies five aspects of self-confidence: belief in one’s ability,
optimism, objective judgment, responsibility, and being rational and

realistic.

Speaking Skill
Speaking skills are one of the most important things because they
can help you interact with other people (Aras, 2019). Speaking skill in this

research refers to the students’ ability to produce spoken English



speaking course scores. It includes aspects such as fluency, accuracy,

accurately and fluently during academic tasks, as reflected in their
grammar, vocabulary, and pronunciation as stated by Nunan, D. (2015).
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CHAPTER II

LITERATURE REVIEW

A. Theoretical Framework

1. Self-confidence

a. The definition of self-confidence

There are several definitions of self-confidence put forward
by experts. According to Kanza (2015), self-confidence is
someone’s feeling of trusting and believing in his/her abilities to do
things in successful way. We cannot deny that in learning areas,
self-confidence plays a significant role in the learning process.
Developing confidence in oneself is essential for improving
speaking abilities. Adalikwu (2012) expresses a similar viewpoint,
defining self-confidence as "the belief that someone has in his/her
ability to succeed in a task, based on whether he/she has done that
or not in the past." In addition, according to Lawrence (2006), a
person's ideas about their skills and abilities make up their level of
self-confidence. Thus, self-assured students achieve academic

success because they have faith in their skills and never give up.

According to Ansari and Oskrochi (2004), self-confidence
iIs associated with selection, motivation, perseverance,
vulnerability, and patterns of subjective expectations, ambition,
and ambitious impact of oneself. As a result, a person who exhibits

confidence in themselves is more likely to experience good and
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beneficial results. On the other hand, Clément and Kruidenier
(1985) assert that L2 communication self-confidence is
characterized by a combination of perceived L2 communication
competence and a lack of anxiety regarding language learning or

usage.

Based on the opinions of the experts above, it can be stated
that Self-Confidence is the existence of Self-Confidence, trusting
and believes in oneself to act as expected as a feeling of confidence
in one's acts, responsibility for one's actions, and not being

influenced by others.

Classification of self-confidence

There are two categories of self-confidence: inner
confidence and outer confidence. Inner confidence is made up of
liking oneself, knowing oneself, defining clear goals, and adopting
an optimistic outlook. Inner confidence refers to a person's
thoughts and emotions that express how content and at ease they
are with who they are. Communication and the ability to regulate
emotions are the components of exterior confidence. Highly inner
confident people have a strong sense of self-worth and are content
with who they are (Sar, Avcu, & Isiklar, 2010). Therefore, there
are two further categories of self-confidence: “general” and
“specific” (Cox, 1964; Bell, 1967; Lampert and Rosenberg, 1975;

Locander and Hermann, 1979). “The subject’s confidence with
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respect to the decision at hand” is the definition of specific self-
confidence (SSC). And according to Locatander and Hermann
(1979: 270), “the extent to which an individual believes himself to
be capable, significant, successful, and worthy” is the definition of

general self-confidence.

In addition, In the Journal of Social and Clinical

Psychology, Wise identifies a few signs of self-confidence:

1. Directions and value
People must know what they desire, where they want to go,
and what is truly essential to them. The need for self-
confidence will grow as a result of these instructions.
2. Motivation
People are inspired to do what they enjoy. As a matter of
fact, they might become so involved in their work that nothing
can possibly distract them.
3. Emotional Stability
They approach the challenge of dealing with moody
situations with composure and concentration. People are aware
of challenging emotions like anger and worry, but they deal
with them instead of allowing them to control them.
4. Optimistic
People have to believe that they have the ability to stay in a

positive mind-set and see the bright side even when they
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encounter seatbacks. They hold a positive regard for

themselves as well as other people.

