This study aims to investigate the effect of using short stories on the reading
coﬁprehension of eighth-grade students at Junior High School 3 Pintu Gobang
Kafi. The research was motivated by students' low reading interest and limited
reéding comprehension skills in English texts. The method used was a pre-
exﬁerimental design with a one-group pre-test and post-test design. The sample
comsisted of 22 students from class VIII-1 selected through purposive sampling.
Data were collected through reading comprehension tests administered before and
after the short story-based treatment. The results showed a significant
in@rovement in post-test scores after the treatment. This was supported by a
significance value (Sig. 2-tailed) of 0.032 < 0.05. Therefore, it can be concluded
that the use of short stories has a significant positive effect on students’ reading
comprehension. Short stories are proven to be an effecttive and enjoyable medium
for enhancing students’ reading comprehension.

reading provides many benefits.

It is implied
that reading is a receptive talent, meaning that readers receive information.
Because they can understand what they read, Students will become more
proficient in reading if students continue reading books. Students will be more
interested in reading when the reading material is accompanied by unique
pictures and stories, mostly short stories. Short stories are easier to
understand. Students will be able to read the texts and paragraphs correctly.
Also, students will understand what they have read (Roebl & Shiue, 2011).

The actual foundation of the reading process is considered to be reading
comprehension. It can be conclude that the most important aspect of reading
proficiency is comprehension. According to Rahim, (2011) the reading
process consists of nine aspects, namely sensory, perception, sequence,
experience, thinking, learning, association, attitudes and ideas. but reading has
a need to achieve targets in English among junior high school students. They
want to improve their English, but they don't want to read English. They
assume that English is difficult to learn before trying to learn it. Students
really need material that is simple, easy, authentic, educational, interesting,

motivating, and fun to learn reading comprehension.
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Students can learn more effectively and enjoyably by using short stories,
which are among the most informative reading materials for reading
comprehension. Aziz, (2012) State that One of the most effective methods to
develop reading comprehension skills is using short stories which are
considered as a unique literary genre which can be used by the teacher in
developing reading comprehension. Sari, (2013) mentioned that using short
stories in order to develop reading comprehension will make the students
exchange their ideas in the classroom discussion and make a connection
between the text and the text from outside the school.

Pourkalhor and Kohan (2013) added that using short stories make the
students feel more relaxed makes the reading comprehension easier. Besides
that, using short stories needs or requires more attention in order to develop
students' thinking skills. In addition, Erkaya (2003) mentioned that each short
story usually has a beginning, middle and an end. This will motivate and
encourage every student in the classroom to continue reading or listening to
the story to follow the plot of the story or to answer questions after listening
to it.

Using short stories in the classroom to develop language skills has many
advantages and its implications. Bretz (1990), when discussing the importance
of using short stories in improve reading comprehension, illustrating that
stories help improve competence in a way providing 'a springboard for the
development of critical thinking and aesthetic appreciation'. Wright (2003),
one of the proponents of the use of short stories, argues that 'in using stories in
language teaching, we use something much bigger and more important than
language teaching itself'. Pathan (2013) classifies various benefits of using
short stories in classes in various categories such as: linguistic, socio-cultural,
personal and emotional and discuss them in detail with a focus on possible
implications for teachers and student. Mourdo (2009) also offers a list of thirty

advantages of using short stories in classroom. According to Lazar (1993), the
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use of short stories in the classroom offers teaching and learning materials that
are motivating, authentic and have high educational value. Stories help
students to understand other cultures and serve as a stimulus for language
Acquisition. Additionally, reading a short story doesn't take much time. Short
stories used to help students read English texts with comprehension. Literary
works are typically more engaging than the text found in textbooks, that's why
short stories are used as reading resources for learning.

The Independent Curriculum the learning process in schools requires

reading comprehension and uses them as a basic skill to help students absorb
knowledge. Researchers need to use various methods, including the short
story method, to improve students' reading comprehension. In junior high
schools, this method is taught based on the Independent curriculum. This
study focuses on short stories. To ensure students meet this competency,
researchers can integrate interesting short stories that are in line with their
interests and experiences. To ensure students meet this competency,
researchers can integrate interesting short stories that are in line with their
interests and experiences.

Ideally,
second grade students at junior high school 3 Pintu Gobang Kari should be
able to understand short stories well. However, many students still have

difficulty understanding short stories. The students' reading comprehension
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level is still below the curriculum expectations. Students only look for and
guess words in the text without understanding the purpose, details and
meaning in the text. Therefore, researcher want to improve reading
comprehension through short stories because short stories are able explore
various interesting short stories, and short stories also have uncomplicated
diction or word choices so they are easy for students to understand.
Researchers explored that there were still shortcomings in how students
were able to understand short stories.

Reading comprehension.

Teachers of English should use an effective way in order to improve
students' reading comprehension, so the students can understand what they
read (Abu Nejmeh, 2011). So, reading comprehension makes students read
proficiently and learn effectively. These skills are based on earlier stages of
reading development. If teachers of English don’t focus on the earlier stages
for reading, the readers must focus on words and decoding letters.

Moreover, Keshta and El-Deen (2009) mentioned that reading
comprehension includes two strategies, which were, the first one is bottom-up
process, in this stage, the readers read the letters in order to recognize the
words, after that phrase, sentences to understand the whole text.

