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ABSTRACT 

 

Tania Nurabdinnisa (2025) : The Use of Lyricstraining Website to Enhance 

Students’ Listening Ability at The 8th Grade of 

Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas.  

 

This study refers to investigate the effectiveness of use the Lyricstraining 

website in enhancing students' listening skills among eighth-grade students at 

Islamic Junior High School Al-Fatah Minas. A pre-experimental design with one 

group pre-test and post-test was employed. The participants consisted of 30 students 

from class VIII Aisyah. Data were collected through listening tests administered 

before and after the use of the Lyricstraining website. The results revealed a 

significant improvement in students’ listening comprehension, with the average 

score increasing from 60.67 in the pre-test to 98.67 in the post-test. The normalized 

gain score was calculated at 0.95, indicating a high level of effectiveness. The 

findings suggest that the integration of Lyricstraining, which utilizes engaging and 

interactive song-based activities, can enhance students’ listening ability and 

motivation in learning English. Therefore, it is recommended that  English  teachers  

incorporate  digital media like Lyricstraining to support listening instruction in EFL 

classrooms.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menyelidiki efektivitas penggunaan situs web 

Lyricstraining dalam meningkatkan keterampilan mendengarkan siswa di antara 

siswa kelas delapan di SMP Islam Terpadu Al-Fatah Minas. Desain pra-eksperimen 

dengan satu kelompok pra-tes dan pasca-tes digunakan. Peserta terdiri dari 30 siswa 

dari kelas VIII Aisyah. Data dikumpulkan melalui tes mendengarkan yang 

diberikan sebelum dan sesudah penggunaan situs web Lyricstraining. Hasilnya 

mengungkapkan peningkatan yang signifikan dalam pemahaman mendengarkan 

siswa, dengan skor rata-rata meningkat dari 60,67 pada pra-tes menjadi 98,67 pada 

pasca-tes. Skor gain yang dinormalisasi dihitung sebesar 0,95, yang menunjukkan 

tingkat efektivitas yang tinggi. Temuan tersebut menunjukkan bahwa integrasi 

Lyricstraining, yang memanfaatkan kegiatan berbasis lagu yang menarik dan 

interaktif, dapat meningkatkan kemampuan mendengarkan dan motivasi siswa 

dalam belajar bahasa Inggris. Oleh karena itu, disarankan agar guru bahasa Inggris 

menggunakan media digital seperti Lyricstraining untuk mendukung pengajaran 

mendengarkan di kelas EFL.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

 Background of the Research 

The first English language skill that needs to be mastered is listening 

Brown (2007). As a result, it is essential for academic achievement. Total time 

spent communicating, listening accounts for forty to fifty percent, speaking 

accounts for twenty-five to thirty percent, reading accounts for eleven to sixteen 

percent, and writing accounts for around nine percent," (Mersand, 2017). The 

importance of hearing as a fundamental element in language acquisition and 

teaching first gained attention in the late 1970s with James Asher's work on 

Total Physical Response (2001). However, many people believe that despite the 

students' mastery of English, the results of the language course are still horrible. 

According to Awe (2003) language, style, and deviation of word meaning 

are language games in making song lyrics. In addition, musical notation and 

melody adapted to the lyrics amplify the songs, so listeners are carried away by 

what the writer thinks. As mentioned by Murcia(2001) listening is the most use 

language skill in life, and needs to be the main focus throughout the day, every 

day is only limited by the availability of the target language in school, 

community, and environment media.  

Islamic junior high school Al Fatah Minas is one of the junior High School 

situated in Minas. Islamic junior high school Al Fatah Minas is the only one 

Islamic junior high school in Minas. It is in Yos Sudarso street, Minas. It is a 
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strategic place of school, far from the city, market, and the crowded situations. 

In this school, English is taught as one of the main subjects. English is taught 3 

hours in one week for classes VIII Ali and VIII Aisyah.  

Based on the writer's interview with the English teacher at Islamic junior 

high school Al Fatah Minas, the teacher said that students in class VIII had 

difficulty understanding grammar in English, especially, the students still 

struggle to comprehend speakers of the audio or individuals when they use 

various accents and facial expressions when speaking in English. The strategy 

that use by English teachers in the listening material for grade VIII is by 

mentioning vocabulary and then students listen and write what they hear in their 

notebooks. Because listening material is rarely studied, English teachers only 

focus on the vocabulary they hear every day and then translate it into English.  

