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ABSTRACT 

 

Melda Amelia (2025): The Role of Group Work Strategy in English 

Classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit 

 

This study aims to describe the role of group work strategy in English classroom at 

SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. This study uses a quantitative approach with a survey design. 

The sample of this study was class X 2 students selected using purposive sampling, 

with a total of 33 respondents. Research data were collected through questionnaires 

and analyzed using descriptive statistics. The results of the analysis show that the 

overall score for the role of group work strategy is 4.02, which is in the high 

category. These findings indicate that students have a positive perception of the 

application of group work strategy in the English classroom, which is considered to 

be able to help students organize their learning tasks, facilitate understanding of the 

material, increase motivation and creativity, and improve learning outcomes 

through collaborative activities. Based on these research results, it can be concluded 

that the group work strategy plays an important role in supporting the English 

learning process in the classroom, so this strategy is recommended to continue to 

be applied and developed as an effective learning strategy in improving the quality 

of English learning at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit.

Bahasa Inggris di SMAN 1 Sungai Apit 

 

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan peran strategi group work dalam 

pembelajaran Bahasa Inggris di SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. Penelitian ini menggunakan 

pendekatan kuantitatif dengan desain survei. Subjek penelitian adalah siswa kelas 

X SMAN 1 Sungai Apit yang dipilih menggunakan teknik purposive sampling 

dengan jumlah responden sebanyak 33 siswa. Data penelitian dikumpulkan melalui 

angket dan dianalisis menggunakan statistik deskriptif. Hasil analisis menunjukkan 

bahwa nilai rata-rata keseluruhan peran strategi group work adalah 4,02 yang 

berada pada kategori tinggi. Temuan ini menunjukkan bahwa siswa memiliki 

persepsi positif terhadap penerapan strategi group work dalam pembelajaran 

Bahasa Inggris, yang dinilai mampu membantu siswa mengorganisasi tugas belajar, 

memudahkan pemahaman materi, meningkatkan motivasi, kreativitas, serta hasil 

belajar melalui aktivitas kolaboratif. Berdasarkan hasil penelitian tersebut, dapat 

disimpulkan bahwa strategi group work memiliki peran penting dalam mendukung 

proses pembelajaran Bahasa Inggris di kelas, sehingga strategi ini 

direkomendasikan untuk terus diterapkan dan dikembangkan sebagai strategi 

pembelajaran yang efektif dalam meningkatkan kualitas pembelajaran Bahasa 

Inggris di SMAN 1 Sungai Apit.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

 Background 

English plays an important role in education as an international language 

used in communication, academic contexts, and professional fields. In the 

context of English language learning, students are expected not only to master 

linguistic knowledge but also to actively participate in classroom activities. 

Therefore, teachers are required to implement appropriate teaching strategies 

that can facilitate effective learning and encourage students’ involvement in the 

learning process (Richards & Rodgers, 2014; Brown, 2015).  

One of the strategies widely applied in English language teaching is 

group work. Group work is an important pedagogical tool to be used in any 

classroom (Frykedal & Chiriac, 2014). Groups are made up of individuals who 

have similar interests (McDermott, 2002). He also mentioned that collaborating 

with others can be beneficial, enjoyable, and productive. According to Brown 

(2000), there are several meanings of the term "group." He says that group work 

is when individuals work together, depend on each other and have a common 

goal. Brown (2001) also explains that group work is a general word that 

encompasses a variety of techniques in which two or more students are assigned 

a task requiring collaboration and self-initiated language. He highlights the 

reality that it indicates small-group work, possibly consisting of six or fewer 

students.  
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Richards et al. (1985) defines group work as a learning activity in which 

a small group of students collaborate. The group may focus on a single task or 

different subtasks within a larger task. Large groups of students can thwart the 

opportunity for students to talk and interact with each other, which is one of the 

important purposes of using group work in the classroom. According to (Cohen 

& Lotan, 2014), groupwork is defined as students cooperating in a group that is 

small enough so that each member can contribute to a clearly assigned learning 

task. The application of group and pair work in the classroom must be 

appropriate. Group work must be well structured and aligned with the 

curriculum and student needs (Johnson et al., 1991). Furthermore, Baines et al. 

(2008) state that there are three main concerns of group and pair work: For 

group work to be successful, relationships are essential, an effective learning 

environment is needed, and teachers must plan and facilitate group work 

activities. 