5. Self-awareness
People are aware of their strengths, their level of
competence, and how they appear and sound to others. They
also recognize that they are only human and do not have to be
flawless.
6. A willingness to take a risk
People may take action and risk their lives in the face of
uncertainty, even if they lack the necessary abilities. All they
need to do is have faith and the willingness to face the situation

head-on.

c. Aspect of self-confidence

The four components of self-confidence that influence students'
proficiency in speaking English are language competence, situational
confidence, communication confidence, and language potential
confidence (Park & Lee, 2005; Normawati, 2016, p. 5). Understanding
self-confidence needs understanding the factors that impact it.
Believing in one's capacity to communicate clearly and effectively in
public can lead to confidence. Furthermore, self-acceptance requires
not only language skills but also the ability to accept and value one's

own talents and faults.
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According to Lauster (2008) there are 5 aspect of self-confidence:

Believe in their Own Ability

Confident people believe in themselves, have clear goals,
and find ways to achieve them. This confidence influences many
parts of life, such as how they think, act, feel, and handle different
situations.
Optimistic

Optimism is an attitude that reflects the belief or
expectation that the outcome of a particular endeavor, or outcomes
in general, will be positive, favorable, and desirable. Confident
people have this positive mindset when facing everything in their
lives and believe that negative events are temporary and can be
overcome. In real-life situations, an optimist does not want to see
the impossible in any situation.
Objective Judgement

People who are confident and have objective judgment
have a detached mind in observing things without being influenced
by personal emotions, and they see the reality as best they can.
Being objective requires the willingness to question mental

models, the lenses through which we observe, understand, and
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respond to our surroundings. Stress, low self-esteem, and habitual

decision-making all cause people to be less objective.

Responsible

Being a responsible person means being able to make
conscious decisions, always trying to improve yourself, and being
willing to help others. Most importantly, a responsible person
accepts the consequences of his or her own actions and decisions.
Responsibility creates principles, morals, and helps you to achieve
goals and objectives in any area of your life.
Rational and Realistic

Confident people always try to find reasons behind
everything, they rely on facts and honesty. Rationality implies that
one's beliefs correspond to reasons for believing, and one's actions
correspond to reasons for acting. To determine which behavior is
most rational, one needs to make some key assumptions, and also
requires a logical formulation of the problem. When the goal or
problem involves decision making, rationality takes into account

all available information.

2. Speaking Skill

a. Definition of speaking skill

Speaking is one of the skills that should be mastered by the

student to learn English, as Nunan (2001) states that to function in
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another language is generally characterized in terms of being able
to speak that language. Speaking is an important skill because
speaking can measure the success of learning a language. Harmer
(2001, p. 269) states that to speak fluently is not only knowledge of
language features, but also the ability to process information and
language ,,on the spot™. When the learners are engaged in
discussions, the purpose of speaking here may be to express
opinions, to persuade someone about something or clarify

information.

Furthermore, in language teaching and learning, speaking is
considered as an ability to be practiced and mastered. Nunan
(2003) puts it that “speaking is the productive oral skill. It consists
of producing systematic verbal utterance to convey meaning’.
Finally, based on the definition given by experts above, it can be
inferred that speaking is a process of expressing ideas in the
spoken language, and it is one of the most important aspects of

language learning.

Types of speaking skill

According to Brown (2004) there are 5 basic types of

classroom speaking, they are:
1. Imitation
This kind of speaking evaluation focuses mostly on testing

and evaluating the capacity to mimic the pronunciation of
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words, phrases, and sentences. This type of imitation is done to
focus on a specific piece of language form rather than to
engage in meaningful interaction. The word repetition task is

an illustration of an imitative speaking assessment.

Intensive

Intensive speaking goes one step beyond imitative includes
any speaking performance that is designed to practice some
phonological or grammatical aspect of language. Examples of
intensive assessment tasks include: dialogue and sentence
completion, reading aloud, directed response tasks, and picture-
cued tasks.
Responsive

The responsive assessment activity includes test
understanding and interaction, but it also involves a relatively
limited amount of small talk and conventional greetings,
requests and comments, and the like. Responding to questions
and providing instructions, as well as paraphrasing, are
examples of responsive speaking tasks.
Interactive

Responsive and interactive speaking are comparable; what
sets them apart is the complicated and duration of the

interaction, which can involve several individuals or exchanges
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at times. There are two types of interactions that can occur:
transactional language, which is used to transmit or exchange
specific information, and interpersonal exchanges, which are
used more to uphold social relationships than to transmit facts
and information. As an example, role-playing, games,
interviews, and conversations.