Reading comprehension means the ability to read the text and understand
researcher's intentions. It involves using prior knowledge, making predictions,
and attract valuable information among other factors. Reading comprehension
is considered as the real core for the reading process. Durkin considers
comprehension to be the pinnacle of reading skills and the foundation for all
reading process. It can be concluded that understanding is an important part of
reading ability.

Reading Comprehension is One of the fundamental skills that all students
should acquire Learning the names of the sounds, the sounds of the letters,
and the connections between the sounds come first in becoming a proficient
reader. Next come learning words on their own. Finally, students they would
be able to read paragraphs and short stories after they had mastered the earlier

levels.

Instructors must help students develop cognitive abilities such as
the ability to judge, determine, draw conclusions, organize information,
analyse it, foresee outcomes, and apply knowledge, according to Hikamabh,
Rohman, and Kurniawan (2021).

Elements Short Story
The short story has some elements, Gardon and Kuehren (1999)
explain that six elements of a short story as follow:
1) Plot
A plot consists of two elements: conflict and cause-and-effect.
To substitute two or more events, a cause and effect relationship is
required. The internal or external struggle between the main character
and the antagonist is called conflict. Internal conflict in a story shows
the conflict experienced by the main character with himself. On the
other hand, there is an exterior conflict involving the main character
and society, other characters, or its elements. Additionally, there are
six distinct events that make up the story structure: revelation,
exposition, incident, rising action, climax, falling action, and
resolution.

2) Setting
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A setting description can be either specific or general,
describing the time, place, atmosphere, or conditions around the event
in the text. In essence, the setting is more than just the location, time,
and conditions of the action. Nonetheless, it has a tight connection to
the actor or character in the event. Furthermore, the story's concept
and subject matter are significantly influenced by the locale. To put it
another way, setting refers to the location and period of the story. It
could be broad, specialized, or extremely specific. It could have
several functions, such defining a character, affecting behavior, or
elevating the atmosphere.

3) Character

A character is a person created for a work of fiction. It may
contain the author's personal notes, as well as notes of people the
author knows, has seen, or heard of. Major characters and minor
characters are the two groups into which these characters are divided.
The protagonist and antagonist are the main characters. Meanwhile,
the supporting cast consists of furniture characters, foils, confidants
and confidants, as well as stereotypical characters. These are the
characters who provide readers with the situational descriptions they
need to understand the story. Events that change the scenario built in
the exposition are called initial events. Increasing action indicates
certain things are happening that cause the plot to become more
complex. Then, the emotional peak and source of the most conflict is
the climax.

4) Point of View and Tone

Point of view is the term used to describe a writer's storytelling
style. It's how the author immerses themselves in the story. There are
two different perspectives: the first is first-person ("I"), and the second

is third-person ("She, He, and They"). Typically, the first-person
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perspective employs the pronouns I or me. The reader appears to be a
character in the narrative when first person point of view is used. The
restricted and omniscient omniscient points of view are in the third
person. In the third person, the omniscient describes every detail about
the major characters.
5) Theme

A theme is a general observation or insight about human nature
or the human condition presented by an author through the use of plot,
characters, and imagery. Story themes must follow certain guidelines.
However, it is discernible from the real elements of the story, the
people, and the location.
6) Style

The use of metaphors and language in a short story that can be
interpreted as formal or relaxed, polite or unfriendly, is known as its
language style. Another way to think of it is as a way for writers to
communicate with readers. Good or bad impressions, discomfort, and
pleasure are just a few examples of feelings and events that are usually
associated with linguistic style. Style is the typical way a writer tells a
story. It is broken down into three parts: syntax, images and symbols,
and diction. The first element is vocabulary. The writer has the
freedom to choose words. It can be chosen as general, full of jargon,
formal or casual, abstract or concrete, general or specific, etc. Imagery

and symbolism are the second element.

b. Benefit of Using Short Story
According to Erkaya (2003), using short stories in the EFL classes has
many benefits, such as:

1) Motivating students
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There is always a beginning, middle, and end to a short story.
Thus, this will motivate kids to finish reading or listening to the entire
thing. For instance, to be aware of the conclusion of the narrative or to
know what will happen at the end. Furthermore, short stories have
greater appeal more than a typical book; they inspire readers to read
and learn about the world around them. The use of short stories is
more interesting to use as a part of language skills classes, and as a
material for enjoyment (Pardede, 2011).

The four skills of English listening, speaking, reading, and
writing—can all be enhanced by using short tales as a teaching tool for
other languages. Furthermore, enabling students to read the text aloud
improves their listening skills Reinforcing the four English skills This
is a chance to learn the appropriate accents, and students' speaking
abilities will be developed if the teacher asks them to act out a
dialogue and take on a role in front of the class. Short stories, however,
will help students expand their vocabulary. For instance, the teacher
could give students certain exercises like matching terms to synonyms
or inserting new words into previously written sentences. Students will
then be able to read the tale, comprehend it, and improve their reading
comprehension after that.

Introducing literary elements

All levels of English teachers should discuss the components of
short stories (low, intermediate, and advanced). Character, place, style,
point of view, topic, and narrative are the aspects of the story, and
disagreement, climax, and resolution are the elements of the plot.
Teaching culture

The best method for teaching about cultures is said to be through

Understanding
different cultures allows us to get familiar with customs from both the
past and the present .

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION

A. Conclusion