Some problems that can occur to students in listening skills are students' 

lack of knowledge in understanding vocabulary, lack of students' ability to 

distinguish weak sounds, students' lack of ability to infer and use listening 

strategies, students have difficulty containing a lot of information in a short 

time, Students' ignorance of the topics discussed, Fast delivery means that 

students do not have the opportunity to repeat speech and students' memory is 

weak. Students' primary difficulties in listening classes include, among other 

things: materials (unfamiliar words, grammatical structure, and length of 

spoken text); linguistics features; speaker from listening materials, where 

students only hear the speaker's pronunciation, accent, and voice through a tape 
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(media) without seeing the speaker; listener; psychological traits; and lack of 

focus.  

Numerous studies have investigated the use of music, multimedia, and 

web-based platforms such as Lyricstraining to enhance language learning, 

especially in the domains of vocabulary and listening skills. For instance, 

Permatasari (2024) explored the effectiveness of Lyricstraining on listening 

skills among ninth-grade students, while Berlian (2023) examined its influence 

on vocabulary mastery. Other studies, such as by Shabbarin (2022), focuse on 

the general use of songs to improve listening comprehension. While these 

studies affirm the potential benefits of use musical tools in language learning, 

they often lack specificity in terms of target grade level, or instructional context. 

this study fills the effectiveness of Lyricstraining in enhancing the listening 

ability of eighth-grade students at Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas, 

with a focus an analysis of specific listening elements. It also uses a pre-

experimental design with statistical analysis, offering concrete data to inform 

English language teaching practices. 

Listening is the most use language skill in life, and needs to be the main 

focus throughout the day, every day is only limited by the availability of the 

target language in school, community, and environment media. It is clear as 

explained that in the social world there are many activities that focus on 

listening, even though such as lectures, concerts, and others, even though they 

are only done to fill empty time. Not only that in educational institutions, many

media are use to train someone's hearing to be sharp, and to improve one's 

language style. Even so legally in the life of some people there are no 

restrictions on listening to songs, both local and foreign songs, so many forms 

of songs are categorized by various experts, and they make these songs 

separated according to genres, such as pop, hip hop, rock, and even dangdut are 

included in this genre. 

Therefore, research was conducted on the use of Lyricstraining websites 

to improve the listening skills of grade 8 students at Al Fatah Minas Islamic 

Junior High School, so that students could expand their vocabulary knowledge, 

be able to practice the ability to differentiate sounds, be able to practice the 

ability to infer and use listening strategies, be able to increase concentration, be 

able to get use to controlling the speaking speed of native speakers, and be able 

to get use to asking for words to be repeated or asking to play the recording 

again. because listening skills are the initial skills for students to understand 

what other people say. Also, listening skills can be use in daily conversations in 

formal and informal contexts. 

 Identification of the Problem  

Nowadays, listening skills have become an essential skill that students 

should pay attention to when they learn a new language. All over the world, 

there are various books and papers of academic materials from famous 

publishing houses and universities. However, it would be boring to learn from 

only one type of material, which contains monotonous daily speeches and 
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conversations. Therefore, changing the form of learning materials into lively 

songs is necessary for the teachers to make a better learning period. 

 Limitation of the Problem 

Based on the identification of problem above, by use the website 

Lyricstraining , the writer limits the study to the teaching of English listening 

with an emphasis on pronounciation, day and month, cardinal and ordinal 

number. The focus is on the 8th grade of Islamic Junior High School in 

Indonesia especially in Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas. 

 Formulation of the problem 

Based on the limitation of the problem, the problem of this research 

formulated formulated can be follows: Is there any significance difference of 

students’ listening ability before and after being taught by use Lyricstraining 

website at Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas? 

 Objective of the Problem 

The objectives of this research is to identify whether there is a significance 

difference of students’ listening ability before and after being taught by using 

Lyricstraining website at Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas. 

 Significance of the Research 

This research is expected to offer beneficial information for many people 

in the learning process, including: 
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a. Theoretically the result of this research expected can support and 

complement the previous research related to the use of Lyricstraining 

Website to enhance students‘ listening ability.

This research is expected to contribute positively to students 

improving English language skills, especially listening skills. That is 

because, with the website of this research, students can hone listening 

skills in English through the Lyricstraining website. Besides that, it is 

highly expected that students' learning motivation in English can 

increase.

This research is expected to English teachers as inspiration in 

websitelying effective teaching media in teaching listening. This study 

can provide information to English teachers in the form of effective 

efforts in teaching listening. The website of this media can help teachers 

to create a conducive listening.  