SMAN 1 Sungai Apit is a public senior high school located in Siak 

Regency, Riau Province. The school is renowned for its dedication to delivering 

high-quality instruction and creating a welcoming learning environment. In 

recent years, SMAN 1 Sungai Apit has adopted Merdeka Curriculum, a more 

adaptable and student-centered teaching strategy that prioritizes creativity, 

critical thinking, and problem-solving abilities. The purpose of learning English 

at this school is to equip students with effective communication skills, both 

written and oral, so they can thrive in a world where communication is 
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becoming more and more important. To achieve this goal, the school has 

implemented various teaching methods, including group work. 

Long (1990) in his study about Task, Group, and Task-Group Interactions 

mentions that group work has several pedagogical advantages (including pair 

work). (1) Group work increases the number of language practice opportunities. 

(2) Group work improves the quality of students' speaking in several ways. (3) 

Group work facilitates individualized teaching allowing students to work at 

their own pace. (4) Group work can help the affective climate in the classroom, 

whereby the intimacy of a small group environment is often invaluable for shy 

and linguistically insecure students. (5) Group work can help motivate learners 

due to the pedagogy variety it brings to a lesson.  

The English teacher at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit currently applies various 

classroom techniques, such as lecturing, question–answer activities, and 

individual assignments. In addition, to support the achievement of English 

learning objectives, the teacher also implements several teaching strategies, 

including group work, in classroom activities. However, in practice, the 

implementation of group work does not always run optimally. Some students 

tend to be less involved in group activities, while others dominate the tasks. 

Furthermore, differences in students’ levels of English proficiency also affect 

the effectiveness of group work activities. These conditions indicate that 

although group work has been applied in the classroom, its role in supporting 

the English learning process has not been fully understood and therefore needs 

to be further investigated. 
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There have been many research studies on group work. Previous studies 

focus on perception of group work (Hung & Long, 2019;  Situmorang, 2021; 

Afriyani & Solusia, 2023; Daba et al., 2017) group work and speaking  

(Apriandi et al., 2022; Phitaloka, 2015; Batavia, 2012) group work and reading 

(Yansyah, 2011).   

In the previous study, there was one researcher who examined group 

work in improving student interaction and motivating students to learn English 

as a Foreign Language (EFL). In the previous study, the researcher used a 

qualitative design, namely a questionnaire survey and interviews with a total of 

15 students and a 12th grade English teacher in a male public school located in 

the United Arab Emirates (UAE), Dubai. In conclusion, research that focuses 

on the role of group work strategy in English classrooms in Indonesia, 

especially in senior high schools and using a quantitative approach, remains 

limited. 

Based on the facts and phenomena above, the researcher is interested in 

investigating the role of group work strategy in English classroom with the title 

“THE ROLE OF GROUP WORK STRATEGY IN ENGLISH 

CLASSROOM AT SMAN 1 SUNGAI APIT” 

 Identification of the Problem 

In line with the background of the research, the researcher identified 

some problems as follows: 
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1. Group work has been applied in the English classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai 

Apit, but its role in supporting the learning process has not been clearly 

identified. 

2. Students’ involvement in group work activities varies, indicating that the 

role of group work may not be fully optimized. 

 Limitation of the Problem 

Based on the problem identification, the researcher found several issues 

in this study. Therefore, it is important to narrow the focus to pay more attention 

to a specific problem. In this case, the researcher needs to focus on the role of 

group work strategy in English classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. 

 Formulation of the Problem 

Based on the background of this study, the research question which 

guides this research is what is the role of group work strategy in English 

classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit? 

 Objective of the Research 

In line with the research questions, the objective of this research is to 

describe the role of group work strategy in English classroom at SMAN 1 

Sungai Apit. 

 Significance of the Research 

The theoretical significance of this study is to enhance understanding of 

the role of group work strategy in English language learning. By examining how 

group work functions in the English classroom, this research contributes to 

pedagogical theories related to collaborative learning and teaching strategies in 
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language education. The findings are expected to provide deeper insights into 

how group work supports the learning process, encourages student 

participation, and facilitates meaningful language use in classroom activities. 

Furthermore, this study may enrich existing literature on group work by 

highlighting its role in improving the effectiveness of English teaching and 

learning, particularly in senior high school contexts. The results of this research 

may also serve as a reference for educators and researchers in understanding the 

significance of group work as an instructional strategy in English classrooms. 