Extensive (monologues)

Speeches, oral presentations, and story-telling are examples
of extensive oral production tasks where listener oral
participation is either completely eliminated or severely
restricted (perhaps to nonverbal reactions). When it comes to
lengthy tasks, language style is usually more formal and
deliberate (planning is involved). However, there are situations
when it can be used informally, such as when speaking
informally about things like vacations in the mountains, pasta

primavera recipes, or storylines from books or movies.
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a. Aspect of speaking skill

According to Nunan (2015) there are 5 aspects of speaking
skill, they are; fluency, accuracy, grammar, complexity, and

pronunciation.
1. Fluency
Fluency is the extent to which the learner can speak at an
acceptable speed with few false starts and hesitations. Lado

(1961) as cited in Husnawati (2017) points out that speaking
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ability is described as the ability to report acts or situations, in
precise words, or the ability to converse or to express a sequence

of ideas fluently.

Accuracy

Accuracy refers to the extent to which the learners™ speech
is grammatically acceptable, with clear, intelligible
pronunciation and appropriate choice of vocabulary.
Pronunciation

According to Thornbury (2005, p. 128-129), pronunciation
refers to the students’ ability to produce comprehensible
utterances to fulfill the task requirements.
Grammar

According to Brown (2001, p. 62) “Grammar is the system
of rules governing the conventional arrangement and
relationship of words in a sentence”.
Vocabulary

Thornbury (2005, p. 22) suggests three usual things used by
speakers in what they are being said:

a. When people speak, they are involving a high

proportion of words and expressions that express their

attitude (stance) to what is being said.
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b. Speakers usually employ words and expressions that
express positive and negative appraisal because a lot of
speech has an interpersonal function, and by identifying
what people like and dislike, they are able to express
solidarity.

c. A speech also usually employs deictic language, i.e.
words and expressions that point to the place, time, and
participants in the intermediate or a more distant

context.

3. Relationship between self-confidence and speaking skill

Self-confidence is the key to success in English speaking skills
(Hasan et al., 2010). According to Anish in (Burton, Kate & Platts,
2006), self-confidence has a clear advantage. Examples could be
having a belief in being able to overcome and achieve desires that are
considered difficult by others, being a motivator to stop worrying
while speaking, and being able to solve problems from the smallest to
the biggest. EFL students who are confident in their abilities are able
to overcome their fears and negative thoughts so that they will speak

English fluently (Audina et al., 2021; Kinasih & Olivia, 2022).

Myers (1988) said that the characteristics of confident people are
they who are confidence in speaking, speaking calmly, able to
communicate effectively, clearly in simple language. Therefore, it is

clear that speaking ability is determined by psychological factor,
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namely self-confidence. Also, Richards and Renandya (2002) state that
speaking is one of the most demanding skills for learners to master.
This is because effective oral communication requires the ability to use
language appropriately in social interactions, as well as the confidence
to speak spontaneously in front of others. Therefore, speaking skill is
closely linked to a learner’s psychological readiness, particularly their

level of self-confidence.
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There are some studies which are related to this study. The first
study was written by Gurler (2015). He investigated the correlation
between self-confidence and speaking skill of English Language Teaching
and English Language and Literature Preparatory Students. He stated that
Self-confidence has key characteristics to start any action, especially for
speaking in L2. Among all other language skills, speaking is an exclusive
place to have effective communication, and self-confidence is one of the
facilitators to start conversation. In this regard, the study aims to find out
whether there is a relationship between self-confidence and speaking skill
achievement in speaking courses of the preparatory students attending
both English Language Teaching (ELT) Department and English
Language and Literature (ELL) Department and it also aims to determine
if there is a difference between the departments and gender.

Speaking performance is often confused with communication skill

or speaking ability. According to Jaya et al. (2022), speaking is typically
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the most preferred of the four language skills and is used to determine
whether or not a person has successfully learned a language, so speaking
well is essential. Then, Anggini & Arjulayana (2021) also have the idea
that speaking performance is as skill, as she explains in her research
quoted from Brown (2004) that “Speaking is an interactive process of
constructing meaning that involves producing and receiving and
processing information”. It means, having good speaking performance is
not easy because it is an interactive process that not all people can do.