3) For Other Researcher 

Researcher for the next writer, this research would be one of the 

references that would help the next researcher in conducting research 

related to this research variable. Through this research, the next 

researcher would get information about the effectiveness of use the 
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Lyricstraining website in teaching listening. Therefore, the next 

researcher can consider the things that need to be added to be followed 

up in the form of subsequent research 

 Definition of Term 

1. Listening Ability 

Listening ability refers to a learner's capacity to receive, interpret, 

and comprehend spoken language. It involves not only the recognition of 

sounds and words but also the understanding of meaning within context. 

According to Idrissova (2015), listening is the process of recognizing sound 

sequences and making sense of known words. It is a critical component of 

language acquisition, as emphasized by Brown (2007), and requires active 

engagement and cognitive processing. In this study, listening ability 

encompasses students' skills in identifying, understanding, and responding 

to spoken English, including their ability to infer meaning and websitely 

listening strategies. 

2. Lyricstraining Website 

Lyricstraining is an interactive, web-based language learning 

platform that uses music videos and song lyrics to enhance listening skills. 

The platform challenges users to fill in missing lyrics as they listen to songs, 

thereby reinforcing vocabulary, pronunciation, and comprehension in an 

engaging and game-like format. According to Solomon (2007), 

Lyricstraining is beneficial for self-directed learning as it does not require 
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installation and can be accessed through any internet-connected browser. In 

this research, Lyricstraining is utilized as a tool to support eighth-grade 

students’ development of listening skills, particularly in understanding 

pronunciation, recognizing vocabulary, and improving motivation in 

English language learning. 
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CHAPTER II 

THEORITICAL FRAMEWORK 

 Theoritical Framework 

1. Listening Ability 

Based on the theory (Ralph G. Nichols and Leonard A. Stevens), 

listening skills are an active process in receiving, understanding, evaluating, 

and responding to messages conveyed by the speaker. Hearing is essentially 

an automatic, passive activity. It is possible to hear sounds without 

consciously engaging in the process. While, in listening the brain doesn‘t 

automatically translate the words into the message they are conveying. That 

is essentially what listening is determining the meaning and the message of 

the sounds or words. It is active process that involves much more than 

assigning labels to sounds or words. As mentioned in Mee (1990), listening 

is a complex process in which many things hwebsiteen simultaneously 

inside the mind. Besides being complex, listening is far more difficult than 

many people can imagine.  

The capacity to listen is one of the most important aspects of 

learning a language, and mastering it is crucial. Furthermore, with the 

advancement of high-tech innovation, we rely on our ears to obtain 

information. There is no doubt that listening is a faster way to obtain 

information than reading. In this regard, it is vital for students to strengthen 

their listening skills. We can also see from the sentence above that when we 

need to understand what the speaker is saying, to understand what the 
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speaker is thinking, and to hear what the speaker is saying, we need to listen 

to the speaker. 

Listening comprehension is one of the most neglected skills in 

English language teaching (Nation & Newton, 2009).  It is, as well, a 

difficult skill that learners must face when learning a foreign language, often 

because listening activities are designed to make the learner obtain 

information from an activity (Harmer,  2007),  or because of different factors 

concerning the audio and activity.  These factors may be characteristics of 

the speaker (accent, pronunciation, tone, voice, etc.). The role of the listener, 

the content of the activity and the aids provided for the activity (Nunan, 

1991). These are some factors that make the listening skill both neglected 

and difficult. 

Listening to only a small part of the VIII grade for junior high school 

Al Fatah Minas students in English subjects. As a result, students have found 

other sources of exposure to English. One statement that was made by 

several students, was songs. However, songs, although requested and use by 

students, are not commonly use in the classroom in my context. During a 

normal weekday class, an estimated fifteen minutes are use for listening 

exercises, in compliance with both course books and class syllabus. In the 

writer opinion this is not enough to provide good listening practice. In this 

article, the writer’s argue that use songs is a viable option for improving 

listening comprehension. The writer’s would discuss how the listening  skill  

may be supported by the use of technological aids which can be use outside 
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of  the  classroom in a ludic and fun manner use games with songs. To 

support this idea, this article explains the website method, participants were 

invited on-campus and their e-mails obtained. The information acquired was 

then use to obtain results and insights from the implementation of 

Lyricstraining. 