Practically f or teachers, the findings of this study can offer insights into 

the role of group work as a teaching strategy in the English classroom and help 

them design more effective learning activities that support students’ 

engagement in the learning process. For students, this research may contribute 

to the creation of a more collaborative and supportive learning environment that 

encourages active participation and meaningful use of English in classroom 

activities. For schools, the results of this study can serve as a reference for 

developing teaching strategies that align with student-centered learning 

principles, particularly in the implementation of the Merdeka Curriculum. 

 Definition of the Term 

1. Group Work 

Harmer (2001) explains that group work involves two or more 

individuals collaborating to complete a task or assignment, with the primary 

goal of encouraging students to interact and cooperate in achieving a shared 

objective. Similarly, Brown (2001) describes group work as a broad term 
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encompassing various techniques in which students are assigned tasks that 

require collaboration and self-directed use of language. The main principle 

of this method is to provide students with more opportunities to 

communicate with others using the target language. In this research, group 

work is used as a strategy to engage students in collaborative learning, 

facilitate interaction among them, and support the process of learning 

English in the classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit.

CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

 

 Theoretical Framework 

1. Concept of Group Work 

a. Definition Of Group Work 

A group is characterized as a gathering comprising a minimum of 

three and typically fewer than twenty individuals who, over a defined 

period, exhibit interdependence and mutual influence. These individuals 

unite with a shared goal or purpose, take on distinct roles, experience a 

sense of belonging, adhere to established norms and standards for group 

inclusion, and actively participate in interactive communication (Harris 

and Sherblom, 2008). The term "group work" refers to a broad range of 

instructional strategies in which two or more students are given a task 

requiring self-initiated language and collaboration (Brown, 2001). 

According to Johnson, et al (2008) Group work can be classified 

into three general types, namely: informal learning group, formal 

learning group, and study tams or cooperative based groups. The first 

termed informal learning groups, involves organizing students within a 

single class session. For instance, prompting students to turn to their 

peers and engage in a two-minute discussion about a posed question. 

Utilizing informal learning groups serves various purposes, including 

directing students' focus towards the materials to be learned, 
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establishing a conducive learning atmosphere, clarifying expectations 

for the class session's content, facilitating cognitive processing and 

rehearsal of the taught material, summarizing the students' 

comprehension, preparing for the subsequent session, and offering 

closure to an instructional period. 

The second type is formal learning group (Johnson, et al, 2008). 

In this type, teams are created with the objective of accomplishing a 

particular task, which may involve tasks like conducting a lab 

experiment, writing reports, executing projects, or preparing papers for 

presentation. The third is identified as study teams or cooperative-based 

groups. These groups are characterized by stable, long-term 

memberships, and their primary function is to offer students support, 

encouragement, and assistance in fulfilling course requirements and 

assignments. In addition, study teams inform their members about 

lectures and assignment s when someone has missed a session. 

 Harper's (2018) research substantiates the notion that 

students who actively contribute to classroom discussions and 

collaborate on group projects tend to exhibit higher academic 

achievements in contrast to their counterparts who choose to work in 

isolation. This phenomenon can be attributed to the multifaceted 

benefits of collaborative learning environments. When students engage 

in discussions, they not only gain diverse perspectives and insights but 

also develop crucial interpersonal and communication skills. 
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Additionally, participation in group projects fosters teamwork, 

encourages the exchange of ideas, and allows for the pooling of 

individual strengths, ultimately leading to a more comprehensive and 

effective learning experience. As a result, the collaborative nature of 

interactive learning settings appears to contribute positively to academic 

success by providing students with a richer and more interactive 

educational experience. Based on the explanation above, it can be 

concluded that group work is where two or more students collaborate 

and communicate to complete a specific task. In addition, group work 

can also encourage interaction, cooperation and provide students with a 

richer and more interactive educational experience. 

b. Advantages of Group Work 

When implemented effectively, group work can offer numerous 

benefits for students by enhancing their learning experience and overall 

academic development. Group work encourages active participation by 

allowing students to interact, share ideas, and solve problems 

collaboratively using the target language. According to Slavin (1995), 

collaborative activities within a group setting have the potential to 

increase student involvement and promote active learning, which leads 

to a deeper understanding of the learning material and better retention 

of knowledge compared to individual learning.  