According to Apriliaswati (2015) in her study titled "A study on
student's English speaking problems in speaking skill,” it was conclude
that students struggle with speaking because their grammar percentage
was 22.16%, followed by their vocabulary percentage, which came to
20.19% overall. Furthermore, pronunciation has emerged as a concern that
impacts students' speaking skills, accounting for 16.25% of the total. The
average proportion of linguistic issues is 19.53%.

Based on the previous research mentioned above, many studies
have examined the relationship between self-confidence and students'
speaking skill, often in conjunction with other variables.

. Research Design

This is a quantitative research. According to Creswell (2003),
guantitative research use inquiry tactics such as experiments and surveys
to collect data on preset instruments that generate statistical data.
Furthermore, Williams (2011) defined quantitative research as the
collection of data so that information can be quantified and statistically
treated to support or disprove alternative knowledge. This study begins
with a problem definition, hypothesis or research question formulation, a
review of relevant literature, and quantitative data analysis.

In this study, the researcher used correlational research. According
to Ary (2008), correlation is a data gathering strategy used to determine
the presence of various correlations and inverse correlations between two
variables. In addition, Creswell (2008) defined correlation as a strategy for
determining the tendency of two or more variables. The researcher chose
this strategy because it is the best fit for this study. This is based on the
fact that the goal of this study is to determine the correlation between
students' self-confidence and their speaking skills, to demonstrate whether
there is a positive or negative association, and to test the hypothesis.

There are two kinds of variables that used in this research which
consist of independent variable and dependent variable.

2. Sample

To ensure fairness and minimize bias in the selection process,
the researcher employed simple random sampling. This technique was
chosen because it gives every individual in the population an equal
chance of being selected, thereby enhancing the generalizability and
representativeness of the findings. The use of simple random sampling
was guided by Arikunto's (2010) recommendation, which states that if
a population is larger than 100, a sample size of at least 10-25% can be
taken. Accordingly, the researcher selected 25% of the total
population, resulting in a sample size of 33 students. This number was
deemed sufficient to provide reliable data while still being manageable

in terms of data collection and analysis.

Technique of the Data Collection

In collecting the data, the researcher used two instruments: a

questionnaire and documentation.

Questionnaire

According to Arikunto (2010) questionnaire is a set of written
questions which is use to get the information from the respondent about
his/her personality or something they had known. In this research, the
researcher employed a questionnaire to answer the question about the
levels of students' confidence. In general, a questionnaire is a tool that
allows respondents to offer written responses or indicate their responses by
marking items. In this study, the researcher chose to collect data via a
questionnaire. The questions used in this research were 25 questions from
5 aspects of self-confidence based on: Believe in their own ability,
Optimistic, Objective Judgment, Responsible, Rational and Realistic.
Likert scale in this study were if the answer was Strongly Agree (SA) it

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Documentation

Documentation is to find out the data on thing or variable in the
form of notes, transcripts, books, newspaper, magazine, inscriptions,
note meetings, agenda and so forth (Arikunto, 2012, p. 201). In
addition, Creswell (2012) mentioned that documents are divided into
public and private documents. In this research, the researcher needs a
private document that is students’ score of speaking course as

representative of students’ speaking skill.

The researcher obtained students' scores from their previous
semester test, which was given by the lecturer. This study collected
data on students' English speaking skill using a list of their scores from
the 2023 academic year. The lecturer documented the score, which
included pronunciation, grammar, fluency, correctness, and
performance skills.

a. Validity

Validity refers to the extent to which a research instrument
measures what it is intended to measure. According to Arikunto
(2001), validity is a metric that indicates the degree of validity or
authenticity of an instrument. An instrument is considered valid if it
can accurately measure what it is measuring and reveal data from the

variables researched.

According to Richards and Schmidt (2010, p. 124), construct
validity is the extent to which the items in a test reflect the essential
aspects of the theory on which the test is based. Sugiyono (2013, p.
206) states construct validity is relating to whether the test will be
tested able to measure characteristics of subject. In this research, the

researcher use the construct validity.

The researcher determined the validity by referring to the material
that was related to indicators of self-confidence itself.