Listening is the ability where human use their sense of hearing to 

listen and comprehend what the speaker mean. The procedure that includes 

hearing and comprehending messages conveyed by the speakers (Brownell, 

1996) and the activity of processing the information we got from the speaker 

(Underwood, 1997) called listening comprehension. Listening is the ability 

where human use their sense of hearing to listen and comprehend what the 

speaker mean. It is the first phase in human communication’s stage which 

comes before speaking, reading and writing. Besides the listening, reading 

and writing, there are also some aspects that use to support them such as 

grammar, vocabularies, and so on. Listening is also becoming a subject 

which is thought at school. Teaching listening at schools is not easy as it can 

be seen and it sometimes affects the process English teaching and learning 

activity. 

a. Type  of Listening Ability 

1) Intensive Listening: listening to a text closely with the intention of 

decoding the input for analysis purposes. The students pay attention 

to what is being said. Teacher comments on accuracy. 
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2) Selective Listening: Listening with a specific goal in mind, such as 

gathering information to inform a task. In other words, you're only 

hearing what you want to hear and tuning out everything else. 

3) Interactive Listening: is a type of conversational interaction in which 

the listener takes the lead in understanding by providing feedback, 

asking questions, and supporting the speaker. The learner can 

interact verbally with others in a collaborative task to discover 

information or negotiate solutions. 

4) Extensive Listening: listening for several minutes at a time while 

remaining in the target language, typically with the long-term goal 

of websitereciating and learning the context. This encompasses both 

academic and recreational listening. 

5) Responsive Listening: Responsive listening is a type of listening 

practice in which the listener's response is the focus of the activity. 

In this type of activity, the listener expresses their opinion rather than 

providing facts based on what they heard. 

6) Autonomous hearing: Autonomous hearing is independent listening 

without the direct guidance of an educator. Autonomous hearing 

encompasses all of the modes of listening previously discussed: 

intensive, selective, extensive, interactive, and responsive. The 

essential is that the learner has control over input selection, task 

execution, and evaluation. 
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In short, there are six types of listening: intensive, selective, 

interactive, extensive, responsive, and autonomous. Based on the 

explanation of each type, listening and drawing can be combined into 

intensive listening. This is due to the fact that students listen thoroughly 

about the description of a person, animal, or object in order to be able to 

draw it, and the primary aim is accuracy. 

b. Teaching Listening 

When teaching listening skill, the teachers have to know the 

principles Jack C. Richards (2008), consider listening from two different 

perspectives, refer to as listening as comprehension , and the second 

listening as acquisition. 

1) Listening as comprehension 

Listening as comprehension is the traditional way of thinking 

about the nature of listening. This view listening is based on the 

assumption that the main function of listening in second language 

learning is to facilitate understanding of spoken discourse. 

2) Listening as acquisition 

Tasks employed in classroom materials seek to enable listeners 

to recognize and act on the general specific or implied meaning of 

utterances, and these include sequencing tasks, true-false 

comprehension tasks in, picture identification tasks, summary tasks, 
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dicto comp as well as activities designed to develop effective 

listening strategies. 

Furthermore, the teachers have to take attention the principles in 

teaching listening skill. As mentioned above, one of the principles in 

teaching listening is the teachers always ask students to listen with the 

purpose of listening. So, we can help students listen more effectively if 

we spend some time teaching them about purposes for listening. One 

way to do that is to use a simple dialogue in order to show how they 

might listen differently depending on their goals. 

2. Lyricstraining Website 

a. Definition of Lyricstraining 

Nguyen (2023) Originally designed to enhance language learning, 

this website provides interactive song lyrics practice, offering a 

distinctive and enjoyable method to particularly improve listening skills. 

Meilinda (2019) stated that Lyricstraining is also an website that uses 

songs inserted from YouTube. It refers to provide funny ways for 

students to practice their listening skills in English and other languages. 

It helps students learn six languages: English, Spanish, German, French, 

Italian, and Dutch). The study aimed to evaluate how effective a 

Lyricstraining website, specifically could be in enhancing students' 

listening ability and expanding their vocabulary. 
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Lyricstraining makes learning less stressful and more engaging, 

reducing cognitive overload compared to traditional learning methods 

(sweller,1998). Users may choose from six different language options 

(English, Spanish, German, French, Italian, and Dutch), and films are 

classified according to their difficulty level (beginner, intermediate, 

advanced, and expert). Lyricstraining is a Mobile-Assisted Language 

Learning. This media emphasizes discovery learning of students to 

explore new words from the Lyricstraining website videos or their 

favorite songs. They can list or remember new words that they do not 

know and search the meaning and details of the vocabulary after that 

activity. 

Nguyen (2023) This website refers to assist users to practice their 

listening skills through songs that are presented in an exciting game 

mode. While listening to the songs, the users have to fill in the missing 

lyrics of the selected song by either choosing from the provided options 

or typing in the words into the running missing lyrics blanks on the 

screen. The users would gain points if their answer is correct, and more 

points would be given if they can spend less time answering.  