In addition to cognitive benefits, group work also plays an 

important role in developing students’ social and interpersonal skills. 
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Engaging in group activities provides students with opportunities to 

practice effective communication, negotiation, responsibility, and 

teamwork, which are crucial for academic success as well as future 

professional life (Bruner, 1983). Moreover, Brooks and Brooks (2005) 

state that learning through peer collaboration can increase students’ 

enjoyment and motivation, creating a more supportive and engaging 

classroom environment. When students feel comfortable working with 

their peers, they are more likely to participate actively, express their 

ideas confidently, and take responsibility for their own learning, which 

ultimately enhances the overall effectiveness of the learning process. 

c. Procedures of Group Work 

According to Burke (2011), there are four stages in the 

implementation of group work: 

1) Design Group Work 

The teacher decides to incorporate group work into the class 

and designs it within the syllabus. This includes determining 

appropriate topics and themes for group projects. 

2) Teaching Students 

The teacher must teach students how to work effectively in 

groups. Its’s essential to not assume that students inherently know 

how to collaborate, manage time, and divide tasks. The teacher 

should proactively teach group work skills to students. 

3) Monitoring Group Work Process 
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The teacher monitors the group work process. This involves 

overseeing group dynamics and ensuring that each group member 

actively contributes. 

4) Evaluation/Assessment 

This is the most crucial stages for students. The teacher needs 

to develop a clear assessment rubric for evaluating students. The 

rubric should include criteria for evaluating both the process and the 

final product of the group work. 

In line with that Ellis & Holmes (2017) also explained that there 

are five steps in implementing group work: 

1) Preparing for Group Work 

Before introducing group work, teachers should prepare by 

defining the learning objectives, selecting the group members, 

assigning roles, and providing necessary materials. Defining the 

learning objectives involves identifying what students should learn 

or achieve through the group work. This should be specific, 

measurable, achievable, relevant, and time-bound (SMART). 

Selecting the group members involves considering factors such as 

students' skills, personalities, and learning styles to form effective 

groups. Assigning roles helps to ensure that everyone contributes 

and is accountable. Roles can include leader, recorder, timekeeper, 

and materials manager. Providing necessary materials ensures that 

all students have the necessary resources to complete the task. 
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2) Designing for Group Activity 

To design the group activity, teachers should create a clear 

task, set clear expectations, and provide guidelines. Clear 

expectations should include the desired outcome, level of 

participation, and communication. Guidelines should include how 

the group should work together, communicate, and manage 

conflicts. Providing necessary materials and resources is crucial to 

ensure that the group has everything they need to complete the task 

3) Introducing the Group Activity 

When introducing the group activity, teachers should clearly 

explain the task, assign roles, and provide necessary materials. 

Clearly explaining the task involves providing a detailed description 

of the task and its requirements. Assigning roles involves explaining 

the role and its responsibilities to each group member. Providing 

necessary materials involves ensuring that all students have the 

necessary resources to complete the task. This step is crucial to set 

the group up for success and ensure that all members understand 

their roles and responsibilities. 

4) Monitoring the Group Task 

Monitoring the group task involves observing group 

interactions, providing guidance, and checking progress. Observing 

group interactions involves regularly checking in with each group to 

see how they are progressing and providing feedback as needed. 
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Providing guidance involves offering suggestions and ideas to help 

the group work together more effectively. Checking progress 

involves regularly assessing the group's progress and providing 

feedback and guidance as needed. This step is essential to ensure 

that the group stays on track and addresses any issues that may arise. 

5) Ending the Group Task 

Ending the group task involves summarizing the task, 

evaluating the outcome, and reflecting on the experience. 

Summarizing the task involves clearly explaining the task and its 

requirements. Evaluating the outcome involves assessing the 

product or outcome of the group work and providing feedback and 

guidance. Reflecting on the experience involves encouraging 

students to think about what they learned from the group work and 

providing feedback and guidance on the reflection process. This step 

is important to wrap up the group work and provide closure for the 

students. 