On the other hand, when the users provide an incorrect answer, 

their scores would be reduced and the video would pause until the 

correct answer is selected. The users are also allowed to repeat certain 

parts of the video to obtain the correct answer, allowing continuous 
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spelling correction. When there are too many incorrect answers chosen, 

the game would end. Scores are saved in the system and displayed on 

the leader board to allow users to compete with other users around the 

world. Lyricstraining is a tool that provides ESL learners with learning 

sources that stick with learners in real life. To use this web, learners need 

to prepare a gadget, a good internet connection, and the predisposition 

to achieve the goals in learning. Lyricstraining is also an website that 

uses songs inserted from YouTube. It refers to provide funny ways for 

students to practice their listening skills in English and other languages.  

Pure Lyricstraining website with their listening skills and not 

because they are familiar with the lyrics of their songs know beforehand, 

then the song has a good theme and has a good meaning the meaning 

that students want to hear, and also the researcher chose pop songs 

because songs with this genre are more interesting to listen to by 

students. Lyricstraining provides language learners with an engaging 

platform to enhance their listening skills through interactive exercises 

use real music videos and transcribed lyrics (Mills, 2010; TESL-EJ, 

2017). Teachers can create interesting and fun listening learning for 

students use the features that have been provided by the Lyricstraining 

website.  

The Lyricstraining website has proven to be excellent useful in 

improving students' listening skills. Carrying out Lyricstraining 
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websites also produce more engaging and straightforward teaching and 

learning process. According to the researchers' findings, Lyricstraining 

was carried out proven to facilitate the improvement of students' 

listening skills, as well as theirs vocabulary mastery and overall English 

language proficiency. The website the easy-to-use interface is also 

considered a useful aspect. 

Lyricstraining refers for simplicity and userfriendliness to ensure 

smooth and efficient interactions for users. Studies by Dharmawan 

(2019) and Gamboa (2022) demonstrate students' positive acceptance 

and enjoyment of Lyricstraining, citing its ability to create a pleasant 

learning atmosphere and enhance learning motivation. That The second 

recognized advantage of Lyricstraining is its potential for improvement 

student motivation to learn. Identified implementation limitations There 

are two types of Lyricstraining in the Basic Listening course, as reported 

by the student. One potential limitation is the constant websiteearance 

of pop-ups advertising, which can hinder a student's ability to maintain 

focus while complete the exercise. 

b. Advantages of Lyricstraining   

For students who are learning English, teachers can use this 

website to help them learn words while listening to music. According to 

Angelina (2020) Lyricstraining has some advantages and disanvatages 

for students in language learning, such as:  
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1) Improving students’ academic achievement  

2) Increasing students’ learning motivation  

3) Students are given freedom to explore their vocabulary 

4) Engages students in the cycle of noticing their own needs, 

researching language, trying it out, and learning from their mistakes 

Lyricstraining is a beautiful website because it helps students to 

achieve their learning goals via music and detect new beautiful songs to 

add to their playlists. Therefore, it is an ideal tool for teachers to consider 

websitelying in their Listening class. 

c. Procedure of Lyricstraining 

The general instructions for use the Lyricstraining website for 

students and teachers are as follows:  

1) Download Lyricstraining website.  

2) Open the Lyricstraining website.  

3) Open the menu to choose language. Users can choose the language 

they want to learn.  

4) In the home page would displays a featured music video, which 

changes each time the screen is refreshed; recently added videos are 

displayed under the heading Latest Lyrics. In addition, the most 

popular videos are presented in the bottom-right of the screen and 

labeled Top Lyrics. Users can look up videos by artist name or song 

title use the search. 
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5) After the user chooses a song, then the user would have to choose a 

game mode which includes 'choice' where in this mode the user must 

fill in the missing word by clicking on the answer that is already 

available, 'type' which the user must fill in the missing word by typing 

the correct answer and the game mode 'karaoke' where the user only 

listens to the song.  

6) After the user chooses the game mode they want to play, then the user 

chooses the level according to the user's ability, there are four levels 

including beginner, intermediate, advance, and expert.  

7) As the video plays, users are expected to complete a gapfill exercise 

use the transcript of the lyrics below the video. The video would not 

continue until the missing word is filled in. On the top left a timer is 

displayed as well as a count of the number of missing words 

remaining and the number of gaps skipped by the user. At any time, 

the user can select to withdraw which would stop the game.  

8) When the game is completed, Lyricstraining automatically tallies a 

score for the user based on the time it took for her to complete the 

song and how many missing words were filled in. 