In conclusion, both Burke (2011) and Ellis & Holmes (2017) 

emphasize the importance of careful planning and execution in 

implementing group work effectively. According to Burke, there are 

four stages in the implementation of group work: designing group work, 

teaching students, monitoring group work process, and 

evaluation/assessment. Meanwhile, Ellis & Holmes identify five steps 

in implementing group work: preparing for group work, designing the 
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group activity, introducing the group activity, monitoring the group task, 

and ending the group task. Both approaches highlight the need for 

teachers to define clear learning objectives, select appropriate group 

members, and provide necessary materials and resources to support 

group work. By following these stages and steps, teachers can create a 

supportive and engaging learning environment that fosters 

collaboration, communication, and critical thinking skills. 

 Relevant Research 

To support this research, there are several relevant studies conducted by 

another researcher shown below. 

First, research conducted by Suwassi (2023), role of group work in 

promoting student to student interaction and motivation in the EFL classroom 

in the UAE. The purpose of this study is to investigate the role of group work 

and collaborative learning in promoting student to student interaction and 

motivating students to learn English in a Foreign Language (EFL) Classroom. 

Data were collected through an online student questionnaire survey as well as a 

teacher interview as a qualitative research instrument. The result of this study is 

the student questionnaire indicated that group work is crucial in teaching 

English, as it fosters collaboration, improves performance, and positively 

influences language learning by promoting socialization and interaction. A 

majority of students found working with others during online lessons more 

effective than working individually. The teacher interview supported these 

findings, highlighting that group work enhances class participation and fosters 
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healthy competition, motivating students to collaborate and learn English more 

effectively. Overall, the study concludes that group work significantly promotes 

student interaction and motivation in the UAE's EFL classroom, with both 

students and teachers seeing it as beneficial. 

Next, Afriyani & Solusia (2023) have conducted research about 

Students’ Perception on Group Work Activity at The Tenth Grade English Class 

of SMAN 10 Padang. The purpose of this study was to find out the students 

perception of group work activities in English class. This study used a 

quantitative descriptive approach. Data were collected through questionnaires 

and semi-structured interviews covering four indicators. The results showed 

that students had a positive perception of group work activities in English class. 

They agreed that group work activities could encourage them to learn more 

actively and improve their speaking skills. Students also felt more confident 

speaking English in groups than individually. They did not encounter any 

significant problems that hindered group work activities in English class. 

In line with that, Situmorang (2021) has conducted research about 

Students’ Perception of Using Group Work in English Class. The purpose of 

this study was to determine students' perceptions of group work in English 

lessons. This study employed a survey design. Data were collected using a 

questionnaire consisting of five indicators. The findings of this study indicate 

that students' attitudes are influenced by group work. Group work also increases 

their commitment to completing tasks. 
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The researchers mentioned above reveal both commonalities and 

distinctions between prior studies and the forthcoming research planned by the 

researcher. The resemblance lies in the shared emphasis on group work evident 

in the research objectives. While the distinction can be seen from many studies 

on group work that have been discussed above, the researcher is interested in 

research about the role of group work in English classroom where the researcher 

only found one study about the role of group work, and the differences can be 

seen from the research methods and location. Where the previous research used 

a qualitative design, so, it is clear that no research has been conducted about the 

role of group work stratey in English classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit using 

a quantitative design. 

 Operational Concept 

In research, the operational concept plays a crucial role. This term refers 

to a concept that can be applied in scientific studies to prevent misinterpretation 

or misunderstanding. According to Syafi’i (2015), operational concepts are 

derived from related theoretical concepts and are intended to be used practically 

and empirically within a study. The operational concept of this study is adapted 

from Burke (2011). 

1. Design Group Work : Students perceive that group work is well-designed, 

helping them organize tasks and responsibilities effectively, and providing 

opportunities to work collaboratively. 
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2. Teaching Students : Students feel guided and taught how to work effectively 

in groups, including task division, time management, and collaboration 

skills. 

3. Monitoring Group Work Process : Students feel that their participation is 

monitored and supported, that their creativity is encouraged, and they are 

motivated to engage actively. 

4. Evaluation/Assessment : Students perceive that their group work is 

evaluated clearly, including both the process and final product, which 

encourages them to perform better. 
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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

 

 Research Design 

This research used quantitative research. According to Creswell (2012), 

quantitative research is a type of educational study in which the researcher 

decides what to look into, asks a targeted question, collects numerical data from 

participants, uses statistical tools to analyse it, and performs the study 

impartially and objectively. According to Creswell (2014), the quantitative 

approach can be used in a variety of research designs, including survey, 

correlational, and experimental designs. This study used a survey design. 