Lyricstraining a game-based activity for songs. Its use is 

supported by the principle of CALL  (Computer  Assisted  Language  

Learning)  in  English  teaching.   
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d. Features of Lyricstraining 

1) Home page section/music video selection 

 

The home page features a featured music video labeled "Play 

Now" which varies every time the screen is refreshed; freshly added 

videos websiteear under the heading "Latest Lyrics." In addition, in 

the bottom-right corner, the most popular videos are branded "Top 

Lyrics." The search function allows users to seek videos by artist 

name or song title. 

2) Language selection via a drop-down menu.  
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Users can choose different languages to learn. There are 14 

languages contained in the language selection feature that users can 

choose. 

3) Level selection via a drop-down menu.  

 

There are four levels that users can choose to play game 

modes according to their abilities, namely beginner, intermediate, 

advanced, and expert.  

a) Beginner: All participants who do not possess a good vocab level 

can choose the beginner level in order to complete 39 absent 

words out of three hundred eighty-five words regarding the 

totality of any musical video's lyrics. 

b) Intermediate: If participants have a satisfactory vocab level with 

listening comprehension, they can select the intermediate level 

to start completing the 75 absent words out of three hundred 

eighty-five regarding the totality of any musical video's lyrics.  
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c) Advanced: All participants who have sufficiency vocabulary 

together with abilities in listening comprehension, and writing 

can choose the advanced level in order to start completing 148 

absent words out of three hundred eighty-five regarding the 

totality of any musical video's lyrics.  

d) Expert: If participants have an outstanding dominion viewing the 

foreign language and magnificent listening abilities, they can 

select the expert level to complete 385 absent words out of three 

hundred eighty-five regarding the totality of any musical video's 

lyrics. 

4) The first page of the game.  

 

At this stage, the learners are offered with a number of 

possibilities. If students hit the play button, the song video would 

begin playing without any words. If the user selects the "karaoke" 

button in the bottom-right corner, the music video would play with 
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complete lyrics. In both modes, users may listen to a preview of the 

music before entering game mode. When the student is ready, he or 

she may choose a game mode. Students must complete a gap-fill 

assignment in which 10% of the following text is blank in Beginner 

mode, 25% of the following text is blank in Intermediate mode, and 

100% of the following text is blank in Expert mode.  

urrently in progress. Users are tasked with completing a gap 

fill exercise use the lyrics written underneath the playing video. The 

video would halt until the missing word is filled in. On the lower 

left, a countdown and a count of the remaining missing words and 

gaps skipped by the user are presented. At any point throughout the 

game, the user may "withdraw," stopping the game and playing the 

karaoke version of the song. When the game is complete, 

Lyricstraining assesses the user's score based on the time it took to 

complete the song and the number of missing words she filled in. 

5) Song  
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As a result of the research study Garcia (2015), she said 

song use in classes might be helpful for students to remember 

grammar structures, words, or phrases presented in songs. Several 

researchers researched the use of En-glish songs and also researched 

vocabulary mastery. Learning media involve use various media like 

sound, video, picture and others. This integration refers to get the 

student's interest when learning vocabulary. 

6) Game Score 

 

After playing a song, users can see their score as well as see 

the scores of other users from around the world. Lyricstraining offers 

a free account to players who want to keep track of their progress. 

 Relevant Research 

To support this study, there are some researches which are related to 

this study. Some of them as follows: 
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First, Permatasari, P (2024) The Influence Of Use Lyricstraining 

Website toward Students’ Listening Skills, University Raden Intan Lampung, 

Tarbiyah And Teacher Training Faculty State Islamic. the researcher uses the 

media from Lyricstraining  Website to teach listening. The objective of this 

research was to find out whether Lyricstraining website is effective toward 

students‟ listening skills at the ninth grade of MTsN 2 Bandar Lampung. In this 

research, Quasi-Experimental Design with Non Equivalent Controlled Group 

Design was use. The population of this research was the ninth-grade students at 

MTsN 2 Bandar Lampung with a total 353 students. The sample of this research 

consisted of 2 classes: 36 students in class IX U1 as the experimental class and 

34 students in IX U2 as the control class. In collecting the data, the researcher 

use an instrument of listening test in the form of multiple choice with a total 30 

items for pre-test and post-test. After giving pretest and post-test, the researcher 

analyzed the normality and homogeneity distribution data use SPSS version 20. 

According to the data analysis calculated use SPSS version 29, it obtained that 

the result of Sig. (2-tailed) in Independent Sample t-Test was 0.003, which was 

lower than = 0.05 and it means (H0)  was rejected and (Ha) was accepted. It 

could be concluded that Lyricstraining website is effective in increasing 

listening skills of the ninth-grade students at MTsN 2 Bandar Lampung. 