Creswell (2014) define survey design is a quantitative research technique 

that entails the methodical collection of data from a particular population 

through standardized questionnaires or interviews. This suitable for this study, 

which focuses on the role of group work strategy in English classroom 

 Location and Time of the Research 

The research was conducted at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit, which is located at 

Jl. Gajah Mada, Sungai Apit, Siak, Riau province. This research was conducted 

on May 2025. 

 Population and Sample 

1. Population 

According to Creswell (2011) population is a group who have similar 

characteristics. For this research, the population of this research were the 
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tenth-grade students of SMAN 1 Sungai Apit which consisted of 6 classes. 

The total population of the tenth grade is 200 students.

2. Sample of the Research 

A sample is a smaller group of individuals chosen from a larger 

population to gain information about the population as a whole. Samples are 

used because it is often impractical or impossible to study the entire 

population (Lohr, 2022). The population of tenth-grade students is too large 

to take as a sample for this research.  

In order to determine the sample, the researcher used purposive 

sampling. According to Sekaran & Bougie (2016), purposive sampling is a 

non-probability technique that allows researchers to choose who can 

provide relevant information. In this study, the researcher selected X 2 class 

as the sample based on classroom experience, where students tended to be 

more responsive. The students in this class were also more open and 

cooperative than those in other classes. 
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 Technique of Data Collection 

In this study, the researcher used a questionnaire to collect data. This 

questionnaire was designed to measure the role of group work strategy in 

English classroom. 

1. Questionnaire 

Questionnaires, as defined by Dornyei (2003), are written 

instruments that present respondents with a series of questions or 

statements. Respondents are expected to react by either writing out their 

answers or selecting from existing options. In summary, a questionnaire is 

essentially a set of questions provided to research participants to obtain 

information, with their responses serving as data regarding the research 

subjects. 

The researcher utilized the questionnaire to gather information about 

the role of group work strategy in the English classroom among tenth-grade 

students at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. The questionnaire used by the researcher 

was adapted from Suwassi (2023). It focused on gathering respondents’ 

opinions through Likert-scale-based options. The researcher chose to use a 

Likert scale with a range of 1 to 5, which offers respondents choices ranging 

from "strongly disagree" to "strongly agree" regarding how group work can 

improve student interaction. 

Each item in the questionnaire was assigned a numerical score, with 

1 for "strongly disagree," 2 for "disagree," 3 for "neutral," 4 for "agree," and 
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5 for "strongly agree," based on the responses provided by the students. It 

can be seen from the table below:

2. Validity 

Instrument validity is to the extent to which a measuring instrument 

actually measures what it is supposed to measure. As stated by Machali 

(2021), validity indicates the reliability and accuracy of a measuring 

instrument. The purpose of the validity test is to evaluate the accuracy of the 

tool used to collect data. To test the validity of the instrument before it was 

used, the researcher administered the instrument to Class X1, which was not 

included in the research sample.  

An item was considered valid if the value of robtained was greater than 

the value of rtable at the 0.05 level of significance. With 31 respondents 

involved in the validity test, the degree of freedom (df) was calculated as N 
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– 2 = 31, resulting in an rtable value of 0.355. Additionally, an item was also 

regarded as valid if the significance value (Sig.) was less than 0.05.

Based on the results of the validity test with a significance level of 

5%, the number of samples (n) is 31. Therefore, the degree of freedom (df) 

is 29. Referring to the r table for df = 29 at the 5% significance level, the 

critical value of r table is 0.355. An instrument item is considered valid if 

the calculated r obtained is greater than the r table value (rₒ > rₜ). On the 

other hand, if the r obtained is less than the r table (rₒ < rₜ), the item is 

considered invalid and should not be used in the research. 

 Based on the table above, it is known that all items have rₒ > rₜ 

(0.355), so that the seven items are declared valid and suitable for use as 

research instruments. 

3. Reliability 

After testing the validity of the instrument, the next step was to assess 

its reliability. According to Surucu and Maslakci (2020), a reliability test 

evaluates the stability of the measuring instrument and its consistency over 

time. This means that the same results should be obtained when the test is 
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repeated under the same or similar conditions. In other words, reliability 

refers to the ability of a measuring instrument to produce the same results 

across different time periods. 

The researcher used SPSS 20.0 to test whether the instrument used 

was reliable, with the Cronbach's Alpha value criteria shown in the 

following table.