Second, Berlian, N (2023) Improving The Students’ Vocabulary 

Mastery trough Lyricstraining, Syarif Hidayatullah state Islamic university of 

Jakarta, faculty of educational sciences , department of English Education. This 
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research refers to investigate the impact of Lyricstraining on students’ 

vocabulary mastery and focuses on the processes through which Lyricstraining 

contributes to students' improvement in vocabulary mastery. The study was 

carried out on selected participants of eighth-grade students enrolled at SMP 

Nusantara Plus during the academic year 2022/2023. The study had participants 

comprised of 30 students from class VIII-1. This research was conducted use 

the Classroom Action Research (CAR) methodology. This study involved a 

collaboration between the researcher and English teachers. This research study 

employed the Kemmis and McTaggart models for Classroom Action Research 

into 2 cycle. The data collection and analysis websitelied several techniques 

such as observation, interviews, questionnaires, and tests, including pre-test, 

post-test 1, and post-test 2. The findings of this study indicate an improvement 

in students' vocabulary mastery. The data's outcome can serve as evidence. The 

utilization of Lyricstraining in the learning process and vocabulary acquisition 

proved successful, with positive feedback from the student. The previous point 

is supported by the test outcomes, which indicate the progress from the pre-test 

evaluation to the first and second post-tests. In the pre-test, accounting for 

13.33% (4 students) of the participants scored above the Minimal Mastery 

Criterion (KKM). Upon completion of two rounds of Classroom Action 

Research implementation, there was an observed increase in the number of 

students who achieved scores above the Minimal Mastery Criterion (KKM); 

specifically, in post-test 2, 86.7% (26 students) of the participants earned scores 
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above the KKM. Based on the result of the data, Lyricstraining has helped 

students to improve their vocabulary. 

Third, Shabbarin, S (2022) Improving Students Listening Ability 

Through English Song, Ar-Raniry state Islamic university Darussalam- Banda 

Aceh, Faculty of Education and Teaching Training. This study refers to 

investigate the improvement of students' listening skills in English use songs as 

the medium. The research methodology employed is quantitative experimental 

method with data collection techniques in the form of tests (pre-test and post-

test). Class VIII students totaling 12 people were taken as a population and also 

use as a sample in this study use a saturated sampling technique. The results that 

the use of songs improved the listening skills of class VIII students with a pretest 

average score of 12.08 and a posttest average score of 17.91, indicating that the 

posttest score is higher than the pretest score. In the t-test, the min obtained is 

higher than the table t-test value, namely ± 12.4048, which is standard the value 

of 5% in the t-test table is ± 2.262. Based on these results and facts, the 

researcher conclude that the listening skills of SMP-IT Madrasatul Qur'an 

students increased after use song-learning media.

This understanding of Lyricstraining can significantly enhance 

learning effectiveness and motivation, particularly for learners who exhibit 

lower levels of motivation (Angelina, 2020).

Listening for Details is the skill of listening in detail or 

specifically, namely listening to groups of words and phrases at the 

sentence level. The ability to listen or listen is an important component 

in the TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) exam. 

d. Accuracy for Answer  

Answer accuracy is the level of conformity between the answer 

given and the actual facts. In measurement, apart from accuracy, there 

is also precision.

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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

 Research Design 

This study use a quantitative research with an experimental design. 

Quantitative is a research method that uses data in the form of numbers as a data 

analysis tool. According to Creswell (2017), quantitative research is a method 

for tested theories by way of experimenting with the relationship of variables 

so that data websiteears in the form of numbers which are analyzed based on 

statistical procedures. 

The design of this research was pre-experimental design with one 

group pre-test and post-test. The research used a pre-experimental design 

primarily because it serves as an initial step to assess the potential impact of the 

Lyricstraining website on students' listening ability before committing to a more 

rigorous experimental framework. Pre-experimental designs are characterized 

by their simplicity and lack of individually, making them suitable for 

exploratory studies. According to Ary (2013) in this pre-experimental study, 

there is no random assignment to subjects. 

This study aimed to investigate the effect of use Lyricstraining website 

on students' listening ability. The independent variable in this study is "The use 

of Lyricstraining website," which refers to learning methods that involve the use 

of digital technology, such as audiovisuals, and interactive elements, to convey 

story material to students. It is hoped that the use of Lyricstraining website can 
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create a more interesting and interactive learning environment. On the other 

hand, the dependent variable is “student listening ability,” which measures 

students' ability to understand and respond to information conveyed through on 

Lyricstraining website. 