Based on the table above, it can be seen the value of Cronbach's Alpha 

is 0.752. This value is in the range of 0.71-0.80 so that it falls into the good 

and acceptable category and the value is more than 0.7.  Therefore, it can be 

concluded the questionnaire is reliable. 

 Technique of Analyzing Data 

Analyzing data is the process of examining information obtained from 

study findings. The data collected through the questionnaires were used to 
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answer the research question. These data helped to identify the role of group 

work strategy in English classroom. The questionnaires were distributed in 

paper form, and students were asked to complete them. 

Descriptive statistics are used to summarize the data. This process 

involves calculating means, frequencies, and percentages to quantify the role of 

group work strategy. To facilitate data interpretation, the researcher used range 

interpretation that can be seen in the table below:

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CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION 

 Conclusion 

This study aimed to investigate the role of group work strategy in the 

English classroom at SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. Based on the findings and 

discussion presented in Chapter IV, it can be concluded that group work strategy 

plays a positive and important role in students’ English learning. 

The results of the questionnaire show that students have positive 

perceptions of group work strategy. This is indicated by the high mean scores 

of all questionnaire items, with an overall mean score of 4.02, which falls into 

the “High” category. Students perceive that group work strategy helps them 

organize their learning tasks better, makes the English learning process easier, 

increases their enjoyment in learning, encourages creativity, improves learning 

achievement, and enhances motivation in learning English. 

The findings of this study indicate that group work strategy plays a 

significant role in facilitating students’ interaction, promoting collaboration, 

and creating a supportive learning environment. Through group work, students 

become more active in the learning process and feel more motivated to 

participate in English classroom activities. 

Overall, this study confirms that group work strategy is an effective 

teaching strategy in the English classroom. Therefore, the implementation of 

group work strategy can be considered beneficial in supporting students’ 
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learning experiences and enhancing the quality of English language teaching at 

SMAN 1 Sungai Apit. 

 Suggestion 

Based on the conclusions of this study, the following suggestions are 

provided: 

1. For teachers 

English teachers are recommended to implement group work strategy 

more systematically and consistently in classroom activities. Teachers 

should design group tasks that are meaningful, relevant to students’ needs, 

and aligned with learning objectives. Clear instructions and well-defined 

roles for each group member are important to ensure that all students 

participate actively in group work. 

Teachers are also encouraged to monitor and guide group activities to 

prevent unequal participation among students, such as domination by 

certain students or passivity of others. By providing feedback and support 

during group work, teachers can help students achieve better learning 

outcomes. 

Furthermore, teachers should vary the types of group activities, such as 

discussions, problem-solving tasks, role plays, and collaborative projects, to 

maintain students’ interest and engagement in learning. Teachers are also 

advised to combine group work with other teaching strategies to create a 

more dynamic and interactive learning environment. 
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2. For students  

Students are encouraged to actively participate in group work activities 

during English lessons. They should not only rely on their peers but also 

contribute ideas, opinions, and efforts in completing group tasks. Active 

participation in group discussions can help students improve their 

understanding of English materials and develop their communication skills. 

Students are also advised to build positive cooperation with their group 

members by respecting different opinions, sharing responsibilities, and 

supporting each other in the learning process. Through effective 

collaboration, students can gain more learning experiences, enhance their 

confidence in using English, and improve their motivation to learn. 

In addition, students should use group work opportunities to practice 

English more frequently, both in speaking and expressing ideas. By doing 

so, students can gradually overcome their fear of making mistakes and 

become more confident in using English in classroom interactions. 

3. For Future Researchers 

Future researchers are suggested to conduct further studies on group 

work strategy using different research designs and instruments. Future 

studies may explore the role of group work in improving specific language 

skills, such as speaking, writing, listening, or reading, rather than focusing 

only on students’ perceptions. 

Moreover, future research can involve larger samples and different 

educational levels or school contexts to obtain more comprehensive and 
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generalizable findings. Researchers may also use qualitative methods, such 

as classroom observations or interviews, to gain deeper insights into how 

group work influences students’ interaction and learning processes. 

In addition, future researchers are encouraged to examine potential 

challenges in implementing group work strategy, such as time management, 

group dynamics, and individual differences among students. By doing so, 

future studies can provide more detailed information and practical 

recommendations for teachers in applying group work in English 

classrooms.