According to Cresswell (2012), Pre-Experimental research are those in 

which the researcher studies a single group and provides an intervention during 

the experiment. There is no control group, and the design does not provide 

strong evidence of cause and effect.

1. Validity  

According to Creswell (2012), validity is proof that a notion or 

construct is websiteropriate as determined by a test. A crucial component of 

evaluating a successful research tool is validity. Thus,the degree to which 

conclusions drawn from the assessment's findings are websiteropriate and 

significant is known as validity. and beneficial for evaluation objectives. 

Construct validity, content validity, and reliability are the four primary 

categories of validity, both criteria validity and face validity. The researcher 

employed content validity in this investigation. In part, content validity. 

According to Brown (2003), involves figuring out if the instrument's content 

represents a sufficient sample of the content domain that it is intended to 

represent.  

2. Reliability 

In this study, reliability refers to the consistency and stability of the 

listening test use to measure students’ listening ability before and after use 

the Lyricstraining website. According to Cresswell (2012), reliability means 

that scores from an instrument are stable and consistent. A reliable 

instrument ensures that the test consistently measures students’ actual 

listening ability, providing accurate and dependable results regardless of 

when or where it is administered. 
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In this study, only one class is use as the experimental group without 

a control group, which still falls under the category of a pre-experimental 

design. This type of design is often referred to as a one pretest posttest 

design, where the same group of students is tested before and after the 

treatment in this case, the use of the Lyricstraining website. The main 

purpose is to observe whether there is a significant improvement in students’ 

listening ability after the intervention. Although this design does not include 

a control group for comparison, it still requires a reliable and valid 

instrument to ensure that any changes in the students’ performance can be 

confidently attributed to the treatment. Therefore, the consistency 

(reliability) of the listening test remains crucial to support the credibility of 

the research findings. The researcher calculate the reliability based on 

Cronbach, L (1951).

According to Sugiyono (2015), a normality test is use to determine 

whether the data are normally distributed, which is a basic requirement for 

many parametric statistical tests such as the t-test. A common method to test 

normality is the Kolmogorov-Smirnov or Shapiro-Wilk test. If the 

significance value (p-value) is greater than 0.05, the data are considered 

normally distributed. 

 Technique of Data Analysis 

Data analysis is an important part of research. In data analysis, the 

researcher must analyze the entire data that comes out to describe, illustrate, and 

evaluate data. To analyze the data in this study, the researcher employed the 

paired sample t-test. This technique was chosen because the research design use 

is a quasi-experimental design, specifically the one-group pretest-posttest 

design, where only one group receives the treatment without a control group.  

According to Sugiyono (2017), this design allows researchers to measure 

changes that occur before and after the treatment is given. Arikunto (2013) also 

states that the paired sample t-test is appropriate when the researcher intends to 

examine the mean differences between two measurements conducted on the 

same subjects. Therefore, the students' pre-test and post-test scores were 

analyzed to determine whether the use of the Lyricstraining Website had a 

significant effect on the listening ability of the eighth-grade students at Islamic 
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Junior High School Al Fatah Minas. Before conducting the t-test, a normality 

test use the Shapiro-Wilk method was websitelied to ensure that the data were 

normally distributed, as recommended by (Ghozali, 2016). If the data were 

found to be non-normally distributed, the analysis would proceed use the non-

parametric Wilcoxon Signed Rank Test as an alternative.  

To determine whether there is a significant difference between the pre-test 

and post-test results, the researcher employed the paired sample t-test. This 

statistical test is use to compare the means of two related groups, namely the 

same group of students before and after the treatment.

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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

 Conclusion 

This study was to find out the students’ listening ability. This study was 

conducted at Islamic Junior High School Al Fatah Minas. Based on what has 

been found the research, the researcher made some conclusion as follow:  

1. The students’ listening ability taught before using Lyricstraining website has 

the mean score 60,67.  

2. Students’ listening ability taught after using Lyricstraining website has the 

mean score as 98,67. 

3. The gain between pre-test and post-test score was 380, with the Asymp. Sig 

(2-tailed) was 0.00 which less than 0.05. so, there is a significant difference 

between students’ listening ability taught before and after using 

Lyricstraining website. 

 Suggestion  

Considering the findings of the implementation before and after use 

Lyricstraining website on students’ listening ability, it is known that students’ 

listening ability taught by use Lyricstraining website were improved. So that 

teaching by use this website is one of the solutions for English teacher in order 

to improve students’ skill, especially the student’s listening ability.  

1. For the Teacher 

This media is technique of the alternatives to be implemented by the 

teachers and teaching and learning process, especially in teaching listening.  
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2. For the Students
